CONFERENCE OF DEGREE 

At 8 :00 p. m. ,  in the Chapter Hall of the Masonic Temple, d is­
tinguished companions, representing various Missouri councils, 
conferred the degree of Super-Excellent Master in  a most beau­
ti ful manner before a large and appreciative audience. Actual 
candidates received the degree, the meeting being under the aus­
pices of Hiram Council No. 1 R. & S .  M. of the City of St. Louis .  

At the conclusion of the con ference of the degree, the com­
panions were charmed by the address of the Most vVorshipful 
Grand Master of Masons in Missouri, Karl M .  Vetsburg. The 
Grand Master directed his remarks at the work accompl ished by 
Freemasons of the Revolutionary vVar period, ,vhich, he stated ,  
constituted a challenge to  the Niasons of today. 

On Tuesday evening, April 23rd, the first day of the Grand

THE CRYPTIC WORLD

It has been accomplished ! 
What :M issourians have been hoping for more than a decade is 

now a real ity. And a pleasing reality it is .  
The G rand Council for the year 1939 shows a gain in member­

ship, and t hough the amount be small, it may betoken the begin­
n ing of a gradual increase in members. And again it may not, 
for  the bulk of the gain is shown in the report of one council. 
The fact other councils are doing work and securing reinstate­
ments adds to our belief that the gains may he continued, de­
pending alone on the amount of activity shown by our grand offi­
cers and the officers o f  subordinate councils. 

The gains shown by our Centralia council, which is the one 
above re ferred to, are the result of intensive work on the part of 
the officers of that council . \.Vhat can be done in one council is 
possible i n  another. Missouri 's weak spots are in metropolitan 
areas and particularly in St. Louis. \.Vhether this weakness is 
due to  industrial conditions or other matters, the fact remains 
that only three candidates were greeted in the St. Louis area 
last year, while the total membership of the two St. Louis coun­
cils is but 3 1 1 . On the other hand, Kansas City's two councils 
greeted 27 companions during the year and show combined 
m embership of 653. 

Sometimes we think those ,vl10 secure positions are not using 
the proper sales talk. In other words, when endeavoring to pre­
sent the beauties of Capitular lVIasonry, why not at the same time 
add a boost for Cryptic lVIasonry ? 

Let us  all get together and boost council membership during 
1 940. And it will do no good for many of our councils showing 
gains if one or two councils come to the close of  the year with 
heavy losses, taking away all that has been gained for the year. 
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In the meantime, let us see what has happened in a cryptic way 
during the year 1939. 

GENERAL GRAND COUNCIL 

We wish Frank Hart would issue his proceedings about a 
month or two sooner and then we might have time to devote 
several pages to our parent organization-October to February 
is too long to wait. But the general Grand Council is only one of 
the many organizations which Frank has to manage and prob­
ably he may be excused-or again he may have gone to see the 
motion picture "Gone with the Wind" and never returned in 
time. Whatever it was we know Frank will have a good al ibi and 
that it will be illustrated with an appropriate story. 

Well, there are few things to report and most of these have 
been covered in Grand Master Gilliland's report as Grand Mas­
ter. Missouri had seven represe·ntatives at the meeting ; only two 
received any pay from our Grand Council so that it  was not an 
expensive trip for the Grand Council. We are ·financially ahead 
when we select railroad me·n as executives. The official l ine was 
moved up, Chas. H. Johnson of New York becoming General 
Grand Master. The new officer added to the foot of the l ist is a 
prominent Mason from that fine state of Maine, John M. Little­
field. As forecast last year, Massachusetts offered its resigna­
tion in the G. G. C. but if there was any acceptance we didn't hear 
it. Their resolution of withdrawal is quoted below and the reasons 
given were quite generally regarded by leading Masons, as flimsy. 
They operate on a 25c per capita: tax while most other jurisdic­
tions have a much higher rate, Missouri's being 70c while some 
have a dollar per capita. An added per capita of Sc would have 
more than paid their losses. Of course, all sorts of rumors were 
current as to why such action was taken, but we cannot believe 
but few of them for we can't believe that a question of a few 
cents will prevent our Massachusetts companions from doing 
their part and cooperating with their Cryptic companions 
throughout the United States in promoting the interest of the 
Rite. 

Surely, now is not the time to destroy the unanimity and har-
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mony of the Cryptic Rite which has had so hard a struggle in 
reaching its place in the light. 

The G. G. C. will meet in Salt Lake City in 1 942. Those who 
go-will help pay the piper, for there i s  a $5 registration fee to pay 
for the entertainment fee. There is a possibility this might 
enable G. G. C. to reduce the per capita although this is already 
small. 

I LLINOIS :  The question of affiliating with the General Grand Coun­
cil comes up annually in the Grand Council of Illinois, evidencing the fact 
that there is a strong desire on the part of Illinois Companions to become 
co-workers in the organization. The Grand Master appointed a committee 
of three Past Grand Masters to consider this affiliation and they reported : 

"After reconsidering al l  the arguments that have heretofore been ad­
vanced, and after giving consideration to all such new elements that have 
been submitted in  the premises, it is our unanimous report and recom­
mendation that we do not affiliate." 

While not will ing to affiliate with the General Grand Council, they seem 
perfectly willing to take advantage of the constructive work of the General 
Grand Council, for the Grand Master reports : 

"Having witnessed the conferring of the Super-Excellent Master de­
gree under three jurisdictions, all using the ritual of the General Grand 
Council, . . . and observing the interest it creates in and by the councils 
conferring the degree, I am firmly convinced that if tliose councils who 
have conferred the degree will again take up that part of the work, . . .  it 
will create an added interest in each council." 

MASSA CHUSETTS : At a special assembly held April 14, 1939, 
called to consider the withdrawal from the General Grand Council, a 
special committee, consisting of Past Grand Masters Webster and Prince, 
and Grand Recorder Sewall, reported : 

"The benefits accruing from such membership appear to this committee 
to be a lmost exclusively fraterria! and social in their nature. The value of 
the acquaintances made and friendships formed is real and highly prized 
by those of our members who arc privileged to attend the triennial assem­
blies. N evcrthcless, in view of the need to conserve the financial resources 
of this Grand Council and to devote its official energies to supporting its 
constituent councils with their ever increasing problems, your committee 
believes it advisable to discontinue membership in the General Grand Body. 
I n  reaching this conclusion it should not be understood that this Grand 
Council is unmindful of the recognition it has received by the election of 
several of its members to the official line of the General Grand Body. Also, 
it is a matter of sincere regret to the members of this committee that a 
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withdrawal a()()ears to be necessary at a time when some of their par­
ticular personal friends arc in responsible official position in the General 
Grand Body. Your committee recommends the adoption of the following 
resolution : 

"Resolved, That, for reasons of economy and the need of directing its 
official efforts toward the support of its constituent councils, this Grand 
Council forthwith withdraw its membership in the General Grand Council 
of Royal and Select Masters of the United States of America, and that 
a notice of this enactment be sent to the General Grand Recorder." 

The membership of the Grand Council was reported as 8,186. Receipts 
were $4,088, $1,000.00 of which appeared to be a withdrawal from invested 
funds ; disbursements were $3,664.00. Trustees reported $20,733.00 invested 
funds. Income appears to be dwindling at the rate of $200.00 a year. The 
per capita tax is 25c. The Grand Master adds : 

"\Vhat is of the utmost importance to the Grand Council of Jvf assachu­
setts is not the question of membership in the General Grand Council, but 
the urgent need of encouraging our own constituent councils, by increasing 
their membership, stimulating their ritualistic and social activities, and 
seeing that their finances are placed upon a sound basis. 

"I cannot consistently advocate economy in our own constituent councils, 
unless I practice it in our own Grand Council. Therefore, it is imperative 
that we conserve the financial resources of our Grand Council by the 
elimination of all but what we consider necessary expenses, so that we 
may be able to continue as an organization, until a more normal level of 
prosperity returns to our Nation, and to our State. 

"In my opinion, it is quite possible that if business conditions improve 
sufficiently to result in increased membership in our councils, and an im­
provement in the financial condition of our Grand Council, that at some 
future time we may desire to re-affiliate with the General Grand Council of 
the United States." 

SOUTH CAROLINA : The South Carolina committee, commenting 
upon the approaching triennial of the General Grand Council, regretted-

"Financial stress forced the sale and demolition of the old Sheppard's 
Tavern where this Supreme Council of the Southern Jurisdiction was 
formed ; Charleston, the home of Mackey, that great Masonic student, and 
of Rutledge and Pinckney." 

If our memory serves us correctly, they have omitted one of the greatest 
Royal Arch Masons of the group in Joel R. Poinsett. 

AD DRESSES OF GRAND MASTERS 

While we have not pretended to refer to all of the fine things 
said in addresses of Grand l\fasters, it is a sad commentary that 
so little constructive material is to be found, and yet we are con­
tinually wondering why Cryptic Masonry as well as other 
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uranches does not advance and show more material gains. 'vVe 
are of  the opinion that what is most needed in this year 1940 
A .  D.  is  more leadership plus some good hard work. 

The Grand Masters o f  Montana and Nevada have sensed the 
key to cryptic advancement. The grand master of Ontario offers 
some fine  thoughts and the Grand Master of Vvisconsin offers 
the olution to cryptic problems. 

A R IZO TA ( Buchman) : "I note that four of our councils meet but four 
t imes a year and that only two councils have stated meetings monthly. 
It may be all right to suspend meeting during the summer months, but 
where stated meetings are held but four times a year there docs not 
appear to be any necessity for the suspension. Nothing takes the life out 
of any organization so quickly or so effectively as the failure to hold 
meet ings over any great period of time." 

CALIFOR N I A  ( Bresee) : "During the past several years I have 
earnestly and conscient iously endeavored to promote cordial relations 
between the different bodies of the York Rite and to get for the council 
the same status in the York Rite family enjoyed by the chapter and com­
mandery. While I recognize the fact that the council is more or less 
grafted into the York Rite, it being younger than the others, nevertheless 
I have always thought it deserved equal standing with the others. Origi­
nally my thought was that we should adopt the idea of a consolidated 
York R ite body, electing a petitioner to receive all the degrees. This 
has been taken up many times without success, and feeling that it is a 
matter requiring much propaganda, taking years of time and work, I 
gave it up for the time being and advocated as a substitute the adoption 
by the Grand Chapter and Grand Council of California, the so-called 
Texas plan." 

This plan called for changes in Grand Chapter law providing that peti­
t ioners, when applying for the degrees also petition for the council degrees 
and pay the fee therefor ; when elected the council petition is turned 
over to the council designated, together with the fee. 

COLORADO (Burns) : "As far as the Cryptic Rite itself is con­
cerned, there can be no doubt but that it makes a serious appeal to the 
serious-minded Mason. Many members do not measure up to the high 
standard set by the institution, nor sufficiently understand and value its 
doctrines and tenets. In far too many cases the fault rests squarely upon 
us. Officers and members look to their Master as a leader and it is neces­
sary for him to set the pace. 

"Another asset is an educational program, which if properly and enthu­
siastical ly  carried out, every member will be assigned an active part. I 
have suggested to a number of councils that they meet but four times a 
year, making each assembly something worth while to the members. 
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Quoting that 'Masonry is not intended lo interfere with your usual voca­
tions' is not the answer for failure to render expected service." 

FLORIDA (Gilbert) : "When we quit our sacred retreat to mix 
again with the world, do we lay aside with our symbolic aprons the true, 
the real, the actual teachings of the Rite ? Do we exhibit to each other 
on the outside the patience taught us within ? Do we demonstrate with 
convincing sincerity to the outside world, how good and how pleasant 
it is to dwell together in unity as brothers ? Do we actually rest our hope 
in that higher lodge to which we often declare we are advancing ?" 

KANSAS (McLeod) : "1vfasonry has been a university of learning to 
me. It fits a man's life for fellowship with all men, regardless of creed. 
It provides the opportunity to walk on the same level as his fellow man. 
It permits him to worship his Creator in his own way, and without hin­
drance to the exercise of that privi lege by others. 

"Since the dawn of civilization, Masonry has existed among men in 
one form or another, for whenever man exists, there the thought of 
building is, and where the thought of building is, there is L ight always, 
though in these trying times the Light of men seems to be dimmed." 

LOUISIANA ( :Mauffray) : "I have spent considerable time and ef­
fort to fill out the list of representatives of other Grand Councils near our 
Grand Council, even to the extent of removing some of our personal 
friends whom we knew did not have the time or interest to do so and 
appoint others whom we thought would make at least a feeble effort." 

Among his recommendations we note one to require each Master to 
have served one full term before he could be entitled to become a perm.a­
nent member of Grand Council. Another was the appointment of a com­
mittee on l ibrary and history. One proposal which did not meet with ap­
proval was to re-establ ish a defunct council, which council would include 
all of those who were accepting payments under the social security act. 
The Grand Council thought this might be in the nature of an alms house 
council  and turned the recommendation down. 

MISSISSIPPI : The address of Grand Master Hootsell is contained 
in less than three pages of the proceedings. I n  conjunction with other 
Grand Officers he appointed Sid Curtis, son-in-law of the late Edward L. 
Faucette, to be Grand Recorder of the Grand Counc il .  

MONT AN A (Hart) : "In the absence of candidates, some entertain­
ment should be arranged inviting in Masons of other bodies, even their 
wives, children, etc., either prior to or after the assembly. A timely talk, a 
travelogue . . . .  The days of easily secured candidates have passed. We 
must cooperate more with lodges and chapters." 

NEV ADA ( Macpherson) : "May I recommend to the companions that 
they follow the custom of Reno Council , in which they meet for a social 
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hour a t  dinner p receding the meetings, a cu stom which all enjoy and which 
brings ou t the m embership." 

NORTH C AROLINA : G rand Master Gibson referred to a resolution 
which wa to b e  in troduced pro viding fo r a Board of Activities, whose 
du ties it should be to formulate some prog ram of ac ti vi ty for Grand Coun­
cil and local councils "in an effort to pu t something in ou r Grand Council 
o ther than a plac e where some of u s  can get em pty honors occasionally." 

OKL A HOMA ( Phinney ) : "Organizations as well as individuals are 
too p rone to accept conditions as they arc, thus becoming the servant of 
a condition ra ther than becoming the master of it, and creating the a venue 
through which ou r energies might be profitably employed, and overcome 
the inertia from whic h many kindred organiza tions arc suffering. • Per­
haps leadership has been lacking , bu t the remedy in all Masonic bodies 
lies within ou r o wn  bodies . . . .  I t  would appea r  tha t there is lack of 
cooperation between the companions of the council and the chapter, or the 
difference between exaltations and greetings would ha ve been much less. 

"Capitula r Masonry is rich in Bible lore. CFyptic :Masonry is rich in 
Masonic hi story withou t which the chapter Mason is only half  informed. 
In the yea r's acti vi ty under review, fifty-three of those exalted were left 
uninformed by not receiving the lesson s of the C ryptic Rite. Under the 
p resen t m ethod and spiri t  of indi fference and inactivity ,  they are not likely 
to b e  so instructed." 

The insertion of the R. & S. M. degree after the Past Master, then the 
Most E xcellent  Ma ster, to be foliowed by the Super Excellent, with the 
Royal A rc h  a s  a final and logical link in the chain, wa s his suggestion , 
the ultimate objec t  being a consolidation of the two rites. 

ONTARIO, CANADA (Empey ) : "Reflecting upon the name Cryptic 
and the B roken Triangle we see that a crypt is a place of concealment or 
in  short, a hiding place. Most c ryp ts by custom and prac tice have been 
placed underground and that ha s given the word the additional meaning 
of a cell, vault o r  passage beneath a building while so far as the deriva­
tion and the word f rom its Greek original is  concerned, a crypt should be 
located on the top story of a skyscraper instead of under the building. 
The boiler rooms of our office  buildings, auditoriums and theatres, are 
c rypts to the thousands that visit these buildings ,  for with few excep­
tions they come and go withou t ever seeing throughou t a lifetime tha t 
important and necessary part of the building, the boiler room and fur­
naces. There a re c rypts, secret place in life. There are also deposits of 
fac ts i n  the general a ffairs of nations which are withheld from general 
kno wledge and known on ly to certain high officials who must kno w 
and b e  guided in thei r  actions by this secret material. Without knowing 
these facts and ma terials, we are prone to censure their ac tions. We have 
another splendid illustration in military operations. The information 
upon which a ba ttle or campaign is based cannot be sha red with the 
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mass of the soldiers or sai lors but must be kept secret by the command­
ing officers. To them it must remain, at the time, as crypt or secret data. 
'\Ne find thus that \V'ithin most organ izations there has grown up accumu­
lated data of this crypt nature, valuable beyond measure to the group ; 
but requiring the protection of secrecy to preserve its effective values. 
\1/e find a similar state in personal life. Each human being possesses 
an innermost citadel or crypt, being a place where certain things are kept 
and preserved away from the knowledge and reach of others. Man in 
times of stress withdraws to this inner chamber or crypt and there com­
munes with himself and with his Maker, and thus arrives at his impor­
tant decision. Thus we see if those who object to Masonry because of its 
having secrets, would consider all things, then they must have some 
objection to life itself, including probably their own affairs. 

"Let us consider the characteristic of a Masonic secret. I n  one way it 
is no more crypt or secret than the principles of a dinner club, as for 
example, the Kiwanis or the Rotary. If a secret involves the truth, being 
an attitude towards life, it remains a secret to whomsoever it has been 
entrusted until he has made it his own by consistent practice. He _may 
wear an emblem of a service club or a fraternal button for years, without 
knowing its real meaning, or feeling its true cal l any more than one not 
authorized to wear it. The lessons of Cryptic Masonry teach us to value 
secret information, to store up in the depths of our being reassured coun­
sels from the Book of Life and the experiences of the race, that, in the 
storehouse of the subconscious they may be reachable when required. 
A memory process alone wil l  not suffice. It  requires reflection upon, 
study and careful examination of these truths, thereby making them truly 
our own. The Broken Triangle is our problem. The equilateral tr iangle 
is a symbol of perfect cooperation, all sides equal, equally supporting and 
being equally supported. The motto 'In unity is strength' points the way 
by unity to possible achievements far beyond the possibility of any efforts 
on the part of an individual singly." 

VERMONT (Curtis ) :  "Today marks for me the end of my active 
Masonic life. The night I was raised a Mason I helped close my lodge 
as Junior Deacon, and since that night, twenty-five years ago, I have 
been an officer in from one to four bodies at a time . . . .  My advice to 
those who have the good of the rite at heart is to get men started in 
line in  their councils who have not worn themselves out serving in 
other bodies. Get young men and train them in council work first and 
let them go from the council to the other lines. I n  that way their enthu­
siasm wil l  carry them through." 

WISCONSIN (Tharp) : "Whether our bodies be large or small ,  I 
leave this thought with you : Petitions solve financial problems ; dues and 
reinstatements solve membership problems ; committing the r itual to 
memory solves mental problems. \1/ith these problems solved, what more 
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does a ny orga ni zation need except love o i  the frate rnity and appreciation 
of mem bership therein ?" 

BIOGRAPHICAL 

J u  t why do we continue to use these thumb-nail biographies ? 
V\ ell, to how that those jurisdictions show best results which 
have a higher grade leadership. Three of the Grand Masters 
I i  ted are former Missourians. The e rvi issourians do have a 
way of going places .  

Only twenty-two Grand Council give biographical sketches : 
whether they are ashamed of what they have to offer or whether

A R KA N SA S : Joh n C. Reinhard, Grand ).faster, was born in Webb 
Cit y, Mo ., i n  1878. He received his edu cation in Kansas and Sedalia , 
Mo., a nd si nce 1 908 has lived in Arkansas, engaging in the coal bu siness. 
At the present time he is Grand Ge neralissimo of the Grand Command­
ery. 

COLOR A DO : Charles A. Shroads, Gra nd ).faster, is a nati ve of 
Pennsyl va nia, born in  1880, coming to Colorado by the covered wagon 
method.  His biographer states "it is necessary for him to drive forty 
miles each time he attends a Masonic meeting. but that does not weaken 
his e nthusiasm nor hinder his regular attendance." 

D I S TRI C T  OF COLUMBIA : Ver non G. Owen, Grand Master . is 
a nati ve of Maryland, born in 1879. He is a real estate auctioneer and 
appraiser a nd is ide nti fied with a num ber of financial institutions of the 
District of Columbia. He bears a close resembla nce to the present Go v­
ernor of Missouri. He ser ved as  Grand :.\faster of the Grand Lodge in 
1933 a nd was Preside nt of the Board of Relief for many years. 

I D A HO : Arthur E. Hawk, Grand :.\faster, was born near Plainville, 
Kansas , in 1880. He is manager of the Idaho Creamery Company. 

ILLINOI S : Ben C. Nead , Gra nd Master. was born in Galesburg, in 
1880. He is i n  the investm ent and insurance business. He has sen-eel 
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his lodge, h is chapter, the Grand Chapter, the Grand Lodge and sever al 
other Masonic bodies .  

I N D I ANA : Ward G .  B iddle, Grand Master, was bo rn in Indiana 
in 1891. He is a graduate of Indiana Univers ity and h is b iographer says 
o f  him : "F ew men have enjoyed so active a l ife or served more unsel fishl y 
in publ ic serv ice." He began pub lic serv ice as a teacher , later became 
connected with banking interes ts , for a time managed the Un iv er · ity of 
Indiana Book Store, the Ind iana Un ion Bu ilding, and s ince 1926 has 
been Comp troller and Secretary to the Bo ard of Trustees of Indiana 
Un ivers ity.

KENTUCKY : Rober t  W. Smith, Jr., Grand Master , comes from a 
l\fasonic fam ily. H is b iographical sketch omits the date of h is b irth .

The Grand Master is Pol ice Judge. conducts 
an insurance ag ency, and at one time a grocery business , whil e  h is w ife  
is postmaster. He was educated at  K entucky Wesleyan College, s er ved 
during the Wor ld \Var with the Exped itionary Forces.  His grand­
father was Master of h is lodge as f ar back as 1853 ; h is f ather w'as five 
times Master of h is lodge, mak ing the present Grand M aster the th ird 
of his l ine to ser ve his lodg e in an offic ial capacity. 

LOUISIANA : Lee W. H arr is , Grand Master, w as born in Lou is iana 
in 1894. H e  spent several months in France. H e  is Grand Secretary 
of the Grand Chapter.

City in 1874. He gradu ated from Un ion Theological Seminary, and later 
the Graduate School of Columb ia Un ivers ity. He  spent a year abroad 
and was admitted to the Ministry of the Congregational Church and h as 
had a pastorate at B ath, Me., for twenty-five years. H e  was Grand 
Master of the Grand Lodge in 1926. 

M ICH IGAN : Claude E. Furgason , Grand Master ,  w as born in 
M ichigan in 1877. H e  is a gradu ate of a State ormal School and for 
twenty-seven years was with the Reo Motor Car Company and was 
made Research Eng ineer. H is death occurred February 4, 1 939. 

M ISSISSI PP I :  Ray K. Sm ith, Grand Mas ter , was born in Du Quo in ,  
Ill., in 1886. H e  is agent for the Illinois Central Railro ad. H e  was Grand 
H igh Pries t  in 1933. 
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TEVADA : Charles H. Gorman, fifteenth Grand Master, is Controller 
of the Univer ity of Nevada. H is biograph ical sketch gives the date upon 
which he received Masonic degrees, but nothing as to his birth and early 
educat ion. His picture, which adorns the proceedings, shows him wearing 
a Shrine fez and his biographer re fers to his having received the "Scottish 
Right degrees" in 1906. 

N RTH CAROLINA : Junius S. Stearns, Grand �faster, was horn in 
North arolina in 1885. He wa educated in engineering schools and has 
been active in many civic ai1d religious organ izations. 

NO RTH DA KOT A :  Emil G. Bloedow, Grand Master, was born in 
1886 in outhwestern l\I innesota. l\fost of his life has been spent in the 
banking busines and he is now President of the Security �ational Bank at 
Edgeley. H e  i active in church and civic organ izations, as well as the 
l\fas nic bodie with which he is connected. 

OH I O: H orace L. Stephens, Grand Master, was born in Dayton in 
1890. H e  is President of a printing concern and is active in civic and other 
affairs f h is city. 

OKLA HOMA : Robert H. Phinney, Grand Master, was born in 1874. 
B eginning as a stenographer for the Frisco Railway, he arose gradually to 
Assistant Superintendent and finally General Agent. 

OR EGON : Ralph E. Sweeney, Grand l\faster, was born in 1 879 on a 
farm near Ch ilhowee, Johnson County, i\•Io. He was educated in the 
schools of that county and for a number of years was engaged in the 
banking business i n  that locality. In 1918 he was connected with the 
First National Bank of Joplin, l\Io. He is now County Treasurer of Jack­
son County, Ore., but still holds chapter membership in Del\folay Chapter 
No. 26, \l\larrensburg, Mo. 

RHODE ISLAND: \<'/alter I. Cook, Grand i\faster, was born in Rhode 
Island in 1879. He is identified with a printing and stationery establish­
ment. 

TENNESSEE : Luther R. Ault, Grand �faster, was born in Tennes­
see i n  1892. He is a resident of Johnson City, where he operates an Auto­
motive Electric Company. He is actively identified with the �[ethodist 
Church and is a teacher of their Bible class. 

WI SCON SIN: Walter F. Herman, Grand Master, is a native of vVis­
consin, born in 1887. He is now office manager of a large manufacturing 
concern at Superior. He received many of his degrees in �[ innesota bodies. 

CONDITION .OF THE RITE 

Two Grand Councils actually show gains for the year ; not 
large gains, but just sufficient to show that gains are possible. 
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The states arc Mississippi and Tennessee. M issouri will join 
their ranks during the year for our late ·t figure · how a gain of 
seven for the year 1 9.19. In Indiana, 68 f 74 cot 1ncil. :hawed 
gains. 

The Grand Master of Kansas says that the old aying i • indeed 
true-that they who SO\\" may reap. Apparently \\ hat is then 
needed is 111 re sowing. For a fine description of a rand un­
cil which it would appear fills no field, read t1nde1- Lot1i tana. 
The words are the Grand l\1Iaster's and not our 

In Massachusett , the Grand Master locates the trouble as 
primarily financial-brought on by inefficient Ma ters and Re­
corders ; the first named he finds lazy and the latter inefficient. 
No, the Grand l VIaster did not run for re-election. 

After going to all of the trouble of sending que tionnaires out 
all over the country, the Grand Council of California disco, red 
something most of us have always known-that most petitions 
were secured by personal solicitation. I entucky wa the only 
state which did not answer the questionnaire. 

Then there is a group of jurisdictions which would like to 
simplify the York Rite by uniting the chapter and council ; our 
sympathy is \\ ith them ; there would be many law to chancre and 
a lot of traditional objection on the part of some few conscien­
tious objectors but these are not at all insunnountable. 

CALIFORNIA : A special committee on chapter and counci l  rela­
tions made a very interesting report. It finds that the depression has been 
the most important factor in the loss of membership and lays the blame 
particularly on automobile, movie and radio. I t  finds that the most success­
ful method of securing candidates is that known as individual solic itation. 
The committee sent a questionnaire over the United States in an effort to 
find whether petitioners for Capitular degrees were required at the same 
time to petition for the Cryptic degrees, also whether there was any law 
requiring a petitioner for Templar Orders to be a member of the council. 
Forty-eight jurisdictions answered, Kentucky alone fa il ing to reply. I n  
only two jurisdictions were the Royal and Select [aster degrees con­
ferred in chapters (Virginia and \.Vest Virginia) ; South Carolina and 
Texas require council petition with that of the chapter ; Oklahoma per­
mitted such procedure, but did not require it ; Connecticut. Florida, Ohio 
and Rhode Island reported that there is  a local custom, but no law requir­
ing petitions for Templar Orders to become members of the council. In 
the Texas plan the council petition is forwarded to the nearest council when 
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the petit ioner has received the Royal Arch <kgrce. It was found that 
Cryptic l\fasonry in outh Carolina and Texas had nut flourishecl under 
their present rules, their percentage of loss being greater than that of 
California. The committee was unanimous in its urging of the repeal of 
the Grand Lodge "six month rule" whereby a �faster Mason might not 
pet it ion either York or Scottish R ite for a period of �ix months after he 
had received his third degree. 

A nother committee, known a the committee on York Rite of Free­
masonry, suggested the amalgamation of the seven degrees of Capitular 
and ryptic Rite into a sequence of five degrees, and also making the 
Cryptic degrees obl igatory for advancement to Templar Orders. 1 o 
action wa taken on the proposal ,  which apparently "died a bornin." 

I LLI O I S :  The Grand Council reports the largest percentage of los 
of any of the I llinois b dies for the year 1938. I t  is to be noted that 48.57 
of the member hip who re ide in Cook County, which includes the City of 
Chicago, showed 53.8 per cent of the total losses. 

I DIA A : Sixty-eight of the seventy-four council in Indiana greeted 
candidates during the year. 

I N AS ( l\I cLeod ) : "By the laws of nature, he who sows may rea­
onably expect to reap. The welfare of the Cryptic Rite has depended and 

will continue to depend upon the efforts of the officers and members of 
each subordinate counc il to hold their membership." 

LOUISIA A (Mauffray) : "The condition of the Rite in this state 
is one of the most paradoxical situations I have ever witnessed. \Ve meet 
once a year for the purpose of electing a new set of officers and not much 
else. We have no property but use that of one of the subordinate councils. 
Vv e elect the same companion that is elected by the Grand Chapter. The 
Grand Council of the State of Louisiana is just a para itical appendage to 
the Grand Chapter and its only purpose seems to be to gratify the ambi­
t ions of some of us who are successful in getting to be passed to the title 
of Past Grand Master. . . .  Occasionally you come across one of those 
rarities that is not actuated by some desire of gain or ambit ion, but by the 
sole desire to serve his fellow man, such as poetry tells us about Abou Ben 
J\dhem, but their reward is usually doubtful, particularly at the present 
elate when their motives are hard to understand, and most of the time by 
vilification by those whose plans they obstruct. I would love to be fired by 
this Holy Zeal, but as John the Baptist lost his head in his drive for right­
eousness and even some of the demagogs have fallen by the hands of those 
they d ispleased, far be it from me to risk mine, as nature made my head a 
necessary adj unct of my existence and I am going to try to retain it as 
long as I can." 

MASSACHUSETTS : Seventy-five per cent of the problems engaging 
the attention of Massachusetts councils are attributed directly, or indi-
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rcctly, t u  financial condit ions. Jnc!Ticicnt ancj disinterested t-., fastcrs and 
Recorders compose the remainder of the problems. The Ma tcr i • to b • 
blamed for being lazy and inefficient, desiring the onice only for the honor 
which the position may confer. Tnenicicnt recorders allow dues to accumu­
late, make poor collectors, and the council is unable to maintain its credit 
or pay its bills. The Grand Master believes that the exemption of members 
from payment of dues because of a twenty-five or thirty year member hip 
is a most unwise provision, resulting in the l oss of much needed revenue. 
He thinks it wrong to exempt Past Masters from payment of du s ,  believ­
ing it should be a privilege and a duty for one who has received th hirrhest 
honor in the gift of his council to contribute to its support rather than to  
receive support from it. 

MISSISSIPPI : The Grand Recorder's report occupies more space 
than did that of the Grand 1'1astcr. He reported twelve cities which had 
chapters, but no councils. Council reunions were held in connecti n with 
chapter reunions, with the exception of one instance. These reunions were 
very successful and pract ically all candidates continued their :. [asonic work, 
causing the Grand Lecturer to remark : 

"\1/ e should not be content with getting a candidate in the chapter ;  we 
should not lay down our working tools until we have introduced these 
same candidates into the mysteries of the Cryptic degrees." 

The result of these reunions was a net gain of 26 in member hip for the 
year. Mississippi has 38 councils, only two of which have more than 1 00 
members. 

NEW HAMPSHIRE (Snelling) : "\,\ e have been disposed to attri­
bute our losses to the depression, and it has unquest ionably accounted for 
such, but I wonder if our depicted numbers are so much the result of. 
economic forces as we would like to believe. If we will remember, long 
before the depression we were aware of an increasing disinterest. Vve have 
placed too much emphasis on the ritual, an emphasis beyond what was in­
tended for it. \.\Te have become imbued with the idea that ritual is the 
beginning and the end of Masonry . . . .  \1/e have given too little thought 
to the practical appl ication of these virtues and concepts which we have 
symbolized . . . . I am not advocat ing that we give any less attention to 
degree work, but if we are going to survive and grow we must also st ress 
with equal assiduity an obj ective of service." 

The jurisprudence committee, in reporting on his suggestion as to de­
riving membership from lodge, believed that such a procedure might ulti­
mately be possible, but would involve changes in the constitution and ritual. 
and recommended that no action be taken at the present time. 

NE\,\1 YORK : During the year the Grand :.[aster wrote each council 
asking for a monthly report. At tlie annual assembly he met with repre­
sentatives of each of the councils and developed a feeling of cooperation. 
A committee on extension of the Rite expressed its belief that the bottom 
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had not yet been reached and the time was at hand to work out some 
method of procedure for increasing membership and adding to the finances. 
They deplored the re-election of the same set of officers year after year. 
They suggested the appointment of a membership welfare committee in 
each counc i l .  

O K LAHOMA : At the York Ri te Festival in Oklahoma City, eleven 
councils were represented and fifty-eight candidates greeted. The num­
ber of individual councils rcpre ented was disappointing to the Grand 
Ma ler, who said : 

"The value of these meetings is largely nullified if they reach only those 
counci ls  which arc active and doing satisfactory work ; we cannot reani­
mate the spark of ambition in the inactive councils unless arranged for that 
purpose . . . .  I suggest that the incoming Grand Master and the Grand 
H igh Prie t consider the de irabil ity of holding more of these meetings, 
but in different parts of the state to make them accessible to all counc ils 
and companions." 

R H O D E  I SLAND : While not des ir ing to criticize officers of any 
counc ils ,  the Grand Master said that all officers could not be good ritualists 
and a l l  cou ld not be good executives, but he bel ieved : 

"Before a man is put in line he should show some qualifications to do the 
work and be a leader, for we must have real leadership if we are to meet 
the competition we are up against today with all other attractions. Our 
meetings must be made attractive along social and educational lines." 

TENNESSEE : Grand Recorder Doss reported "for the fi rst time 
s ince 1926 we have shown a net increase in membership." 

VERMONT ( Curtis ) : "Unless an immediate change is made our 
Grand Council is headed for destruction. This has been predicted for 
several years and wiser heads than mine have labored over the problem . 
. . . I recommend the appointment of a committee to report at our next 
regular assembly some plan for consolidation with the Grand Chapter, or, 
lacking that, some plan for the entire abandonment of the Grand Council 
while it is s t i l l  a going concern." 

The j ur isdiction has 1 , 162 members, its last report showing a net loss 
of 39. The Grand Lecturer said : 

"In so anemic and emaciated an organization as is this Grand Counci l ,  
the Grand Lecturer is comparable to a chief physician charged with devis­
ing ways and means of, and leading the way in, injecting new l ife, vital ity 
and energy in the patient . . . .  The council degrees are, you will agree, 
m uch out of place in following the Royal Arch. For these reasons, it was 
recommended that, in Vermont, the two Grand Bodies should be merged." 

"WISCONSIN : 'vVe are told by Grand Lecturer Inbusch that the Rite is 
definitely on the upgrade following a revival in  lodge and chapter, and 
a lthough the loss is greater for the year it is due to the fact that two 
councils surrendered their charters. 
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DECISIONS, DISPENSATIONS AND LAWS 

I \pri l ,  

Back in the riotous 'twenties Grand Ma ters filled page a f ter 
page with decisions ; then came the depression , followed by the 
recession, and very few decisions were to be noted . \,Vith candi­
dates once more beginning to pet ition we are beginnin rr to di ·­
co, er a fe\\' Grand lVIasters here and there is uing cleci · ions. 
And those that didn't "decizh'' ha, e been "di pen ing.' \i\ e 
once characterized a dispensation as an act which legalized an 
illegal ity. V./e do realize there are times when, under the law of  
the jurisdiction, a Grand Master may be given certain right and 
he exercise these rights under the heading of  dispensat ions. 

As a rule, councils-or shall we say companions-sometime 
use very little judgment in making thei r requests of the di pen ·­
ing authority ; a fine example is that instance l isted under 
''Massachuset ts'' where a council wanted a dispensation to con­
fer the degrees on a 78-year-old brother who had broken hi leg. 
The Grand lVIaster of Ill inois pulled a good one on his jurispru­
dence committee-at least he thought he had . He reported ha, -
ing issued several dispensations "all for good and sufficient rea­
sons," but the j urisprudence committee refused to report favor­
ably with so li ttle information at hand. 

ILLINOIS: The committee on jurisprudence, considering decisions of 
the Grand 1[aster, reported : 

"This committee is given no information as to the purpose for which 
dispensations were granted and is unable to report as to the propriety uf 
such dispensations." 

The Grand Master had reported having issued thirteen dispensations, 
"all for good and sufficient reasons." 

KENTUCKY: An amendment to law which provided that 11ctit ions 
should lie over for thirty days before ballot was rejected after having 
been reported on unfavorably by the jurisprudence committee, the commit­
tee believing that councils already have sufficient difficulty in having meet­
ings and to require petitions to lie over would make it even more difficult 
for deserving companions to be elected. 

MASSACH USETTS: Dispensation was refused to a council to con­
fer the degrees on a companion seventy-eight years of age who, by reason 
of a bad fall, was confined to his home and his condition was such that it 
would never "permit him to receive the degrees in the lodge room." The 
companion later recovered and received the degrees in the proper manner. 
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The Grand l\' faster held that l ife members, while exempt from payment 
of annua l  due to thei r councils, were not exempt from payment of Grand 
Council clue or assessments. 

".\HCH J A K : In revising the council manual it was found that hardly 
had the manual been publi hed and distributed when new amendments to 
the constit ution bobbed up. The fi rst to appear was a change in the status 
of emeritu or l i fe members . .  s we read the con titution. l i fe membership 
wa provided for continuou affil iation for a period of thi rty years, provid­
ing the member had attained the age of s ixty- five. The amendment struck 
out the age l imit. Following a recommendation of the Grand �faster, the 
G rand Council  decided that hereafter ail proposed amendments are to be 
submit ted at least s ixty days prior to the convening of the Grand Counc il ,  
and the Grand Recorder i to submit the proposed amendments to each 
council not l es than thi rty clays prior to its convening. 

I I N  E OT A :  Duluth and St. Paul had an argument over a candi­
date. It appears that Duluth was in no condition to confer degrees, where­
upon a Duluth cit izen petitioned for and received the degrees in St. Paul 
Counci l .  The Deputy Grand Master was unwill ing to make a decision and 
the matter went over to the j urisprudence committee, who vind icated 
St .  Paul Council .  

MON TA A :  The Grand l\faster approved an amendment to by-laws 
in which a council reduced its fees to $2.00. A committee referred the 
matter to the j urisprudence committee, believing that the fees of such 
degrees should not be less than $1 0.00. The jurisprudence committee 
agreed with the Grand Master. Just how an organization can carry on its 
activit ies and confer the three degrees in a decent manner at a price of 
$2.00 is something we cannot fully understand. 

NEW H AMPSHIRE : An amendment was adopted prqviding that 
each counci l  should be represented at Grand Council by these principal 
officers or their proxies, and a council which failed to be represented by 
at least one of  the three officers should be fined $5.00, and i f  not represented 
two years in succession should be stricken from the list of active councils. 

RHODE ISLAND : Anticipating a series of movable holidays, the 
Grand Master approved amendments to council by-laws providing that 
when "the fourth Thursday, the preceding \,Vednesday, or the succeeding 
Friday be a legal holiday, the stated assembly for that month he held on 
the third Thursday of  said month." 

TENNESSEE : Several companions at Dyersburg informed the Grand 
Master that they were not satisfied with the way the charter of their 
council was surrendered. Investigation showed that several companions 
had not received notice of the meeting at which the matter was voted on, 
and in v iew of the il legality of the surrender the charter was restored. 
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EDUCATIO NAL

Education ? What terrible things have been perpetrated 111 

thy name ? 
Ohio has had an experience with an educali nal foundation. 

Their experience has caused them to abandon all ducational loan 
business. \t\ bile Freemasonry is intere tee! in educat ion, its field 
is not the loan field ; its funds are needed ( or fa onic purposes 
and Masonic purposes are charities, and the perpetuation of our 
o,, n existence. The average Masonic organization, i ts parent,  or 
grandparent has all it can do looking a fter its own affairs with­
out engaging in those fields which smack of commercial ism, 
howe, er worthy their apparent purpose may be. 

OHIO : The committee on student loan fund and the Grand !-.faster 
were of the opinion that this activity of the Grand Counci l  should be dis­
continued. The committee said : 

"We have served a laudable purpose and have as isted many deserving 
young students, but have meanwhile served some not o deserving . . . . 
It is the judgment of the committee that a minimum loss wil l  be incurred if 
patience is shown and a reasonable time extended for l iquidation." 

It  was recommended that the Master of each counci l ,  or some com­
panion appointed by him, be required to study and prepare m atters con­
cerning Grand Council proceedings and historical subj ects to be presented 
in some interesting manner to the companions. 

Seriously, we have begun to doubt whether there exists such 
a thing as "Masonic Education," at least not as a great group of 
interested Masons. There ha�,e been in  the past, there are now, 
and there will be in the future, Masons who will ever be inter­
ested in our traditions, history, customs, and phi losophy. But 
their number will be small. 

The average l\fason is interested in Masonic education  only to 
the extent of Imo\\ ing that George \i\Tashington was a l\Iason, 
that General Pershing received the degrees, that King Ed\\ arc! 
and King George were members of the craf t ,  or that \ anden­
berg, or Roosevelt are Masons, or if you are a l\li issourian, that 
Gov. Stark once received a degree, or that every Governor of 
Missouri since 1 870 has been a third degree Mason. And this 
is the limit of his tolerance. \\That cares he fo r  the history ? 
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Didn't King 1011 1011 found Masonry ? Didn't Bath- hcba origi­
nate the Ea tern tar ? And wasn't all his harem members of i t ? 
I n  fact the idea was to keep the girls off the streets while K. S. 
wa Ira\\ ing de ign upon the trestle board. \\ hat more his­
tory hould we want ? 

FEES AND DUES 

There is nothing so important and necessary to the existence 
f a c uncil as fees and dues. Consequently, we cannot under­
taml why councils, or even Grand Councils want to reduce the 

amount fixed as minimums, and yet. when hard times come, there 
i a tr ng demand for reduction. -You will read below where one 
or more councils con ferred the degrees for less than $5. nd yet 
what the candidate may have received might not have been worth 
more--probably less. Out in Oregon the Grand Master issued a 
d i  pen ation reducing the fee to $5. but after reflecting upon the 
eriousness of  his act and repented, appearing before the Grand 

Council ( in  white apron and gloves in token thereof ?) humbly 
craving their pardon because the gain was so small and the loss 
of revenue so great. 

MI CHIGA r :  i\'fin imu m fees ha ve been re du ced fro m $1 5.00 to $10.00. 
NORTH D A KOTA : The co mmittee on jurisprude nce recommended 

tha t  the m in imu m  fee of  $10.00 be co ntinue d for a nothe r yea r. 
OHIO : As a resu lt of the recommendat io n of the Grand ).faster, the 

Gra nd Cou ncil  a dopted a reso lutio n prO\·iding that  dues wou ld no t be 
wa ived o n  mo re than 7 pe r ce nt of the me mbers of a ny council a nd the n 
not w it hou t good cause. It was found that in ma ny instances dues had 
bee n re mitted  w ithou t a ny e ffort be ing made to collect. 

OKLA HOMA : The minimum fee for degrees in Oklahoma is now 
$6.00. Each cou nc i l  pays the Gra nd Council $2.00 for each gree ting. 

OREGON : The Gra nd Maste r  iss ued dispe nsa tion a year ago fixing the 
fees for  the degrees at $5.00 unti l  re scinded by the Grand Council. The 
Gra n d  Mas te r a dmitted that it had resu lted in a smal l  ga in, ye t a t  a g rea t 
loss of revenue to cons tituent cou ncils. The edict was co ntinue d for 
a no the r  year. 

Vv ASHINGTO : A dispensa tion was refused to a \ a ncou ver Council 
to redu ce its in itiat ion fee from $10.00 to $5.00 for a period of ninety days , 
because the law fixes the minimum a t  $10.00. 
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WISCON SIN : The minimum fee appears to be $5.00, yet one counc i l  
disregarded the law and charged less. By so doing, it received a large 
number of petitions, but the Grand }.faster said : 

"\\/b ile the council may gain a few new members, later on it wi l l  be 
called upon to answer questions that will be unan werable. It makes the 
Cryptic Rite too cheap. The degrees are worth a great deal more than 
the fees now charged. Raise the Cryptic R ite to h igher levels and make 
it a Rite much sought after by all Masons." 

Another Wisconsin council wanted to rush its business through so that 
the members could attend and take part in a "side degree," causing the 
Grand Master to remark : 

"No side degree is that important or interesting that any branch of 
1fasonry has to step aside for it. Any degree in ·Masonry s hould h ave al l  
the interest o f  Masons at  all t imes. Do not cheapen l'vlasonry." 

FINANCIAL 

The financial story of many Grand Councils is  n ot a beauti fu l  
one ; savings in  most instances were not made at a t ime when 
money was plenti ful, and now that i t  is scarce, it s imply isn't 
there. This necessitates reduction of m ileage and per diem, i f  
not entire elimination, borrowing f rom permanent i nvestments, 
striking off the life membership and remissions, and virtually 
changing the entire financial setu1; . One Grand Council had to 
forego one of its -annual assemblies-and no harm is reported 
thereby. 

CONNECTICUT : Because of depicted finances the Grand Counci l  
this year will permit no credit for remission of dues. The annual get­
together dinner will hereafter be paid for by those who eat  i t, and $1 ,500.00 
of invested funds have been turned over to the general fund to pay 
current expenses. 

ILLINOIS : Illinois reports that its investment of $2,000.00 "in the 
hole in the ground which was once Chicago's twenty story Masonic temple 
at State and Randolph streets, has been e xchanged for 20 units of the 
Capitol Building Company, quoted on the curb at around $4.00." Some 
other bonds, representing an investment of $3,000.00, were exchanged fur 
30 units of another trust, par value $10.00. 

IOWA : With the shortage of income, the Grand Counc i l  was asked to 
pay $100.00 for the expense of distinguished v is i tors during the assembly. 
Mileage was reduced to 21/,c per mile and per d iem to $4.00. 

Trustees reported "the expenses of the Grand Counci l  for several years 
have been exceeding the income and it i s  only a question of t ime unti l  the 
reserve assets of the Grand Counci l  will be dissipated." 
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K A N  SAS : Grand '.\Ia ter '.\f cLeod tells his companions : 
" \,Vhile our finance · arc relatively low, our spirits arc in keeping with 
ryptic traditions." 

ommittec tells us : 
" \iVc are liv ing in an age different from that under which our council 

memberships were obtained. \\ e ha\·c lo. t in a few sh�rt year. what it 
took years upon years to build up. The co. t of Cryptic '.\fasonry is not 
the  cau. c. The reason lie in the fact that before the advent of the motor 
car,  etc., we had few places to go where we could get fellowship contact 
wi th our brother. Then poor rituali tic work would not reduce attend­
ance. . . . ow we will not go to our councils unless the officers arc quali­
fied to bring out the beautiful lessons." 

KEN TUCKY: In 1933 the Grand Chapter of Kentucky began making 
annual donations of $1,000.00 for the support of the Grand Council. Later 
t he Grand Chapter reached a place where it could not make the donation, 
neces itating the Grand Council borrowing $400.00 a yi:ar for running 
expenses. However, all the borrowed money has now been paid off. This 
has necessitated operation without payment of mileage and per diem. 

LO ISIA NA : The Grand Council increased per capita tax from 50c to 
75c, and only one representative from each subord inate council will here­
after be paid, and then only $5.00 for one day's attendance. 

M A I N E : l\faine has authorized its Grand Treasurer to negotiate a 
loan of not to exceed $500.00 to take care of current expenses. In addition, 
a special per capita assessment of 20c was levied. 

M I CHIGAN: The new constitution recently adopted has a prov1s1on 
which prevents councils from remitting dues of an unreasonable number of 
members ; apparently 10 per cent of the total membership. It was stated 
that the amount of per capita tax should be fixed at a sum sufficient to care 
for running expenses and that degree fees should not be planned upon for 
current expenses because there will be periods when there may be no 
candidates and hence no income from that source. I t  was found that 9 per 
cent of the membership were listed as life members, giving no financial 
support whatever. This, with the number of members whose dues have 
been remitted, leaves the balance of the membership to bear the expense of 
the organization. The Grand Treasurer borrowed $500.00 to tide them 
over until annual dues came in, resulting in the finance committee recom­
mending that all per diem allowance be cut to $3.00 and mileage to Z½c 
per mile. Line officers will hereafter do the work done by the Grand Lec­
turer, and the committee have suggested the elimination of the 1 939 assem­
bly, but apparently the latter did not pass for the 1939 assembly proceedings 
are listed with those of 1 938. 

N O RTH CAROLINA: ,Because of finances the Grand Counci l  of 
North Carolina issued no 1938 proceedings irJ that year. This year the 
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proceedings arc combined in a volume with those of 1939. The Grand 
Master reported it was a handicap not to have copies of these proceedings 
and urged their printing and distribution as soon as possible. 

A special committee on finance reported that the only source of economy 
which they had found and could recommend was the discontinuance of the 
payment of mileage to representatives and Grand Officers, other than the 
Grand }.,faster. 

\V ASH I NGTON: In the report of the mileage and per diem committee 
it is to be noted that only three Grand Officers presented any claims for 
mileage and per diem, and only three Past Grand 1•fasters made such 
claim. The whole mileage and per diem expense amounted to only $104.10. 

HISTORICAL 

\'l\Te had almost forgotten the Traveling Triangle until we 
read that it has been spending a few weeks in the middle west. 
It visited Missouri twenty-five years ago and most of  the illus­
trious names signed to the book which accompanied the Triangle 
are the names of Missouri's distinguished dead. We are hoping 
that :Martin Q.  Good, its custodian, will some of these days issue 
a book telling of its travels. 

Colorado is to observe its semi-centennial. Congratulations. 
Kansas writes its history and then hides it .  It 's their second 

deposit-the first being on top of Pike's Peak. 
And \¥alter Meier addresses two Grand Councils. \Valter is 

one of the most valuable men i n  the G. G. Council l ine. 

COLORADO: Colorado is looking forward to the celebration of its 
semi-centennial. A committee of three has been appointed to gather 
material for a history to be completed in time for the annual assembly 
in 1944. 

IDAHO: \.Vatter Meier of Washington visited the Grand Council of 
I daho, gave the companions of that j urisdiction a rather complete story of 
their early history, especially while working under the General Grand 
Counc il U. S. A. 

I O\,V A: Mention is made in various proceedings of the Traveling Tri­
angle. The history of the emblem, according to the Iowa proceedings, 
shows that in 1910, Companions of Columbian Council  No. 1 in New York 
City conceived the idea of celebrating the One Hundredth Anniversary of 
the establishment of the Cryptic Rite by sending out a Traveling Triangle. 
It is expected that it will visit every council in the world and be returned 
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to olumbian Council by the year 20 10. It made the rounds of Missouri 
counci l  a lmo t a quarter of a century ago and apparently has considerable 
d istance to travel in the future. 

K A N S A S : For several years former Grand Recorder Albert K. \\' ii­
. on has been writing a hi tory of Cryptic �•[asonry in Kan as. This year 
the hi tory is presented, accepted and stored away until future generations 
shat I di cover it. There arc a few chapters that would be interesting to 
u in .\ I i  souri and we are sorry al l  this material must he hidden from 
s ight. But it is their Cryptic ri_r;!, t to do so. 

!\'"ORTH DA KOT A :  During the session of the Grand Council, \\ al­
ter L. Stockwell and Ralph L. Mil ler presented to Adoniram Council 
>lo. 3 a beautiful shield plaque upon which was mounted a Broken Tri­
angle in copper with the Grand Council seal in the center, and a plate 
dedicat ing it to the first Grand ;\faster, Eben George Guthrie, who was 
the spon or for Cryptic lvlasonry in North Dakota. 

\V HI NGTON : Our friend Walter �•feier, addressing the Grand 
Council of \.Yashington, gave an interesting history of our first General 
Grand �- [ aster, Josiah H. Drummond. 

MEMBERSHIP 

No problem con fronts Masonry today of more importance 
than that of membership. The problem divides itself into t,,·o 
parts-the securing of membership and the retaining of member­
ship. J ust at the present, attention is being devoted to the latter. 

Some jurisdictions believe they have the remedy for the latter 
in a Ii fe membership plan which includes the payment of a fixed 
amount ; in most instances Ii fe membership funds are entrusted 
to the Grand Council who make the investments and prorate 
the interest annually. 

D I STRICT OF COLUM BIA : We are interested in the report of the 
committee which passed on the Grand Master's address, particularly this 
section : 

"Under the heading of petitions the Grand Master states that our prac­
tice of acting upon them at the same assembly as received is a dangerous 
one. This leads us to make the observation that under such a rule we can 
hardly apply to ourselves the epithet of Select. Where are we select, when 
we resort to such a practice simply in order to consen·e time." 

NORTH DAKOTA : The Grand Master expressed the hope that l i fe 
membersh ip might be stressed during the year 1939 to the end that the 
plan m ight be more widely adopted in that jurisdiction. 
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The l i fe 111e111hcrship plan re ferred to  above involves the pay­
ment of a fixed amount, the principal being placed at in terest . 
The plan has for its object the retaining of the membership o (  
the olclcr memher. 

MISCELLANE O U S  

\Ve reach the end of  our reviews with a ma s o f  material 
which can only be labelecl "Miscellanea."  The material is u.  u­
ally very interest ing ancl while the heading is  not at al l  cxci t in o-. 
\\'e commencl it to our reader's attention . 

CO NN ECTICUT : A committee on preservation of charters reported 
that I wen!y-three councils were using original charters ; twenty-two were 
kept in metal containers ; twenty-two had fire-proof safes or vaults. Two 
other councils promised to give closer consideration to safeguarding their 
charters. 

Grand Recorder Thomas v,r . :Morgan announced to his Grand Council 
that he did. not desire to be a candidate for re-election. He had held the 
position thirteen years. He was thereupon made Grand Recorder Emeritus 
and his position was taken over by \Villis P. Fraser. 

Congressman John Q. Tilson, of 1 ·ew Haven, addressed the annual ban­
quet of the Grand Council ,  the Grand Council meeting in his home city. 
He spoke of the extensive service of the Masonic Fraternity in national • 
affairs and its influence in molding our government during its formative 
days. 

DISTRICT OF COLU MBIA:  In presenting the Grand Master with 
a beautiful alligator traveling bag, the speaker expressed the hope that 
"the size and weight of this article will not materially add to porter fees or 
other costs of your travels." 

ENGLAND AND WALES : The annual assembly was held at Mark 
:Masons Hall in London, April 18, 1839, presided over by that distinguished 
man and Mason, Lt.-Col. Sir Henry McMahon, whose titles we shall not 
undertake to give. 1vf issouri's representative was in attendance. During 
the year, one hundred thirty-nine certificates were issued to seventy-one 
new members admitted. The Grand Council of \Vestern Canada was 
recognized. Among the distinguished dead is noted the name of vV ill iam 
J ohn Songhurst, well-known Masonic student and author. 

FLORI DA : VVe have always wondered how Hallmark Council in Flor­
ida received its name. The Grand }.faster satisfied our curiosity in  his 
address, telling us it is the name of the first Grand :Master of their Grand 
Council, who served from 1879 to 1 896. 

ILLINOIS : \,\ hen the Grand Representatives were summoned before 
the Grand ::'-.faster to receive a word of greeting, one Companion who rep-
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resented a Canadian jurisdiction, arose to explain his interest in the juris­
diction which he represented. He said : 

" I t  was of particular interest to me also, because I made recently a trip 
to England and I met two school teachers 011 the boat coming over who 
were from Edmonton, Alberta, Canada." 

Interj uri  dict ional meetings were held at Gary, Ind., and Decatur, Il l .  
Gary had ixty-two candidates and Decatur had forty-three. The Super­
Excellent Master degree was conferred in the presence of from two to 
three hundred companions in each instance. 

DI A : Tipton Council No. 80 held a special assembly in honor of 
Profe sor Mehl ig of the Oregon State Agricultural College, who returned 
to his former home in Tipton and gave the work in one of the degrees. 

1O\•VA : Royal and Select J\fasters met in Atlantic, Iowa, and in the 
afternoon conferred the degrees of Royal and Select ).faster. .l\ ftcr a 
bounteous dinner, al l  repai red to the City Park-

"\,\There arrangements had been .made for the Super-Excellent degree. 
The park makes an ideal place to confer this degree at night as it has 
the l ights and a cabin which can be used for a dressing room for those 
who take part in the work." 

Early in January the Grand l\faster of Masons in Iowa called in the 
heads of the York and Scottish Rite bodies to discuss common problems. 

KENTUCKY : Five councils have been chartered in the City of Louis­
v i l le and general opinion is that these councils should consolidate into one 
council ,  but unfortunately the charter of Louisville Council Xo. 4, issued 
originally from Virginia, is very old and its members hesitate about giving 
up the charter and number. There was no provision in the law whereby 
this  council could keep its original charter, even with an endorsement. 
Consequently, an amendment to the law was int roduced which will per­
mit  the retention of the charter in the event of consolidation. 

1v[ICHIGA T :  Grand Recorder Conover found that after forty years 
in the print ing business, he had been informed that printing costs had been 
raised to "over three times that of the good old competitive days and that 
government regulated wages and hours do not bring any relief to organiza­
tions like ours which also have had the pleasure of having their surplus 
savings gradually absorbed and either have to forego using printed pro­
ceedings or resort to the mimeograph." 

M I NNESOTA : The Deputy of the Grand l\faster of �f innesota \\'as 
notified on September 9th, a month previous to the annual assembly, that 
the Grand :i\faster would be unable to attend the annual assembly, and-

"I t wi l l  therefore be up to you as Deputy Master to take over and do 
what is necessary to sec that everything goes as it should. As I do not 
have the needed information from the Recorder's office, will not be able 
to prepare any paper. \,\f i l l  you kindly gather the necessary data and pre­
sent i t  to the council in lieu of a !vfaster's address ?" 
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1fONT,\ N \ :  Past Grand 1\faster Hart is recorded as bei11g- Past 
Crand H igh Priest R. A. M., Past Gra11d Master . r- . & A.  M. ,  Past 
Grand Commander K. T., Past Grand Master R. & . :- r . , and Pa t Grand 
Patron 0. E. S. The proceedings say : "He assured Grand ouncil he 
would continue to serve in any capacity where he might b 1 1eed ·d." The 
P. G. f. is somewhat like Caesar, with no more w rid to onquer. 

NEW YORK : The death of George Edward Hatch, rand Recorder 
Emeritus, was reported during the year. H e  had s rved a ' rand Recorder 
from 1920 lo 1938. 

NORTH CAROLI N A :  North Carolina is to prepare a uitable marker 
at Black Camp Gap in memory of the late T. Troy \\ y he, who, we arc 
informed : 

"Poured into every twenty-four hour of the day every ounce of his 
mind and heart. The outstanding thing in his life being the erection of the 
1fasonic Marker near \,Vaynesville, made of rocks from all over the 
world." o 

ONTARIO, CANADA : This Grand Council i headed by William U.  
Latorncll. In the address of Grand 1 vfaster Empey, he gives the opinion 
usually held by Canadian brethren : 

"As we gather here today we behold a sorely troubled world, a world 
beset with the horrors of war-war waged again t innocent and helpless 
peoples. \\ e sec despots rear their ugly heads in many countries and 
enforce tyranny, oppression and political slavery. They hurl out defiance 
to a world that wants l iberty and peace. Masonry is one of the first 
institutions to suffer and be suppressed by these dictators. The autocrat 
always seeks to destroy the forces that tend to thwart his will .  Vie are 
thankful that we have no dictators in this country to prevent our free and 
tranquil meetings . . . .  It is very t rue that we need more candidates for 
1\fasonry, but the need is far greater for more Masonry instilled into our 
candidates and ourselves. \�Te shall fail to attract the non-?l [ ason until we 
shall show more real Masonry in our own lives, in our dealings with our 
own fraternity and in our own communities . . . . \�Te deplore the fact that 
some men accept office in Masonic bodies merely for the honor incident 
thereto and do not make proper sacrifices to the office to commit the ritual 
and take their proper part in conferring o[ degrees. Degree work, unless 
performed in an able manner, may become dull and monotonous but in an 
assembly where the true spirit o[ fellowship prevails is al ways interesting." 

This Grand Council granted the request of the Companions of ,\ estern 
Canada to recognize the latter as a separate body and to permit the use 
of the name "Grand Council of ,-vestern Canada," while their organization 
took the name "Grand Council of Ontario," and while they would have 
much preferred that the change had been deferred, they granted their 
request with a fervent "God bless and speed you on your way." 

Grand Master Latorncll reports having visited Kansas City, 1\Io., in 
March, 1939, and-
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" V i  ited several branches of Masonry and ascertained they find the same 
cond it ions prevailing a. we have here. :-.rany of the young men seem to be 
occupied with their own affairs and do not want to take offices of respon­
' ibility that would qualify them for important positions in their careers." 

R H OD E  I LA >1'D : On a visit to East Providence, the Grand Master 
wa. accompanied by ten Pa. t Grand :-.raster: : 250 companions were at 
the dinner ; a class of 26 received the Super-Excellent degree ; attendance 
wa Ii ted at 350. 

\\ A SH I N GTON : The Grand :-. r a�ter reported that on :-.ra-rch 2 1 .  1 939, 
h had accepted the resignal ion of Rev. �f agcc. owing to the fact that 
church dut ies compelled his presence in Kansas City. 

\ £STERN CANADA, S. G. C. : The fir  t annual assembly of Royal 
and elect Masters of \i\ estcrn Canada was held in the Fort Rouge Ma-
onic Temple in Winnipeg, ?v[anitoba, on Fr iday, June 9, 1 939, presided 

over by Charles A. Hill, Grand �fa ter. Rcpre entat ives were present 
from \ ancouver, Brit ish Columbia, \1 innipeg, �[anitoba, Edmonton, Lcth­
bridge, Alberta, and Regina, Saskatchewan. The Grand }faster reported 
h had visited the rand Chapters of Alberta, Sa katchewan and North 
Dakota. Recognition was reported by twenty-six jurisdict ions, including 
:M i ouri. Conditions are not entirely prosperous for everal reasons: 
fi r t, the Rite was instituted just prior to the worst depre sion in Canadian 
history and before it had time to get established it was adversely affected 
by the economic cond itions which prevailed ; second, it is the least known 
of all branches of Masonry ; third, many ha Ye been deterred from joining 
through lack of income ; fourth, modern life docs not give the time for 
fraternal activities as it did a generation or two ago. 

NOMENCLATURE 

\t\ e still persi in our antagonism to "Grand Jurisdictions," 
"Grand l\1Iarshal ls" and · 'Grand Ste\\"arts." In fact we are not 
very strong on the public or printed use of a lot of loose and 
high-sounding titles. But the Cryptic Rite is not the greatest 
offender \\"hen it comes to titles. \i\ e offer one choice specimen 
of nomenclature : 

In one j ur isdiction, we are informed : 
"Companion -----, who had but yesterday been advanced to the 

exhalted station of Right Emminent Grand Commander of the Grand Com­
mandery," was conducted to the East along with "Right Puissant Com­
panion -----, General Grand ----- of the General Grand Coun­
cil of the United States of America. They were admitted and escorted to 
the altar by Most. Ill. Companion ----, as the Special Representa­
t ive of Most Puissant Nelson Williams, Most Puissant General Grand 
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Maste r of the Gene ral Grand Council of the United tates of merica. 
The 1\fost Illust rious Grand Maste r  le ft h is St at ion and pe rson ally con­
ducted ou r Most Pu issant Guest to the East." 

N O RTH DAK OTA : We read in the lo rth Dakota proceeding s that 
"because of the desire of the compan ions who had long distance to dr ive 
and trains to catch, the Grand Council was clo sed without fo rm, peace 
and harmony prevail ing throughout." 

PENNSYL VA IA : In 1939 the G rand Council o f  Pennsylvan ia met 
in its "N inety-th ird Annu al Grand Assembly." The ir G rand Master is 
known as Most Puissant Grand Maste r ;  he is also Il lustrious Compan ion , 
as arc all Grand Office rs. D ist rict Deputy G rand fa te r are known as 
Pu issant D. D. G. M.'s. 

REVIEW 

\�'bile not so many reviews are being published as formerly, 
nevertheless those which are published a re tho rough, o f ten con­
densed, but in the main a credit  to the j urisdiction. Missouri 
comes in for favorable comment in most instances-fo r  which 
the reviewers have our thanks. 

CONNECTI C U T :  M issou ri d id not appear in the n ine -p age review of  
R ev iewer Edgerton. 

DI STRICT OF COLU M B I A : Our rev iewe r friend, Otto Roepke, 
finds that the printers of rev iews  are st ill in the small mino rity ,  but "an 
encourag ing sign is the recommendation o f  a few G rand Maste rs that the 
rev iews should be printed. It w ill come back in due cou rse." \i\lhen he 
re ache s Missou ri, he finds that C arl \i\l e stcrhau s "brought youth ful en­
thusiasm to his year's work," re fle cted in the act iv it ies  of the counc ils. 

ILLINOIS ': Rev iewer Vv'arvelle o ffe rs h is fo rty-e ighth annual report, 
has re signed his posit ion and apparently the re will be no fu rther reports. 
\1\/ e cannot feel that the one-page report is the work o f  Co mpan ion V,,Tar­
velle. 

LOU ISIANA : Our friend, Rev iewe r Duncan, re frains from h is 
"trop ical fo rm of rev iew ," but doe s p reserve h is mythical hall of fame. 
Few cand idates offered themselves fo r nominat ion and he found a dearth 
o f  outstand ing C ryptic workers. His two names are Charles L. Haight of 
New Jersey, and Paul Save of Cal ifornia. V,,Thcn the formcr's Grand 
Council failed to find su fficient funds to publish a corre spondence report ,  
he made typew ritten cop ies and sent them out. The later "out -Alladined 
Alladin by tak ing a handful of money and doin g  a hou seful of work in 
rep airing and re furnish ing the Domest ic Science Cottage at the C al i fo rnia 
1\Iason ic Ho me ." 

-
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Mis. ouri is given a full page of his review. He noticed that Sedalia 
had expended $4,000.00 on their temple fixing· it up for the annual meet­
ing, and added "il lustrating at one and the ·same time an advantage and 
a di advantan-e of the migratory system, as compared with having a per­
manent meeting place." 

\I 1 N E :  Reviewer Leach review our Seventy-third assembly. He 
tells hi readers that those bodies that omit their review are losing material 

f untold a lue. He calls at tention to the work done by the last Pa. t Grand 
M a  ter J o  iah H. Drummond, who. e writings he terms "a ).fasonic library 
in it el f." H e  goes on to say that if the i\fissouri reviews were collected 
and bound under one cover "you will have something to think ahout for a 
long time." 

X E B RASK : R viewer Bosworth found : 
"A triking similarity in the addresses of Grand ).fa. ter. , in that they 

a l l  entered upon their year's work with high hopes and finished, thankful 
that condition are no worse than they are. I believe much time could be 
avcd the Grand Masters in writing their annual addresses if they were 

furnished with a rubber stamp extol ling the virtues of and telling of the 
n-reat as istance given them by their Grand Recorders." 

E\i\! Y OR K : The annual proceedings have no review. Their printed 
proceedings of the meeting held August 28, 1939, were not issued-at least 
not received by us-until February IO, 1 940, certainly too late to be of 
very much value to the companions of New York. If this same spirit 
permeates the companions of . ew York we can readily understand their 
reasons for losses. The imprint of the printer is that of a Past Grand 
1faster of the j urisdiction. 

OHIO : Reviewer O'Hara believes that the less published on the con­
dition of the Rite and of our financial affairs is best for Cryptic :\fasonry. 

OKLAHOM A :  Reviewer Swaffar writes : 
"In the matter of leadership it is also necessary to have followers. It 

may be said that if leaders have the ability to lead they will have followers. 
That may be true in a sense, but still some of the responsibility is on the 
follower. It is expected of our leaders that they lay out some plans worth 
while. Too many Grand Councils meet, open, receive reports, note losses, 
elect officers, select a place to meet, close, bid each other good-bye and 
go home." 

SOUT H  CAROLIN A :  Our friend, Reviewer Collins, comments on 
the doings of the Grand Council of Missouri. He notes with interest the 
visitations of Grand Master \.Yestcrhaus, and quote.s in full what we have 
to say concerning the council degrees in chapters. 

TEX AS: Reviewer Helm is pleased to know that Pankey Council 
No. 33 has been removed from our archives, for he says we have kept a 
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paragraph standing in reports of Grand ·Masters for ten y a r  • referring to 
this runclit ion. Salll believes that some of our Grand 01111cil oniccrs arc 
not showing much cviclcnrc of their ability when th ·y fail lo  ·ontact coun­
cils. He also has the illl(lrt:ssion that Missouri should have b •en repre­
sented al the meeting of the Grand Counc il of :M innesota, which met in 
N orth ficld, since that is the former lounging place of th J ames-Younger 
gang, known to Salll as :0,f issouri Products Company, I n ·. If we had the 
time or inclination we coulcl give our friend Sam the na1 1 1 c  of a number 
of Texas desperadoes who could give the J amcs-Youngcr gang cards 
and spades. 

WISCONSIN : The review is the work of the late Revi wer Burnham, 
who devoted almost a page to Missouri, quoting from Grand ). faster Wes­
terhaus and several of our committees. \'\ e hall mis his pre ence at  the 
reviewer's table. 

R ITUAL 

Having fully t inkered \\ ith their own rituals for many years, 
the Grand Councils of two of our nearby s ister jur isdictions are 
now tinkering with a new degree-termed Cryptic-the degree 
of Tf1rice I l lustrious Master. In one instance there were 308 
candidates. 

Ritual t inkering is usually clone under the gui c o f  'correct­
ing grammatical errors." 

CALIFORN I A: A ritual was presented for adoption in 1932. We are 
informed that the ritual corrected certain grammat ical e rrors and gave 
more lucid footnotes. An attempt to adopt it, however, resulted in post­
poning action until the next annual assembly. 

CONNECTICUT : Connecticut councils were asked to exemplify both 
the Royal and Select Master degrees on inspection night. This, to some 
councils seemed i rksome. Th!! Grand Master of New York desired to 
borrow a copy of the Connecticut ritual and the ritual was duly forwarded, 
New York, however, furnishing "an annual receipt so long as it is in 
their possession." 

Many rituals were found to be missing at regular inspections, a condi­
tion which added lo the work of the ritual committee and increased cor­
respondence expense. I t  appears that eighteen r ituals were missing at  in­
spection. The attention of one council was called to its failure to give the 
history of the Royal Master degree, although there appeared ample time 
and there was no permission given for the omiss ion. 

ILLINOI S :  I ll inois has been bitten by the "Thr ice Illustr ious }.[aster" 
bug. The Grand Master j ourneyed to I ndiana where he saw the degree 
conferred and recommended the formation of a council in his own j ur isdic-
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t ion. The degree i t be conferred on the evening preceding the annual 
a . sernbly f the Grand Counci l ;  the fee is to be $3.00, $1 .00 of which goe 
f r the banquet. The committee were authorized to report its findings 
at the next assembly. 

\ A :  J ohn S. Cutter, Pa t Grand 1faster, a a committee on work, 
reported a recommendation : 

"That certain instructions he given with the ritual that the relation of 
th degree f the council  to the 1f a onic allc:gory might he more clearly 
under tood. Confu ion arise at three points : ( I )  The Royal :\faster de­
gre begin at a point of time prior to the events of the 1faster 1\[ason 
degree and involves one character who passes away in the third degree. 
( - )  There is a lapse of time between the first and second sections of the 
R yal Ma ter degree which i not taken into account. ( 3 )  In ()Oint of 
t ime, the events of the Select 1\f aster degree happen earlier than the events 
of the Royal Master degree. A candidate's appreciation of the degrees will 
be increased if a lecture is prepared to be del ivered to the candidate in 
the p reparation room, explaining that the fi rst section of the Royal 1£ aster 
degree precedes in t ime the 1[aster Mason degree, etc." 

1{ I N  E :  La t year the Grand Council in tructed a special committee 
to secure from the General Grand Council one or more copies of the ritual 
w ritten or printed in ful l .  The committee di co\·ered that there was no 
such thing as a r i tual printed in ful l .  

EW YOR K :  The weakness of councils is well  brought out by Grand 
Lecturer \,\ e l ler who re()Orted that it was only natural that new council 
officers having no degrees to confer neglected to acquire adequate knowl­
edge of ritual and as a result depended upon old, experienced officers. A 
situation which operates against the securing of petitions because officers 
do not feel qual ified to confer the degrees even if the candidates arc 
available. 

NORTH CAROLI NA : The Grand Counci l  appears to be sponsoring 
organizations of Thrice I l lustrious Masters . The proceedings report the 
establ ishment in Indianapolis, on January 28, 1939, of a T. I .  M. Coun­
ci l ,  the first class consisting of 308 candidates. 

ONT ARIO, CAN ADA : A comm ittee on ritual reported that it had 
typed out a hundred copies of the Select drama, and a committee is now 
engaged in contacting the Eastern and Vv estern Grand Councils to ascer­
tain whether they would agree to adopt a standard ritual and have a l l  
pr inted at  the same t ime. 

O REGON : General Grand Counci l  is to be memorialized to make 
changes "in view of their value as a part of the ritual of the General Grand 
bodies." The changes proposed appear to be in  the degree of Royal 1fas­
ter (p. 1 5 )  and the Select Master ( p. 41 ) .
