facing the ame financial condition that pre,ailed in the fiscal 
year of 1 40 and 19-1-1, the e tirnated income from per capita 
tax and int0re ·t n b ncl fail to meet the nece sary budget for 
the fiscal y ar f 1 -1-1 and 1942 by approximately $900.00. 
There i no method by \\"hich we can make $2,800.00 income 
care for an ex pen e 3,700.00, except by curtailing the pres-
ent activity of the rand uncil, but con iclering the apparent 
increa ing activit in th ubordinatc councils \\ e are hoping 
that in the next fe\ y ar the gain in membership will offset 
the pre ent I in in me. 

In this c 1111 cti n th committee feels that the subordinate 
council h uld be willing to a ·si t, if possible, at a time when 
help i badly need I. Th refore, \\'e recommend that $1.00 of 
the fee received fr 111 ach candidate greeted be paid to the 
Grand uncil until uch time as the increase in membership 
will permit the rand ouncil to function \\'ithout deficit. 

The Grand :Master, in hi addres , has recommended the pur­
chase of new collar type jewel , which are, no doubt, badly 
needed, clue to the lo s of some of the old je\\'els and the physi­
cal condition of the others. The cost of a new set of je\\'els will 
be about $175.00. Due to lack of finances, your committee does 
not think it wise to expend o much at this time and have recom­
mended an appropriation of $60.00 to purchase about one-third 
of what is needed, with the hope that it will be possible to make 
a further appropriation next year. 

As the by-la\o\ s of the Grand Council do not fix a definite 
amount for the expense of the Grand Master or specify the 
method of payment, we recommend for the fiscal year of 1941-
42 that he receive not to exceed $400.00 for expenses, $100.00 to 
be advanced immediately, and upon receipt of expense account 
covering same, the Grand Recorder shall advance additional 
expense money. 

We recommend the continuance of the Grand Recorder's sal­
ary at $900.00, the Grand Treasurer's at $1.00, and that the 
Grand Sentinel's salary be discontinued for the year. 

That the four cent mileage allowed council representatives be 
continued.

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CRYPTIC WORLD 
A REVIEW DY RAY V. DENSLOW 

Tempu fugit ! 
At least that was the inscription ""hich appeared on the metal 

work f an old school desk where we first attended school. In­
cidentally, it was where we studied penmanship. Somehow or 
another we got by with the readin' and 'rithmetic but this 'ritin' 
busine s never worked out right in our case. It was a great clay 
when Blicksenderfer, Oliver, Remington and L. C. Smith 
showed up in the field of 'ritin'. 

As we stated at the beginning, ''.Tempus fugit" and in looking 
over the "tempus" we note it has "fugited" nineteen years-at 
least this is the nineteenth report as council reviewer which it 
has been our pleasure to write. All have been written on the 
typewriter that the printer might the better read them. Occa­
sionally the reviewer has had to use a pen. � e recall an incident 
in 1923, short] y after ye scribe had taken over the rccordership 
of grand council. The then Henry \\:. Mordhurst,· general 
grand recorder, had not been notified of the resignation of 
Robert F. Stevenson, Missouri's grand recorder at the time. 
The first time he became a\\are of the change was when a war­
rant was sent to pay Missouri's general grand council dues. It 
bore hieroglyphics which to Henry \V. were strange, un­
decipherable and to him unknown: 

He at once sat down and penned a note to his friend, Dr. 
Vvm. F. Kuhn of lVIissouri, setting forth: 

Dear Kuhn : I am in receipt of a voucher in payment of dues of the 
grand council of Missouri. It is signed by a new grand recorder whose 
name I am unable to decipher, and he fails to furnish a diagram. Please 
give me his name and address. (May 14, 1923.) 

Dr. Kuhn, who was always full of humor, wrote across the 
bottom of the letter and forwarded it to a friend for delivery to 
the writer. The note read: 
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This is a good one on Ray. Give him the laugh. 
Kuhn. 

Tirne may have added experience hut it has not improved our 
'ritin'. 

The writer sat at a dinner table not many weeks ago where 
there were grouped an active number of Masons of the York 
Rite. The discussion hinged on degrees of the York Rite, ad­
ministration, and finances. One thought that all the degree of 
chapter and council and the orders of the comman<lery should 
be grouped under one head. This is quite generally the opinion 
of the average member who does not take into account that the 
Templar Orders are Christian in character and could not be 
included in a universal rite such as lodge, chapter and council 
might form. Then too, the grand encampment would have to 
be dealt with and it has ne, er been characterized by up-to-date 
ideas. 

But there is something which can be done! 
Let us start on the theory that every Master Mason should 

have all of the degrees of ancient craft masonry. The petitioner 
is little concerned as to whether he receives the degrees in a 
lodge, a chapter, or a what-not, just so long as he does receive 
them. Neither is he concerned as to ,vhether his payments for 
the degrees are made on the installment plan or otherwise. Once 
he makes the start, he is entitled to all of them from Mark to 
Super-Excellent. Vie have in the U. S. A. the Texas plan, 
the Virginia plan, and the General Grand Council plan. There 
are good features about each, but how about an American plan 
embodying the good features of all three. 

We rather like the Scotland plan, n0t generally known in this 
country. There the Grand Chapter issues charters for councils 
and all reports are made to grand chapter. 

Vie can almost visualize a scheme in our own state, whereby a 
petitioner for capitular degrees is also a petitioner for the cryptic 
degrees. Should the chapter which he petitions not be large 
enough to confer properly the Cryptic degrees, let the petitioner, 
when he shall have received the Royal Arch, be given a certifi­
cate showing that he has fully paid for and is entitled to receive 

> 
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the Cryptic degree in any council in the jurisdiction. The 
candidate would be delighted with the climax of their degree 
work, chapter would be timulated ,  and councils would grow. 

What about grand councils and grand officers? \Veil, the 
new sy t m would not require the administration it formerly 
did. o. t of operation might he reduced to a minimum and in 
our own . tat the interest on our pre ent im·e trnents might be 
suffici nt to maintain the new plan. Of cour e, there are diffi­
cultie in the , ay, but none so serious that they might not he 
worked out if the companions were anxious enough to demand 
it. 

And peaking of Scotland brings to mind the part played hy 
Illinoi in establishing Cryptic Masonry in Scotland. Our at­
tention wa called to this by a letter from our historical-minded 
friend (Turnbull) of Illinois. He refers to the Illinois proceed­

ings of 1878 (app. p. 87) where Grand �faster French said: 

Scotland: On the 24th of October, 1877, I appointed Rt. Ill. Companion 
Robert Smith Brown, of Edinburgh, a Deputy Grand :.\faster of Scot­
land, endowing him with ample powers, as my proxy, to introduce the 
Council degrees in Scotland, there being no Councils in that country. 

In 1918, there was published in Edinburgh a sketch of Edin­
burgh Cryptic Council No. 1, in which the introduction of the 
degrees into Scotland by Illinois is ref erred to. The sketch 
goes on to tell : 

Comp. R. S. Brown, it is understood, established three councils in Scot­
land: Cryptic Council No. l of Edinburgh; Aberdeen Council No. 2; 
and Glasgow Council No. 3; while a Grand Council was organized about 
1880, but has long been dormant, and many of its records lost. Nov. 
4, 1880, that Grand Council granted a charter of confirmation to Cryptic 
Council No. 1. The minute book of No. I cannot be found, but the peti­
tion books shows that convocations were held Feb. 15, 18i8, and thereafter 
about once a year until 1885, when a break of ten years occurs. From 
1895 convocations were held at irregular intervals, the last being in 1909. 

Oct. 15, 1915, the Supreme Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Scotland took 
the Cryptic Rite under its jurisdiction and provided that ( with certain 
exceptions) every Cryptic Council should be attached to a Royal Arch 
Chapter. 

Several companions of Edinburgh R. A. Chapter No. 1 immediately ob-
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tainecl the consent of that chapter to having a Crypti Coun ii attached to 

it under the name of "Edinburgh Cryptic Council No. I." 

Application was made to Supreme Grand Clnpter for ap­
proval of this action and December 17, 1915, their prayer ,vas 
granted and a Charter of Confirmation was issued. 

All the senior chapters in Edinburgh approved and have cordially sup­

ported the Cryptic Council, whose oflicc-bcarcrs arc representatives of 
every one of these chapters. The T. I. M.'s of the Cryptic Council, so far 
as known arc: 

1878 R. S. Brown 
1882 H. I. Shields 

George Dickson 
1915 E. A. Chisholm 
1916 D. Lowe Turnbull

Perhaps Scotland has something? 

THE CRYPTIC RITE OF FREEMASONRY 

During the year a pamphlet bearing the above caption was 
sent out on request to Missouri councils. The supply of 3000 
was quickly exhausted. Councils or grand councils desiring to 
reprint the article may feel free to do so, giving credit to the 
Grand Council of Missouri through whose facilities it was pre­
pared and distributed. 

What One Missourian Thought 
A very distinguished citizen, whose name is well known to most 

.Missourians, wrote to a friend: 

I have been taking the degrees of the Council. Last night I 
went up to the hall to receive the final degree of the series­
that of Super Excellent Master. I don't know when I ever spent 

such an enjoyable evening, for during the two hours I sat watching 

the unfolding of this great Biblical Drama I was as one entranced, 
for I was being carried back over two thousand years to the 
ancient cities of Babylon and Jerusalem, witnessing for the mo­
ment great periods in history which have affected all nations. I 

want to sincerely thank those who brought these degrees to my 

attention.

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If the degree of Cryptic 11 asonry so impressed this out tanding :Mis­
sourian who wrote the above note of appreciation, don't you think you 
too might receive a imilar amount of pleasure and instruction in these 
three beautiful degree of the Cryptic Rite of Frecma onry, often referred 
to briefly a "The Council." 

\.Yhile rypti �fa on have always held the degree in high regard, they 
have never pla ed a premium on their confcnm·nl, believing that such 
degrees, ,-o full of Masonic knowledge and enlightcnrnt:111, �hould be 
available to all who might seek them. And ,o we find that instead uf 

$25.00 or $35.00, such a might be charged for uther �la,u11ic degrees, 
the average fee i but $!0.00 for the three degrees. Then too, dues are 
likewi e small. But do not for a moment think that the low cost of fee, 
and due i any criterion as to the value of the degree,. 

W11AT A1<F: TIIE Cnvn1c Dr.c1<Er.s? 

The degree of the Council are referred to as "Cr}"J>lic Degrees" be­
cause their scenes are laid in a crypt or secret vault. Only Royal Arch 

Ma on arc permitted to receive these degree , which are fully explanatory 
of the lodge and chapter degrees, and essentially nece, ary for those who 
would have a complete understanding of the ,ymbolism of Ancient Craft 

Masonry, for the Cryptic Degrees are truly the cap,lune of all Masonic 
degree . 

The three degrees, conferred in Councils of Royal and Select �rasters, 
are: 

I. Royal Master. 

2. Select Master. 

3. Super Excellent Master. 

All three degrees are filled with pure Masonic symbolism, full of drama 
and movement, the latter degree being said to be the most dramatic degree 
of any rite or system of degrees conferred in Masonry. 

Ro:yal �Master: This is the eighth degree of the so-called American or 

York Rite system. The legend on which the degree is founded arose at 

the building of the great Temple of Solomon, when three of our most dis­

tinguished Royal Craftsmen met and resolved that all Master Masons, 

who by their industry, skill and fidelity in their search after Truth, should 

be rewarded by having imparted to them certain important secrets. The 

payment of a Master's Wage is faithfully and beautifully pictured and 

the degree contains some of the most striking passages to be found in 

any Masonic ritual. 
Select Master: This degree commemorates the deposit of important 

secrets. In point of time the degree would probably be found conferred 

previous to that of Royal Master, but the present plan has been generally 

accepted for more than one hundred years. Traditionally, Select Masters 

were never openly recognized as such during the building of the Temple, 

for their labors were secret and the task for which they had been selected

was a secret one. The degret: was once known as "Select :Masons of 27" 

rderring to the small and limited number involved in a seer t as ignment. 
The secrets of the degree, according to our tradition, were never revealed 

until the time of the building of the Temple of Zerubbabel. The degree 

is educational and full of tense situations, bringing forcibly to our minds 
an example of justice as displayed by the great founder of the degree. 

Super Exccllcut Ma.st er: The history and symbolism of this last de­

gree arc entirely foreign to the rite, for logically it cannot be regarded as 
a cryptic degrt:e, but its popularity among the craft has been such as to 
place it in front rank, and any attempt lo strike it from the list of degrees 
would meet with a prompt and just reaction on their part. It occupies 
precisely that point of time embraced in a portion of the Royal Arch de­
gree wherein is represented the destruction of the Temple and the carry­
ing away of the Jewish people into Babylonian captivity; it is in fact an 
elaboration and extension of the Royal Arch degree and for that reason 
has a great appeal for Masons of that degree. The whole degree is a 
wonderful story of an exciting period in Jewish history, and, requiring 
as it does a large cast of characters, is conferred only once or twice a 
year and usually on classes. In one large jurisdiction a council asked 
permission to confer the degree in a great public coliseum for the benefit 
of the public, believing that the teachings of the degree should be given 
to all. Of course the council was refused permission because of the 
nature of the obligations taken, these obligations requiring secrecy. 

AND FINALLY 

If you are a Royal Arch Mason, we invite you to pet1hon for our 
fellowship. \1/e are not a prerequisite to any Masonic degree, order or 
auxiliary. Those who join with us are truly Select Masons, and do so 
because of their innate love of the fraternity, its history, traditions, and 
symbolism. 

V•/e require no examinations, no learning of catechisms or lectures. 
While by no means the largest Masonic body in the state, we do claim the 
most enthusiastic group of supporters. We have a great _national organi­
zation numbering more than a quarter of a· million members, with coun­
cils located throughout the world. In Missouri, we have twenty councils, 
located usually in our larger towns and cities. One of these councils is in 
your vicinity. 

If you want to complete your knowledge of Ancient Craft Masonry, we 
invite you to become a Cryptic Mason by petitioning a council of Royal 
and Select Masters. Why put off doing that which will afford satisfaction, 
knowledge, and .Masonic enlightenment? 

CANADA 

Cryptic Masonry has been growing in Canada and only a few 
years ago a new Grand Council was established. There are now 

• 
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three ryptic jurisdictions in the Dominion. The eastern section 
has the upreme Grand Council of the Eastern Juriscliction of 
Canada R. & . l\I.; in the central territory is the Grand Cou11cil 
of Royal and elect l\Iasters of Ontario; while the western half 
of the Dominion recently organized a new Grand Council desig­
nated as the upreme Grand Council of R. & S. l\I. of \\'estern 

anada. 

CANADA, WESTERN 

The newly formed Grand Council R. & S. :'IL of \Vestern 
Canada held its second annual assembly in Calgary, Alberta, 

fay 7, 1940. Representatives were present from British 
Columbia Manitoba, Alberta, and Saskatchewan, each of which 
districts has a Grand Inspector-General. The membership is not 
large, nor were the losses for the year ( 5), the reason for whicli 
is explained in the report of the committee on Cryptic Masonry: 

"Our membership is practically at a standstill and like other Grand 
Bodies we arc feeling the influence of the war and the economic pressure 
occasioned thereby. Councils at Vancouver and \\'innipcg arc ahlc to 
keep in touch with their American Companions near the border. This 
has added to the enthusiasm among the members at these points." 

ENGLAND AND WALES 

An annual meeting was held in Mark Masons' Hall, Great 
Queen Street, London, Monday, April 15, 19-W; it was pre­
sided over by the Grand Master, who is Lieutenant-Colonel Sir 
Henry McMahon, one of the world's distinguished Masons. 
The meeting was opened at 5 :45 p. m. and apparently lasted less 
than an hour in order to take advantage of the daylight hours, 
very essential during England's war program. It was reported 
that a new council had been established, Kosmos Council No. 50, 
at Johannesburg, South Africa, under date of January 31, 1940. 
The Grand Master was re-elected for the twenty-first time. 
Missouri's representative was present and we note his re-election 
as Grand Treasurer. 

ADDRESSES OF GRAND MASTERS 

ARKANSAS: The death of the Grand 1faster caused the Deputy 
Grand Master to address the Grand Council as follows: 
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"Jmt what has heen acrnm1>li!,hed will he best r ·fleckd 111 tli> re1>orl 
of the Grand Recorder. Unfortunately, du' lo th' quit recent d ·alh of 
Grancl Master John C. Reinhard, we will 1101 he favored with th cu ·tomary 
aclclress. He <lied making only a few not s relative to his acti ity sin ·c our 
last session am! U\> lo a 11criod just preceding his d ·ath." 

DF.LA\,\TARE: Grand nl aster Kennedy believed ryptic Rit i\la,om 
had an important duty to perform during the time the g vernm ·nt was 
building up our military establishment. He thought wc should b • omc 
more interested in the welfare of 1lasons who were drafted for 111ilitary 
training. 

LOUISIANA: Grand 1laster Harris, in welcoming the Grancl oun­
cil, said: 

"One of our Past Grand Masters, in an address in a Royal Arch hap­
ter, once said: 'There is an opening in Masonry for young men.' Let me 
urge you to go lo work in Masonry; find a job and do it. Don't seek the 
office, but wait-the office will seek you. A helter man can be made of you 
if you wilt let Masonry take holcl." 

11IASSACHUSETTS (Hamilton): "As the result of this frightful 
war, which is devastating so much of the world today, many change 
have taken place in the countries of Europe. Nations whose tend ncies 
were democratic, and within whose confines men were privileged to meet 
without hindrance, and practice the tenets of Freemasonry, have lo t their 
liberty, and have passed under the sway of the cruel and unscrupulous 
dictator and tyrant. In these unfortunate countries, Freemasonry has 
either been totally erased, or is being practiced under the utmost peril. 
Let us, as Cryptic Masons, thank God that we live in a country where 
men are still free, and where democratic institutions still prevail.'' 

NE\V JERSEY: One recommendation of the Grand Master was that 
the proceedings be placed in the hands of the membership not later than 
October 31st of each year. The Grand Council holds its meetings in 
April. 

ONTARIO (Latornell): "Vve arc very proud that our Canadian de­
mocracy is helping to save world freedom and trust that justice and liberty 
will continue. You will observe that in every country where autocracy 
prevails Masonry in all its branches has been disbanded. Like the Knights 
of old it now behooves each one of us to fight and work for that freedom 
of thought, action and life. 

SOUTH DA KOT A: Grand Master Holton suggests that oflicers of the 
Grand Council be elected and appointed for a two-year term, which he 
thought would enable the Grand Master "to do some of the thing-s he 
finds he should do after one year in office." Another suggestion was that 
since the council degrees arc not prerequisite to anything "there should be 
a fee of $10.00 only for the degrees, with no dues to be assessed." He also

BIOGRAPHICAL 

ARIZ : Oti J. Baughn, Grand ::\fa ter, i • a Kentuckian, horn in 
1877. ince 1909 he ha been a resident of Arizona, serving eight years, 
from 1914, a Superior Judge. For six rears he wa president of the 
First National Bank of Florence. On two occasions he has been a nominee 
for Ju tice of the Supreme Court, once a nominee for Congress, and 
another time for Attorney General. He wa chairman of the committee 

which brought about the construction of the Coolidge Dam and the San 
Carl s reclamation project. He was Grand l\faster of the Grand Lodge 
of Arizona in 1924, an officer of the Grand Chapter, and Intendant Gen­
eral for Arizona in the Red Cross of Constantine. 

ARKANSAS: Willard D. Billingsley, Grand ::\faster, was horn in 

Charlotte, ::\Iich., in 1901. He was educated in the school ,,f Arkansas 
and Texas, and is now connected with an adverti ing and po ting com­
pany in Little Rock. He served in the United State Xa\·y during the 

World \Var and is a member of the American Legion. 

CALIFORNIA: Frank C. Holman, Grand ::\fa ter, was horn at 
Huntington, V.. Va., in 1894, Jiving for a time in ::\fontana and finally 
going to California in 1914, where he is actively engaged as a contractor. 
He was in the 91st Division in the \-Vorld \\ ar. 

DELA WARE: Marshall i\L Carpenter, Grand ::\faster and newly 
elected Grand Recorder, was born in \\ ilmington, January 16, 1865. He 
was educated in the public schools of that city and later attended a busi­

ness college. Since 1914 he has been in the accounting department of one 
of our large industrial establishments. 

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA: David S. Davison. Grand ::\faster, 
was born in 1893, in \ Vest \ irginia. He was educated in the schools of 
that state, in George \l\fashington University, American University, and 
National University Law School. He is a member of a number of pro­
fessional societies. 

IDAHO: Frank V,/. Perry, Grand i\faster, was born in Utah in 1893, 
and was educated in the public schools of ::\fontana and Idaho. Since 1912 

he has been in the employ of railroads and since November, 1917, in the 
timekeeping bureau of th� Union Pacific Railroad Company. He is now 

serving as Grand Commander of Knights Templar of Idaho. 

ILLINOIS: William C. Rapp, Grand ::\faster, is a native of Iowa, born 

in 1871. He was educated in the public schools of Council Bluffs, but has 
lived in Chicago since the time of the Columbian Exposition. For many 

years he has been publisher of Tl,r Maso11ic Chro11icler of Chicago.

He , as edu atecl in the 
public and high schools of his native county an<l lat r attended DePauw 
University. By profcs�ion he is a lawyer aml for eight years served as 
Jmlge of the Circuit nurt. 

IOWA: Alvin E. I annewurf, Grand Master, wa: born in L ip i ·, 
Germany, in 1891, I.mt five months later he came, with hi parent�. to 
lllinois, where he received his education, but in 1915 removed to dar 
Rapids, Iowa, where he is Chief Clerk for the Adams Express ompan • 

He was an officer in four York Rite bodies at the same time. 

KANSAS: Richard H. Cravens, Grand �faster, was born at Salina. 

Kansas, 11arch 9, 1886. I ittle is given in the biography regarding his 
life, except his 1fasonic connections which arc many and varied. He was 

Grand High Priest of the Grand Chapter in 1931. 

LOUISIANA: William E. Leigh, Grand Master, was born in 1896. He 
attended Purdue University in Indiana, and most of his life_ has been spent 
in hardware, steel and iron \\ ork. At this time he is Deputy Grand High 
Priest of the Grand Chapter. 

"MAINE: Edward M. Graham, Grand Ma ter, is a native of ova 

Scotia, born in 1872, but since 188- a resident of the U. S. A. Since 1929, 
he has been the owner of the Gateway Inn in Portland, Me. 

1IICHIGAN: Samuel R. Wilde, Grand :Master, was born in 1869, at 
Saginaw. He is in the life insurance business. 

KENTUCKY: C. v\T. Homan, Grand Ma ter, was born in 1873, in 
Kentucky where he received his early education and where he has spent 
his entire life. 

MISSISSIPPI: Edward A. McLaughlin, Grand Master, is a native 
Kentuckian, born in 1873. He was a telegraph operator until 1908, at 
which time he engaged in the cotton business. 

NORTH CAROLINA: Andrew S. Melvin, Grand ·Master, was born 
in Massachusetts in 1904. He is active in church affairs and by trade is 
a manufacturer. When installed commander of his commandery, at the 

age of thirty, he was one of the youngest Masons in North Carolina to 
have been the presiding officer of all four bodies. 

NORTH DA KOT A: Alfred 0. Henderson, Grand Master, is a native 
of England, born August 24, 1869. He was educated in the public schools 
of Wisconsin. He is an active Presbyterian, a former Mayor of Mandan, 
his present home. 

OHIO: Robert B. Stoltz, Grand Master, was born at Bradford, Ohio, 

March 6, 1890. He was graduated from the Covington, Ohio, schools. 
later Ohio University and the University of \.Yisconsin. He has been a 
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111<.:mb ·r f the faculty of Ohio State C11i,·crsity !\ince 191.:?. and Chairman 
.1nd Profc or of Dairy Technology since 1929. He made a r 1111cl-thc­
world trip in 1937, studying dairy conditions in Xcw ZC"aland and Au -
tralia. 

KLAJJO;\IJA: Richard E. :--:e\\'huw,c. Grand :\laster, was horn in El­
doradu, l an as, in 1886, and wa edu ated in the public school� of that 
city. H i secretary of one of Tul a's large t whole,alc c·lectrical hmh " 
a11d a leader in civic activitic . 

• TA RIO: f-"rancis G. ::\!cl.can, Gra11d ::\la<ter. 11·a, horn in Ontario 
in 1879. He was educated in the public . choob, later attending hu ines, 
rollege. 

HE ON: Arthur :\fole worth, Grand ::\la�ter, 11a� hqrn in Iowa 
in 1868 but ha been a re ident of Oregon �ince 1890. I le appears to h • 
th p rmanent Grand Tiler of the Grand Lodge, was Grand High Prie t in 
1939, and in April, 1940, was elected Grand Captain General of the Grand 

mmandery. 

TE J ESSEE: John ::\f. Cobe.n, Grand ::\la,ter, wa born in 1888 in 
Kentucky, educated in public schools and Dick. on Xormal College. After 
teaching for a number of years, he entered the employ of the government 
and since 1921 has been a rural mail carrier. Jle i acti1·e in church and 
Sunday chool work. 

UT AH: Thorwald J. Nelson, Grand ::\faster, was born in 1872 i11 
Copenhagen, Denmark. He has been Grand High Prie t of the Grand 
Chapter and is now serving in the official line of Grand Lodge and Grand 
Commandery. 

VERMONT: Harley ::\L Watkins, Grand ::\laster. was born in Ver­
mont in 1898. He attended the University of Vermont. He is an officer 
of the Grand Commandery of that state. 

\,\IJSCONSIN: Paul T. Case, Grand Master, is a native of \Vi cou­
sin, born in 1897. He attended Lawrence College and for the past twenty 
years has been employed as a postal clerk. He is acti\'c in promotion 
of various youth movements. 

CONDITION OF THE RITE 

ARIZONA: The Grand i\faster reported that conditions were favor­
able for establishment of new councils at Winslow, Yuma and Flagstaff. 
York Rite festivals appear to be popular, the Grand Council appointing ;1 
committee with authority to arrange festival activities in conjunction 
with other York Rite bodies. 

ARKANSAS: Charters of :\fystic Council No. 34 at Berryville and 
Marianna Council No. 25 at ::\farianna were ordered withdraw and the 
members affiliated with the nearest councils.

CO N ECT I CUT: I mprovcmcnt in th Rit • ha. been noticeable. 
'fhcrc has been an increase of over 32 per cent in th• numb r of andidatcs, 
ancl in the meantime losses arc smaller. 

U)AIIO: Grand ii.faster Jlawk ·aid f the ondition of the Rite in that 
talc: 

"Generally speaking, the condition of the Rite in the stale is gratifying. 
\Vhilc the Grand Recorder's report will show a loss in member hip t 
December 31st, since that date we have made a substantial gain. I fincl 
renewed interest and l believe, with a little thought and arc, we will re­
turn to a moderate degree of success. Of the six councils, three r port d 
work and one has had work since the report was made." 

ILI INOIS: A loss for the year was reported, but not so large as the 
previous year. It appears that of the total loss, 72 per cent came from 
Cook County councils, the county in which the City of Chicago i local cl. 

INDIAN A: Grand Lecturer Graham reported no unusual activity 
among the councils and urged that diligent and persistent effort alone would 
impress the Royal Arch l\lason with the need of the council degrees. He 
urged attendance of council officers at lodge and chapter meetings and 
suggested that social features would naturally stimulate interest in 
regular council meetings. 

KE TTUCKY: The Grand l\fastcr, accompanied by the Grand Re­
corder and others, visited \.Yhitesburg, Ky., and secured all the records 
of Allison Holland Council To. 94, moving them to Hazard, Ky., where 
the council was established under the same name. 

Grand Recorder Tipton reported that during the year, the Irvine Degree 
Team had conferred the degree upon 59 candidates. The year closed 
with a net increase of 28 members. 

LOUISIANA: The title of "Supervisor" was established, and one 
of these supervisors was to be placed in each of the council districts. The 
title "Supervisor" created a little bad taste, so the Grand Master ap­
pointed them under the name of District Deputy Grand Masters, and as 
such they apparently function. 

MAINE: A committee finds that there is a great variation in the 
number of candidates in the various councils, that while local conditions 
have had some effect, the number of candidates is in proportion to the 
constructive work of the officers and companions of the respective coun­
cils. While opposed to intensive, high pressure drive to get members, it 
is their opinion that we may, in a dignified manner, properly gi,·c our 
thoughts on the benefits of the Cryptic Rite to Companion Royal Ar h 
Masons and give them a chance to make application. if they so desire. 
The committee recommends that there be more regular meetings of sub­
ordinate councils, since they assist in keeping up the interest of the mcm-
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I crs, oppurtunity for rc.:hcarsal of degrees, and actual practice in op ning 
and lo ing of councils, making for the proficiency of their officers. 

i\J S. • ,\ l I £TT From the report of \·isitations mack hy the 
rand .\[a!,!Cr it i,, apparent that Crypti .\fasonrr is alive. On one oc-

a iun, at Lowell, the .. E . .\f. degree was conferred upon 13 candidates 
in th pre ence of 375 companion .. :\t Fall River, 21 of the 27 living 
Past i\fa!>ters of that council were present and filled the . tatirn1s in con­
ferring the . E . .\1. degree. 

The ,rand Ma ter called ;ittention to the radical changes that h;id 
taken place within a decade. He found that we do not do busine s as 011r 
f refathcr did and that today tho. c who make a succcs, of their business 
arc tho c who adapt their business to meet cvc.:r changing conditions, and 
so it is with i\fa!>onry. \\ e h;n-e urvived for more than two centuric, 
bccau e we have adapted ourselves to the day in which we lil-e. To meet 
the e modern trends, the Grand .\faster sugge tcd that councils consider 
the result of shifts or changes in population, which ban: weakened :\fa-
onic bodies and which may necessitate the relocation of councils. He 

suggested the need of more business-like methods in our councils, which, 
although they arc fraternal organizations, should nevertheless he busi­
ness organizations. He advocated more attention gi\•en to the regular 
collection of dues, the budgeting of income, the invc tigation of pro pectivc 
candidates with reference to their financial ability to continue to pay dues 
required. He believed in some sane and sensible form of social activity, 
carefully planned in advance. He also believed the ritual had an appeal, 
hut that it should be properly exemplified. His fifth suggestion was that 
the Rite look more to the quality of its leadership, that "we need com­
panions who arc not looking simply for honors, but who arc looking for 
work." As to the membership at large, he believed we should practice 
what we preach, and put into our daily live the lcs ons taught in the 
Cryptic Rite. 

?v[IN N ESOT A: Grand 1faster Jensen said: 
"Being an in titution which depends upon other prcreqms1te bodies, 

our gro\\ th has been re. trictcd by reason of similar circumstances in the 
capitular groups." 

However, statistics show that of the 10,677 Chapter 1lasons in -:\linnc­
sota, only 1,659 have received the Cryptic degrees. The Grand Master 
has a fertile field of 9,000 Capitular Masons from which to secure petitions. 

MISSISSIPPI: The Grand �faster reported an increase in member­
ship for the second time since 1929, and believes that the Masonry of 
his jurisdiction is definitely on the upgrade. The membership gain for 
the year was 42. He suggests : 

"If we will exercise greater care in selecting secretaries, elect men who 
will make every effort to prevent suspensions and make an earnest effort 
for reinstatements, we can continue to increase our membership year 
after year." 
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MONTANA: At a York Rite J7cstival held in Billi11g·, 43 a11didatcs 
received the degree of Super-Excellent i\[a tcr. The Grand Ma tcr be­
lieves they arc a great stimulus to Freemasons of all degree . 

NEBRASKA: Zabucl Council No. G of Lexington was 1110v •<l t 
North Platte, where it a1>1>ears to be prospering. The Grand • Last 'r visit d 
Omaha Council No. 1 and witnessed the conferring of the degrees upon 
25 candidates. The re1>ort for the year showed a net gain of 3. 

NEVI JERSEY: The committee on corrcs11ondcnce fin<ls that in gen­
eral the condition of Cryptic Masonry seems to be im11roving and while 
no increase in membership is being shown, yet the greetings arc larger 
and the losses are less. 

NORTH DA KOT A: During the year North Dakota Companions con­
ferred the Cryptic degrees upon a number of companions from askatche­
wan. The work was done without charge in the hop� it would result in 
the formation of a council in Saskatchewan. 

OHIO: Many unusual :rv[asonic events arc being held in Ohio and 
the York Rite Reunion is growing in favor. A special event was cele­
brated at \

i
\Tashington Court House, at which time Masons of l'ayette 

Couoty gathered to honor His Excellency, John v,r. Bricker, an interested 
and zealous Ohio Mason. Another anniversary celebration widely at­
tended was that of Lima Council No. 20, honoring Miner A. Atmur, who 
celebrated the fiftieth anniversary of his service as Master of that council. 

OKLAHOMA: Considerable success was achieved by the holding of 
what were termed "ceremonials." It seems that conference was had with 
the Grand High Priest and the Grand Commander, at which time they 
divided the state into eight districts. A so-called "ceremonial" was held 
in each district on dates which made it possible for the attendance of Grand 
Officers. 

ONT ARIO: A committee report states: 
"An increase in members is most desirable, but at the same time the 

growth must be healthy, and to this end our degrees must be conferred 
in a manner which will leave a lasting impression for good in the candi­
date's mind. Having aroused the spark of interest, we next kindle the 
flame of enthusiasm, and here we find the secret of real success." 

RHODE ISLAND: At the beginning of the year, the Grand Master 
outlined a plan for the exemplification of the Royal and Select Master de­
grees by picked teams of officers selected from the eight councils. As a 
culmination of the exemplifications, a full and elaborate pre. entation of 
the Super-Excellent l\faster degree was arranged. This meeting inclmlc<I 
a turkey dinner and was attended by 250 companions. 

TEXAS: Texas has 17,544 members; the net loss for the year was 
only 145. The number of greetings reported was 603, and there were 
317 reinstatements. 
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• V ER110, 1 T: Grand ).faster \\ at kins believes that the future of Cryptic 

Masonry lie. in a more careful selection of officers, citing instances in 
which men h;ive been appointed officers against their wishe_c;, which mean,; 
that th ·y arc unintcrc ted or weary of Masonic responsibility, which 
alway!> r �ult in irregular or poor work. A \ ermont companion ad­
dre. ed the rand Council on the Condition of the Rite and recommended 
that a mmittee be appointed to investigate the whole situation, and added 
as a ugge. tion that the number of councils be reduced to four for the 
cntir state (there arc now 14). 

DECISIONS AND DISPENSATIONS 

INDIANA: The Grand Master was asked for a decision a to whether 
a dimitted companion was eligible to attend the conference of the Super­
Excellent degree. He ruled that "ii this companion had dimitted within a 
year, he may be privileged to attend." The jurisprudence committee, 
while approving the decision, said: 

"Surely it is an act of impropriety for one dimittcd, unless to immedi­
ately affiliate elsewhere, to horn-in when something e pecially attrac­
tive comes along, for only he who pays his proportionate part should par­
take of the feast." 

IOWA: The Grand Master held that a companion from \Vest \ ir­

ginia could legally visit a council "provided the companion could pro­
duce satisfactory proof of membership and was in good standing at the 
time," basing his decision upon a resolution adopted at the General Grancl 
Council in Charleston, S. C. 

:MASSACHUSETTS: The Grand J\faster decided the companion who 
had received any of the Cryptic degrees in that jurisdiction might visit 
his own council to witness any of the degrees already conferred on him, 
but he could not visit any other council unless he had received all the de­
grees, had signed the by-laws of his council, and was a member in good 
and regular standing therein. 

NEVI JERSEY: Deputies were given dispensation to close councils 
in short form when they were present officially and when it was deemed 
for the best interests of the Rite. The Grand ).faster granted a dispensa­
tion to a council to hold a special assembly for annual election, giving the 
following explanation: 

"The reason for this dispensation was that the new Thanksgiving Day, 
declared by the President, fell on the regular assembly, November 23, 
1939." 

DEGREES 

CALIFORNIA: Past Grand Master Tonkin introduced a resolution 
requesting the Grand Commandery of California to make request of the 
Grand Encampment that the degrees of the council be made prerequisite 
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In Commamlcry Orders. The J urisprude111.:c Committe • ref used to make 
a recommendation, hut the Grand om1 ·ii it ·elf did adopt the r • ·olution. 

J\nothcr resolution invited the cooperation of the Grand 0111111and •ry 
in promoting the growth of the entire York Rite. /\gain the Juri ·prudencc 
Committee refused to make recommendation, but th· Grand ouncil 
adopted the resolution. 

The qucstion of the relationship of council degrees with oth ·r dcgre ·s 
of the Rite was again brought to the attention of the Grand ouncil in a 
report of the committee on chapter and council relations. The mmittec 
insists that the council be recognized as a component part of the Y rk 
Rite and that when anyone desired to join, application should be mad· 
for the degrees of the York Rite and not to the chapter, council or com­
mandery. To the objection that in many small localities they could uot 
maintain all these bodies, the answer is given that the smaller bodies could 
confer the chapter and council degrees, while the commandery order 
could be given by other bodies or in reunion classes. The question of mak­
ing the degrees prerequisite to commandery orders was discus ed, but 
this is a matter in which only the Grand Encampment can take action. 
Then there is the Texas plan, which is regarded as the easiest way, a 
plan which has been discussed in these columns many times. 

LOUISIANA: Past Grand 1faster Duncan offered a resolution pro­
viding for the methods of recognition of Cryptic Masons receiving their 
degrees in Virginia· and \Vest Virginia. The whole matter wa referred 
to the foreign correspondence committee, which in turn referred it to the 
incoming Grand Master. 

FINANCIAL 

IO\VA: Revenue has so decreased that the Grand Master informed the 
companions that "unless our constituent councils become more active and 
show an increase in membersl;ip, either an increase in per capita tax or 
a reduction in expenses must be made." 

MASSACHUSETTS: The Grand Council is operated within its 
budget requirements and was, by economy, able to keep its expenses within 
the income, and even show a balance without touching the principal or 
invested funds. 

MINNESOTA: Apparently Minnesota is in better financial condi­
tion than most states, for we notice that the Grand Council has a savings 
account which pays at the rate of 2 per cent. 

NEV,' HAMPSHIRE: The jurisprudence committee were unanimous 
in suggesting caution in reduction of fees, believing "that the idea of low 
fees bringing in more applications is fallacious, and are strongly of the 
opinion that the way to sell ourselves is not by advertising our�elves as 
cheap and on the bargain counter." 
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E\ JERSEY: Delinquent councils ha,·e completed payment of 
their per capita tax, making it possible to pay almost all the obligations 
of Grand ouncil. The Grand Recorder ,,·as paid his back salary, but 
th('re wer in. ufficient fund to purcha�e jewels for Past Grand :\faster.<. 

K RTH CA ROLi NJ\: The Grand Council finds itself insoh·ent. The 
c . t of operation is approximately $1.00 per capita; the pre ent per 
capita collected by the Grand Council is 50c. Howner, there is a greeting 
f e which makes up the difference. \\ hen there are no greetings, there an­
no fees. 

OHIO: The Grand :\faster believed that if dues were to he remitted. 
they should not exceed 7 per cent of the total membership of a11y council. 

The question of reduction in fees was pre�ented to the Grand Master 
and a minimum of $10.00 was asked, causing the Grand :\faster to comment : 

"The cheapening of the price of ;\fasonic deg-recs leads a great 111:111.
r 

companions to believe that there is nothing in tho. e degrees. I am a firm 
believer in quality membership rather than quantity mernher,hip." 

GENERAL GRAND COUNCIL 

FLORIDA: Grand ;\faster Sessions attt:nded the triennial rm:tting 
and says of it: 

"If more of our companions would attend the triennial meeting, and 
associate with that fine body of men, it would firmly cement u, together in 
bonds of brotherly love and cause us to realize more anrl more what it 
means to be a ;\fason and particularly a member of the�e bodies." 

LOUISIANA : A committee was appointed by the Grand Council to 
advise with the Grand Chapter as to the feasibility of is. uing an invita­
tion t� the General Grand Council to hold its triennial meeting in N' ew 
Orleans in 1945. 

OHIO: The present financial status caused objection to be made to 
the expense involved in attending triennials, the greatest part of which 
is payment of expenses of Grand and Past Grand Officers attending. The 
Grand 1\faster did not believe the benefits warranted a continuation of 
such large expenditures. The triennial committee recommended that the 
discussion of the matter be postponed until the next assembly. The Grand 
Master then submitted a supplemental report in which he would have 
provided immediate action, but the report of the committee finally carried. 

SOUTH CAROLINA: The triennial committee of the Grand Council 
report the expense of acting as host to the triennial in Charleston was 
$215.26, leaving $622.00 in the treasury unexpended. 

HISTORICAL 

ARIZONA: Among the list of committees is a special committee on 
council history, but the proceedings give no evidence of any report. 
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ILLINOIS: The proceedings show an int •ri r aml exterior of the 
Masonic Temple at Knoxville, which is and ha b en tltc home of Illinois 
Council No. I, instituted there in 1852. A spe ial sc sion of the Grand 
Council was held during the annual assembly t unveil a pi turc of the 
first l\fastcr of the council and to hear a short history of the Grand Coun­

cil of Illinois. 

LOUISIANA: Reviewer Duncan offers but one n mination this year 
fur his mythical Cryptic Hall of Fame. The honor i a posthumous one, 
going to Thomas Troy \•Vyche of North Carolina, the moving spirit be­
hind the annual summer Cryptic assemblies. 

NORTH CAROLINA: At a summer a embly, July 1939, North 

Carolina unveiled a tablet to the memory of the late Troy Wyche. The 

tablet was unveiled by the daughter of the deceased. 

NORTH DAKOTA: The first :tv1aster of Fargo Council o. 1, Wm. 

C. Macfaddcn, now eighty-three years of age, was officially received in 

the Grand Council. At this assembly \•Vatter Stockwell presented his 
twenty-third report as Grand Recorder; he has served continuously since 
the organization of the Grand Council, except for the year 1921 when 
another Companion "courteously stepped aside 'for one year and allowed 
Companion Stockwell to preside and so to become eligible for prefer­
ment in the General Grand Council." 

MEMBERSHIP 

MASSACHUSETTS: Grand Master Hamilton reported: 
"The troublesome question of automatic life membership, that is the 

conferring of life membership with exemption from further payment of 
annual dues to the council upon those companions who have been mem­
bers of their councils for twenty-five or thirty years, has been entirely 
eliminated in this Grand Council and we have not a single council that 
retains such an unwise provision in its by-laws. \•Vhat pleases me most 
is the fact that when the disastrous effect of such a by-law upon their 
economic condition was explained to our councils, they ,·oluntarily 
amended this by-law and made the desired change, without any pressure 
by Grand Council." 

NEW JERSEY: New Jersey has 477 life members, 370 of whom are 

.exempt from payment of dues, and 107 exempt from payment of per capita 
tax. 

MISCELLANEOUS 

CALIFORNIA: Grand Master Holman believes "experience has 
shown that where councils meet after a chapter meeting it is usually too 
late to keep the attendance. It has worked better for the council work to 
be done in chapter halls on a chapter night starting early." 
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ON NECTICUT: A committee on presen·ation of charters reported 
they had inve tigatecl the twenty-four councils in the jurisdiction aml 
the method usecJ in prc.,ervin_::r their charter ancJ that all had tl1cir full 
approval. 

f.'LORI DA : A few years ago the Grand Bodies of Florida changed 
their meeting dates so as not to conflict with the primary election. Now 
the date of the primaries ha. heen changed and the�c bodies are again 
confronted with the same trouble. 

LOUISIANA: Hippolyte Dahezies, newly elected Grand Treasurer, 
has been twice knighted by the Belgian Government, once with ''The Order 
of the Crown" and later "The Order of Leopold." The French Government 
also knighted him with ''The Knight of Legion of Honor." 

Grand Representatives of this jurisdiction who do not attend their 
Grand Council assemblies are due to be dropped, according to a re olution 
introduced and passed hy the Grand Council. Each year the chairman 
of the foreign correspondence committee submits a record of attendance of 
Grand Representatives and where one has not been present for a period 
of three years, without excuse, his commission will become null and void. 

MICHIGAN: While the Grand �laster of Michigan was visiting the 
Grand Council of Ohio, his apron was stolen from his hotel room. 

MISSISSIPPI: The Grand l-.Iaster urges council to properly install 
their officers by giving the full installation ceremony, adding: 

"I do not believe it gives the incoming officers proper respect for the 
office to which they have been elected, and certainly does not add dignity 
to the office to simply declare them installed, or install them in some 

makeshift fashion." 

Here is a resolution adopted by l\lississippi: 
"Resolved, That the retiring Grand Master be given his choice of a 

P. G. M. jewel, watch or ring. the price not to exceed the price of jewel." 

MONT AN A: Montana reported that only one visitor had appeared, 
John H. Anderson of North Carolina: 

"He was admitted without examination! He said he was uncertain 

whether committee failed to examine him because they did not know how 
to conduct an examination or whether they were not sure he could pass 

one." 

NEW HAMPSHIRE: Each New Hampshire council is required to 

make a report quarterly to the Grand Master and Grand Recorder, show­

ing the number of meetings held, degrees worked, and companions greeted. 

NEW JERSEY: The committee on address of the Grand �laster no­

ticed a carelessness on the part of certain companions slipping in and out 

of assembly without observing the East, due "in some measure to the 

habit of some presiding officers occupying the East uncovered. The !-eat 
of authority thus becomes obscure." 
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The Grand Recorder mimeographed the constitution, rules and regula­
tions of the Grand Council and prepared them f r cli�tribution. 

OIIIO: An address of welcome was given the Crand ouncil by 
James G. Stewart, Mayor of the City of incinnati and a rnc111hcr of 
Springlil'ld Council No. 17. 

It will be of interest to i\fissouri Masons to know that the late John l.. 
Roemer, President of Linden wood College at St. harlcs, i\f o., died 
August 9, 1940. Dr. Roemer was Grand Chaplain of the Grand ouncil 
of Ohio in 1903, and again in 1913, resigning because of removal from 
that jurisdiction. He gained national reputation for his development f 
Lindenwood College for \Vomen, over which he had presided since 1914. 

Ohio councils were asked to read their insurance policies, a committee 
stating: 

"An insurance policy is usually the least read of any of our legal docu­
ments and without doubt many are taken for granted and let go at that. 
A number of councils show more property than insurance, then again some 
show amount of insurance far above the value of the property given and 
again some forms show property covered by insurance and no property 
given .... Some bodies follow an old custom of depreciating their prop­
erty 10 per cent per year, which in many cases has lowered the value far 
below its present value. \Ve mention blanket or joint insurance policies­
very dangerous setups, unless all clauses in the policy are gone over care­
fully by an attorney to sec that proper protection is specified. If a loss 
occurs, it might turn out to be nothing but a lawsuit in making a settle­
ment." 

OREGON : By recent legislation Oregon councils may hold their 
stated assemblies in any legally dedicated Masonic hall within the j uris­
diction. 

SOUTH CAROLINA: Grand Master McNcel suggested that the 
Grand Chapter consider the advisability of holding their annual meetings 
in the central part of the state until finances show improvement. In this 
way the Grand Lodge saved enough money to take care of the two 
hundredth anniversary expense. 

UT AH: "The Grand Illustrious Master" (Nelson) was unable to be 
present at the annual assembly and deliver his address for the reason that 
more important duties occupied his attention. He was Potentate of the 
Shrine Temple and the Imperial Session was being held in �·femphis, 
Tenn. The proceedings record that he was "Imperial Pol<'lllalr," but we 
believe the recorder is in error in this statement. 

WISCONSIN: Finding that several councils hold their stated as­
semblies the fourth week of the month, which often results in stated 
meetings being called for Christmas Day, a committee suggested that 
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council be r ·que�ted to change the date of their December meetings, 

doing away with the necessity for special dispensation usually refp1ircd. 

REVIEW 

DI TRI T OF COLU.\,fBTA: Reviewer Otto Roepke hclievcs the 

Mis ouri comment upon the withdrawal of �fas achusctts from the Gen­

eral Grand Council "undoubtedly expresses the general sentiment." 

MA IN E (Leach): "The Quatuor Corona ti Lodge of Lo11du11 say$: 

'The report of the committee..; on correspondence constitute an important 

portion of the literature of the Institution.'" To which Re\•iewer Leach 
adds: 

"\Ve repeat what we have so often said, any �fasonic body that neglects 

to publish its correspondence report is therehy weakening its whole Ma­

sonic structure, and the member of any . .\fasonic body that fails to read 
these reports is not. and cannot he, a well informed member. True, these 

reports cost something and many of the bodies have had difficulty to find 
the money with which to pay for them, but let us ne\·er forget that which 

cost nothing is worth nothing." 
In  regard to the :.\fissouri comment on the withdrawal of �fassachusetts, 

he adds: 

"W c all feel that this was a mistake coming just at this time when, 
if ever, Freemasonry should present a solid united front. All trivial 

difference should be forgotten in these trying times. \Ve sincerely hope 

that Massachusetts may sec its way clear to once more add its strength, 
that we may be a unit in combating the influences that are at work to 

overthrow all that we stand for. There is a duty that we owe others as 

well as to ourselves." 

MISSISSIPPI: Reviewer 1fcCraine acknowledges a courteous re­

view in the Missouri proceedings, and adds: 

"Mississippi's representative (among the few Grand Representatives), 

was present." 

OHIO: Grand Recorder \Valcutt offers an interesting condensed re­

view. vVe appreciate his personal comment. 

PENNSYLVANIA: Reviewer V-lolfe terms Grand 1faster Highee's 

address as "concise and yet all inclusive, evidencing ability to meet prob­

lems." 

RHODE ISLAND: The committee finds little but statistics in read­

ing the proceedings of other Grand Councils, except for some local matters 

which are of no interest to the outside Cryptic world. 

SOUTH CAROLIN A: Reviewer Collins decides that Grand ).faster 

Higbee put in a busy year and that the proceedings show definite signs 

of efficient handling of Grand Council affairs. 
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ARKANSAS: The committee on ritual had heen comparing the Ar­

kansas ritual with that of the General Grand ouncil and found there 
were only a few differences between the two, the principal ones being the 

title of the presiding onicer and the manner of giving th • Grand L lonors. 

Since the cost of reprinting the ritual was greater than the Grand ou11cil 
felt justified in paying, it was decided to purchase rituals fro111 the Gen­
eral Grand Council ancl insert a leaf in the ritual stating th· various 
rli fT erences. 

DELA V,..1 ARE: A committee "on the Super-Excellent Degree" r -
ported with regret that the ritual was not conferred during the past year 
and it was deemed wise to postpone work until there were more candidates 
on whom it might be conferred. They thought it was imperative for the 
various councils to get busy, get some petitions and confer "the lower 
degrees" so that there might be some favorable action next year. 

ILLINOIS: Illinois has been considering a revision of the ritual. Ap­
parently nothing was done for the Grand Master recommended that the 
entire committee be discharged and a new comrnittee be appointed to re­
vise, approve ancl have the printed rituals issued. The Grand Council 
officially recorc\ecl itself as having no objection to the conferring of the 

degree of Thrice Illustrious Master by a newly organized Illinois Council, 
all Thrice Illustrious Masters acting under authority from the Grand 
Council R. & S. M. of North Carolina. Harry L. Kelly, well known to 

l\lissourians, was elected to head the newly organized association. 

10\,V A: Several ritualistic changes are noted, principal of which was 
the insertion of lectures preceding the Royal and Select Master degrees. 
The lectures were written by Charles C. Hunt, Grand Secretary of the 
Grand Lodge. 

KENTUCKY: Referring to the resolution adopted by the General 
Grand Council, Kentucky voted to recognize the degrees as conferred in 
the Virginias and to receive in the Kentucky jurisdiction as regular 
Cryptic !vfasons any of such companions. 

OHIO: Knowing that most Masons of long experience were firmly 

opposed to frequent changes in ritual, yet the Grand Master was convinced 

that some improvements and additions had made the degrees much more 
impressive. 

ONT ARIO: The Grand Council is preparing a revised ritual. \IVhile 

the three degrees and their dramas have been drafted and arc ready for 
the printer, the actual printing is to be deferred for another year. 

TENNESSEE: The Grand Master was impressed with the ritual of 

the Thrice Illustrious Master Degree, an outgrowth of North Carolina 
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Ma ·onry. Having attended the North Carolina meeting and having re­
c-eived the degree, he \\·as enthusiastic in recommending the formation oi 
such a council in Tennes cc. Officers of the North Carolina grour \\"ere 
even then in attendance, ready to confer the degree upon all elected 
G1m(id:1tcs.

1940, and the Sixty-seventh annual assembly of the Grand Coun­

cil of Maryland hel<l on December 11, 1940, have just reached us. 

MARYLAND: The Grand i\lastcr 11otecl a11 i111provc111ent in the co11-
clition of the Rite in his state; he was concerned, however, over the average 
age of the membership. Ile reported attending a ba11quet given by Mary­
lancJ Commandcry No. I celebrating their One Hundred [, iftietlt anni­
versary. He gave a �eneral dispensation to any 1.farylanc.l Companion to 
receive the Super-Excellent i\laster degree which was being conferred 
in the Scottish Rite Temple, V•/ashington, D. C., and gra11ted dispensa­
tion to a council for the election of a P. C. \Iv., "there being no one at 
the October ancJ November assemblies who would accept the position if 
elected." 

Maryland has adopted the Thrice Illustrious degree. Mileage and per 
diem is paid in this Grand Council to the senior officer in attendance, not 
necessarily the actual presiding officer.
