CRYPTIC WORLD 
A REVIEW BY RA y V. DENSLOW 

THE CRYPTIC RITE 

\i\ ithout fan fare or beat of drum the Cryptic Rite moves on, 
ever in the vanguard of Masonic Rites and degrees. The reason 
i very obviou , the Rite serves as its own advertising medium. 
I n  l\lis ouri we have no lecturer in the field, no adYertising 
medium, no committees for solicitation of membership, 110 harn-
torm, and yet when the figures were tabulated on December 3 1 ,  
1 944, it was found that councils in :i\Iissouri showed the greatest 
percentage of increase in any i\Iasonic groups in the state. 

\ hy ? \i\ ell, there are many answers to the question. In the 
fir t place, the degrees of Royal Master and Select l\Iaster con­
stitute real Masonry of the Ancient Craft variety. These two 
degrees round out the craftsman's knowledge of legitimate 
Freemasonry. \i\Then properly conferred they create an impres­
sion never forgotten ; they are historical, explanatory, dramatic, 
and peculiarly Masonic. 

The degree of Super-Excellent Master is not a degree of 
ncient Craft Masonry ; it does not so profess : it does not deal 

with the lost ,, ord, the Temple of Solomon, or anything Ma­
sonic. It does deal with a period of Jewish history, a period 
which may be compared to some history even now taking place 
iri Europe, where Hitler has been giving ear to wicked advisors, 
and has hearkened not to the dictates of reason, universal 
brotherhood or mutual understanding. As Tebuchadnezzar 
razed the Temple at Jerusalem and destroyed the Jewish cities 
and people, so will the Allies of 1941-1945 raze Germany, her 
cities and peoples. Their people will not sit, as did our Jewish 
brethren, on the banks of the Euphrates, but they will be found 
along the Danube, the Rhine, the \i\Teser, and the Elbe,- and we 
may paraphrase holy scripture by saying : 
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" By the I< ivers o f  the Rhin an< l  Danube, 
Ther • we sat down ; 
We w pt when we remembered Germany." 

pril, 

The dramatic emphasis placed upon the degrc ·s hy many of 
our councils is reaping its reward: in most N l issouri council:. 

a1 1cli<lates who receive the dcgre • arc nthusiast ic in  th ir 
praise of its historical and dramatic values ; me1 nli ·rs return 
;igain and again to witness i ts strik ing con lusion. For spectator 
and candidate alike sit sil ·nt in the ir  contemplat ion al the striking 
conclt1sion of the d grec. It  is 110 wo11cler, t hen, that some of 
the praise may eke out to the outsider and cat1se him to pet i l i  n 
for the degrees. 

Most Missouri councils work hand-in-han I with chapters i n  
sect1ring petitions, taking the peti tion for both chapl r and 
cot1ncil at the same t ime. In the writer' own council there has 
not c.xistecl for years a candidate who took the chapter without 
completing his work in the council. One sales talk lo s lh job 
for both. 

The dramatic character o{ the three degrees appeal to the 
average Masonic  worker. Here he is given an opportun i ty to 
dress for the part ; having dressed, he is anxious for a rehear al 
that he may exempli fy the spirit of his part·. Rehear al breed 
interest and insure good \\ ork. 

But, you may add, the making up of a character requires wigs 
and special clothing ? This might be true in some cases, yet we 
happen to know that for fifteen or twenty cents we can purchase 
enough hair, and grease paint to make up an entire cast of char­
acters in  any of the degrees. 

Only three of the characters i n  the last degree require any­
thing unusual, and after a l ittle practice most any character can 
make himself up in the latest Jewish or Babylonian style. 

The Cryptic Rite i s  small ; it will always be small. Those who 
pass through its vaults come because they desire to know more 
about Ancient Craft Masonry. The Cryptic Rite is not a step­
pingstone to anything. It  thrives because it  has something to 
offer. Its fees are small ; i ts dues are smaller, proof that high 
f ees and dues do not always constitute the successful body. 
Workers in the rite receive no special commendation other than 
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t h e  pride i n  work \\"el l done. Tho e ,vho bring i n  t h  pet i t ion 
:eceive no superlatiYe de£1Tee for their acti,·ity ; they arc happy 
in the t hought t hat they are promot ing the Cryptic Rit 

The philosophy and teachings of the Rite are simple enough 
for the a, erage member to understand, and most of us arc ;ffer­
age members a fter all. \i\ e l ike  action and we like the homely 
le  son , and as long as our Rite teaches these we shall cont inue 
to l ive and to pro per. ur funds may not be sufficient to house 
u in pretentious bui ldings, but as Jeremiah has \\"el l  aid, 

" In  their hea rl w i l l  I write i t ." 

C ONDITION OF THE RITE 

RIZON A :  Grand Master Dubree attributes the growth of 
the year t o  a fest i val clas of 45. Only t wo councils failed to 
show greet ings, but the council at Phoenix topped the l ist with 
57 candidates. 

CA LIFO RN IA : Los Angeles Council ?'-lo. 1 1  conferred the 
degree of Super-Excel lent Master on a class of 84, made up 
from se, eral nearby councils. San Diego Council had a class of 
39, including one sai lor, Lee W. Harris, Jr., whose father is the 
present Grand Recorder of the Grand Council of Louisiana. 

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA : The committee on Grand 
Master's address approved the appointment of a committee to 
cooperate with similar commi"ttecs representing Grand Chapter 
and Grand Commandery, \\ ith a view to arousing interest in 
the American Rite. The committee find this to be "an innova­
tion i n  the District of Columbia." 

MAINE : Grand Master Mitchell finds the lessons taught in 
the council as beautiful, instructi,  e and necessary as any found 
in the lodge or chapter. He says : 

"The sol i loquy in the Royal :Master degree is above comparison to 
anything else i n  the York Rite. The Select :'.faster degree teaches ::i 
lesson not quickly forgotten, and the Super-Excellent degree cannot be 
praised too high ly. It i s  the most spectacular o f  any of the degrees in 
my opinion. I am fully aware that, as council members, we can do noth­
ing to place the Cryptic Rite in the posi tive l ine of the York Rite, but 
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wr can use our in fl 1 1e11cc and pray that they i 1 1c l 1 1 clc th is  body as a re­

qu irement h · fore aclvancemcnl." 

NETIRASKA : While the councils in Nclir:,tska showed a 
substant ial gain in membership , the gain was by eleven of the 
twenty-one councils ; ten councils failed to greet a single com­
panion. 

NEW J E RSEY : Kane Council To. 2 sponsored a tri-statc 
assembly, held in Newark, in which the Grand ouncils of cw 
York, Pennsylvania and New Jersey each took an active part. 
The Grand Master recommends that something be don · to keep 
this splendid plan alive. 

NORTH CAROLINA : A new council has been e tabli h cl 
at Fayetteville and has been given the number 27. nother 
council has been formed at Greenville, to be known a I l iram 
Council No. 1 8. 

The issuance of Past ·Master and Twenty�five Year c ntinu­
ous membership certificates has been a great inspiration to the 
companions of North Carolina, and, according to the Grand 
Master, has paid big dividends. Conditions must be harmonious 
in North Carolina for the committee on grievance report "no 
arguments, no appeals and \\ e hope no grievances." 

OHIO : Ohio claims to be the largest Grand Council in the 
world. On May 31, 1944, their membership was 25,340. They 
had a net gain of 1,734 for the year. 

TENNESSEE : At a meeting of Pride Council No. 103, on 
October 30, 1943, there was present General Grand Master 
\lll. Frank Wells. The council had prepared a splendid program, 
the best part of which ·was the 96 candidates greeted on that 
occasion. Later, Knoxville Council united with Pride Council 
in conferring the Super-Excellent degree on a class of 145. I t  
proved to  be  the second best year in  the history of the Grand 
Council. 

GENERAL GRAND COUNCIL 

LOUI SIANA : The Grand Council of Louisiana 1s setting 
aside $100.00 annually for triennial purposes. 
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MICHIGAX : Grand l\Iaster Carpenter reported that on 
October 30, 1 9-1-3, he had appointed Companions Freel \ .  Young, 
Holl is  J. Colyer and Francis L. Bauer to i m·estigatc the subject 
of affiliat ion with the General G rand Council .  The committee 
rccommencJed that we apply for affiliation at the triennial a:­
sembly in 1 945, but t he committee on j urisprudence succeeded 
in postponing considerat ion unti l  the next annual assembly. 

OH I O : The G rand !\laster of \ ermont, in his address, aid : 

" I  cannot for the I i  f e o f  me sec wh erein this Grand Council gains one 
vital or necessary benefit from membership in the General Grand Coun­
ci l .  I know t hat in ugge t ing thi I inrnr the t rong disapproval of  most 
:\fa onic leaders." 

The tatement inspired Grand Recorder vValcutt, of Ohio, to 
say : 

"The last sentence might be a valid reason for a careful reconsidera­
t ion of the first.  The ju risprudence committee commended the Grand 
:Master as one who is on fire with earnestn ess and suggested that h is  
own h igh enthusiasm m ight lead him to fai l  to understand the more 
conservative opinions of some of his associates. Might it not be better 
to make a construct ive suggestion as to what can be done by the Gen-

ral Grand Council to help the Grand Counci l ?" 

VERMONT : Grand 1Vlaster Rawson said : 

"I cannot, for the l i fe of me, sec wherein this Grand Council gains one 
vital or necessary benefit from membership in the General Grand Body. 
T rue, I m;y be one of the woefully uninformed in this respect. I t  is a 
bi l l  o f  expense without which the :Most Worshipfu l  Grand Lodge is doing 
very nicely. In our financial condit ion, the money can be expended to 
better advantage in the improvement and betterment of the Cryptic 
Rite, right here at home. I believe we should, temporarily at least, sep­
arate. I know that in suggesting this I incur the st rong disapproval of 
most Masonic leaders. I also know that on the part of other s incere, 
s traight-thinking chapter and council members, the bel ie f that this 
should be done is becoming more widespread." 

The treasurer's report shows that $19.85 was paid the past 
year as per capita to the General Grand Council by the Grand 
Council  of Vermont. I t  would be interesting to know in what 
way Vermont could expend that amount of money and accom­
plish so much. The committee on Grand :Master's address ex-

pressed i tsel f as· "so thankful that one so able and wel l informed 
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as our Grand Master is to be among our Past Grand lV Iasters in 
t he years to cnme."  

JURI SPRUDENCE 

FLOR l DA : Two councils were supplied ,vi th duplicate char­
ters "so t hnt they may have one in  each city where t hey may 
1 1 1ect. This will avoid the 1 1  ·cessity of  one charter being car­
ried ( ro111  one place to t_he other wherever they may meet ."  

KAN SAS : Grand Master cl son reported that the manpower 
shortage and the legal requi rement for a quorum ha<l worked a 
hardship on many councils, and in  an effort to help them to open 
councils for business he had, on February 20, 1 943, i ssued an 
edict : 

"Five Royal and Select }.[asters may open a counci l  for t he  rec pt io11 
of pet i t ions and action t hereon, and the d ischarge of  such business a 
may regula rly come be fore i t ." 

He believed this would supply a permanent need, and would 
follm\ similar action taken by the Grand Chapter. A committee 
of Past GraJ1d 1/fasters approved the edict. 

NE\i\T HAMPSHIRE : A committee on jurisprudence ob­
sen ed that reductions in the amount of the fees to accompany 
an application for degrees should only be made a fter serious 
consideration, since such reductions do not ordinarily result in 
great benefit to the Order. 

OKLAHOMA : The Grand Master gave a dispensation to a 
council to receive and ballot on. petitions prior to the hour set 
for the stated assembly of the council. The jurisprudence com­
mittee presented the matter fo Grand Council, r<:porting that 
it had uniformly disapproved dispensation of this nature in the 
past, but that the Grand Council had approved them in face of 
what the committee believes to be the correct Masonic law and 
usage, and then in  face of this report the Grand Council again  
approved the Grand Master's action. 

SOUTH CAROLINA : A committee on jurisprudence dis­
cussed certain  proposed amendments, but apprehending the p·ro­
posals might give rise to discussion or debate, for which there 
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was no time at that a scmbly. recommended the po. tponemcnt 
o( consideration until the next assembly. 

\\ ISCONSil'\ : It was dccidecl that a resident of \\ ' isconsin 
moving temporarily out of  the State, with the intention of re­
turning after completing the temporary purposes of his remO\·al, 
docs not cause him to lo. e his \\'isconsin rcsiclcnce. 

MISCELLANEOUS 

CONN ECTJ CUT : One hundred thirty-five council members 
arc reported as being in the armed forces. 

I O\i\T : In the proceedings of the Gram! Council of Iowa the 
name of \Vard A. Rowbottom, of \\'isconsin, is reported as be­
ing G rand Lecturer of the Grancl Chapter of l\f issouri. \\ hilc 
our Grand Lecturer, George Marquis, has been i l l  for se\'eral 
months, nevertheless he would resent very seriously \Varel Ro,, ­
bottom leaving vVisconsin to take m er the work in  l'vl issouri. 

LOUISIA A :  Companion Robert ::\I. l\IcGchce has lcf t 
Lou isiana for Texas, but his Grand Council, recognizing his 
worth, p roceeded to elect him Honorary Grand Chaplain. 'Ne 
ha, e again located the Broken Golden Triangle of Columbian 
Council of New York ; it has been deposited with the Grand 
Council of Arkansas. 

ORTH DAKOTA : Grand Recorder Stockwell makes the 
following valuable suggestion : 

"I f the  council degrees arc to be presented cffecti\'Cly there must be 
definite t imes when they wil l  be presented. In  twenty years Fargo Coun­
cil has not failed to greet companions and thus maintain interest of offi­
cers and companions. Councils cannot ordinarily meet monthly during 
the season of September to June, but no counci l can function effectively 
without quarterly meetings, arid these meetings should be arranged so 
that there i s  not only degree work, but fellowship." 

OHIO : The only request we have discovered for con ferring 
o f  degrees made of an English jurisdiction was that of lVIariet,ta 
(Ohio)  Council to :Master's Council No. 1 R. & S. l\I. of London. 
The request was made and the degrees conferred. The Grand 
Council issued cards of identification to all companions in the 
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annetl service. This card was under seal o f  the Grand  Council, 
nml sign d by the Grnn<l Master and Grand Recorder ; it met 
with f;l\ orable recept ion upon the part of all re ipient .
