Wilson, and others, dernted 
much time to  the conferring of the Cryptic degrees throughout 
North Mi  ouri .  He  took great pride in  the conferring of the 
part o f  Zedehah in the Super-Excellent Master degree. Com­
panion Vannix was a good ritualist and gave unsparingly of his 
time in the promotion of American Rite i\Iasonry. His pa ing 
takes from our membership one of the last of the enthusiastic 
workers o f  a quarter of a century ago. Peace to his a hes. 

ROBERT B. STOLTZ 

The General Grand Council "as sad- .-----------. 
dened by the death of  Robert Bear Stoltz 
at his home in Columbus, Ohio, October 
2, 1 948. His  death occurred during the 
time of  the meeting of the General Grand 
Council ,  o f  which he was General Grand 
Principal Conductor of the Work, and 
had he l ived, he would have been ad­
vanced to the second position in the line. 

Robert Bear Stoltz was born :March 6, 
·1890, at Bradford, Ohio, and served his 
Grand Council as Grand Master in 1940. 
He received his education in the public

schools i n  Covington, Ohio, graduating from the high school in 
1908. He received the degree of Bachelor of Science in Agri­
culture at Ohio State University in 1912, and continued his 
studies i n  the University of Wisconsin. June 12, 1912, he was 
married i n  Columbus, Ohio, to Miss Marie Cassel, and they 
were the parents of four children. For thirty-six years he was 
a member o f  the faculty of the Ohio State University, and at 
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the t ime o f  his death was chairman and professor o f  Dairy 
Technology. He was secretary o f  the Nat ional Cheese Associ­
ation from 1 920 to 1923, and president of the American Dairy 
Science Association in 1934. He was an internat i onally known 
figure in dairy circles and in  1 937 visited New Zealand and 
Australia, studying dairy conditions in  those countries. He was 
a member o f  Delta Theta Sigma, Acacia ,  Gamma igma Delta, 
Faculty Club of Ohio State University ,  and several Masonic 
organizations. 

CONDITIO N  OF THE RITE 

ARIZONA : The Grand Master recommended that a special com­
mittee be appointed to meet with a l ike committee from the Grand 
Chapter to study and make recommendations to the Grand Council  on 
ways and means o f  more closely coord inating the work of  the member­
ship in the two bodies. All A rizona councils did w ork during the year. 

CALI FORN IA : Referring to the depression which h it Masonic bodies 
several years ago, the Grand Master e xpressed bel ief that n ine  out o f  
ten who dropped out of the council a t  that time could we l l  afford  to  pay 
dues ,  for they spent ten times that much every year in other w ays on 
food for the soul. They did not consider they had rece ived that soul 
nourishment when their lodge, or chapter, or council was conducted 
chiefly on the basis of their si tting rigidly and in  s i lence for hours on 
end, while they heard a recitation of the ritual no matter how wel l  it 
was rendered, and that refreshments offered at 1 1  :30 at n ight, when they 
wished to be at home in bed, were of l ittle attraction. He called attention 
to a pertinent comment : 

"This very temple is a monument to uninspired fraternal th inking. 
With the exception o f  this Commandery asylum and one other m eeting 
place, there is no other adequate social room connected w ith a lodge hall 
in the building. California Council has to rent a second lodge room every 
month, merely to provide a social hall. The builders of this temple had 
not gotten beyond the degree-mill stage o f  thinking in the ir  plans for 
fraternal meetings . . . .  I recommend that dinner meetings p recede as­
semblies, of far as possible . . . .  Al l  our councils are located in a terri­
tory where there is an  unending flow of speakers and entertainers. Movie 
clubs have many expert amateur photographers who are glad to show 
their films . . . .  I recommend that each officer should not fail to reach 
the council hall at least twenty minutes be fore the opening hou r, and 
keep on h is  feet, c irculating among the companions and m aking it a 
point to greet each one as he arrives . . . .  The instal lation serv ice o f  
our bodies are too long to  have two  i n  any one evening and  to  do j u stice 
to both without tiring the audience." 

A committee on York Rite Festival reported attempts to c reate in­
terest in a York Rite Festival in  Cali fornia, but added : 
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"There seems to be some difficulty in getting the cooperation of the Grand Commandery for these fcsti\'al . I don't know \\ hv. The\· arc a success wh rev er they arc done and timulatc intcrc;t in ihc Y cirk Rite degrees." D I ST R I  T OF COLUMBIA : The total member hip is now 1 .553, only 146 le s than the all-time high of 192-t 
IOWA : The net gain for the year wa 9.5 per cent, the record !Jc-in� made by 26 councils ,  only two of which showed a decrca e in mtmlier,hip. 
KENT K Y  : Grand Recorder McGaughcy reported that the large t gain o f  th year was made by a council that had been dormant ten ) ear -London ouncil No. 60. He found too many councils "jmt hanging on, with no on t rying to j ustify their existence." 
MAI N E : The Grand Master finds that jurisdictional line ha\'e not been changed ince 1870, which leaves several council with too large a territory and  too many Royal Arch 1fasons who are desirous of re­ceiv ing degr l i ving at too great a distance from the ncare t council. 
M I C H I GA1 : The net gain in membership for 1947 was only 288, a rather smal l  gain for a State with as many �[ason a 11 ichigan. Thirty-seven companions lost their standing when the charter of Giblum Council r o. 49 was surrendered. Michigan has 627 l ife memuers. Rev­enue is secured t h rough a per capita tax of 75 cents per member, and a fee for con ferring the Super-Excellent 1faster degree. An amendment to law provides that a l i fe mtmbership may be granted "in considera­tion o f  long and d i st inguished service to Cryptic 1Iasonry." But one has to be s ixty-fi ve years o f  age and must have been affiliated as a Cryptic Mason for no t  less than thirty years. It is now provided that an appli­cation for the  degrees may be made to any council in the jurisdiction, setting up concurrent j urisdiction between all councils. 
M I S S I S S I PPI : This j urisdiction reported a net gain of almost 20 per cent. I ts  membership is  now 4,066. Of the 38 councils reporting, 36 showed greetings and,  according to Grand Lecturer Gore : 
"The fu tu re bears out what many of us have maintained for se\'eral years-that n ea rl y  every man exalted in a Royal Arch Chapter will gladly becom e  a candidate for the council degrees if he is properly and enthusiastically approached and solicited by the Master or some other officer or member of a council." 
0 f the 1 ,05 1 candidates exalted in Royal Arch chapters, 638 become Royal and Selec t  Master. Here is what Grand Lecturer Gore said : 
"The Super- Excellent Master degree has been conferred on a large number o f  candidates during the year, and I firmly believe that this has been one o f  the g reatest possible boons in the upbuilding of our member­ship in Miss i ssippi. H aving risen. from 1,654 members in 1941 to our present m embership of 4,066, we may well feel that something out of 
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the ordinary has been instrumental in bringing_ thi  to _pass .. The _con­ferring of the S11pcr-Excellcnt degree has had its part 111 t l 1 1s acl 1 1evc­ment. "One of  the reasons the council degrees arc neg! ·clcd i that some comm11nities wait until a month or lwo be fore a hrin ceremonial to get their candidates ready to complete the work. The nat ura! 1·csult is that in this short time they arc prone lo want to skip the council degrees, hoping that the candidates will return later to receive them-'.' . . There arc now four S11pcr-Exccllcnt degree teams workmg 111 Mis-sissippi. 

MONTANA : Montana reported a net gain in member h i p  of almost 1 1  per cent. All councils conferred degrees, wi th the e xception of the council at Lewistown. The council at Bi l lings con ferred 149 degrees, making a net gain of 34.9 per cent. 
NEW YORK : Grand }.-faster Dobson told his Grand Counci l : 
"'We call ourselves the Empire State, and we are the largest State in the Union, and yet we have less than 7,000 Cryptic Ma  on , while our neighboring State of  Ohio has over 31 ,000." Apparently, Ohio is now the Empire State. 
NORTH DAKOTA : Only 3 North Dakota councils reported greet­ings during the year ; there are 9 councils in that j u risdict ion. 
OKLAHOMA : The net gain in Oklahoma for the year ending De­cember 31, 1947, was 288, an increase o f  more than 10  per cent. T his d id  not include members o f  a Council U .  D. 
ONTARIO : A very unusual thing is noted from the statistics o f  this Grand Council. There are 3 1 3  Royal and Select Masters i n  the j uris­diction, and 817 Royal Ark Mariners. The Royal Ark Mariner degree is controlled by the Grand Council and it would appear that there are 504 Royal Ark Mariners who are not members of the council .  This  i s  caused by the invasion of American j urisdiction by the  Royal Ark Mariner of Windsor, which council has 646 members o f  the 817 i n  the jurisdiction. 
RHODE I SLAN D :  The Grand Master expressed regret at the fai lure of the councils to exempl i fy the Super-Excellent degree, which may account for a net loss of 82 members. The ju risdiction recognizes this fact and refers to itsel f as standing alone in the unique, but regrettable, position of being the only Grand Council to report a loss in m embership. 
SOUTH CAROLINA : Grand Master Etheredge recommended that the control of the Super-Excellent Master degree be vested in sub­ordinate councils who shall determine the amount o f  fees, i f  any, to be charged. It would appear that the degree is not bein g  con fer red in South Carolina councils. The Grand Master quoted the  General Grand .Secretary of the General Grand Chapter as making a plea for the devo-
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t ion o f  more attention to the degree of Super-Excellent 1£a. ter, and in­sisted that the degree be exemplified at lea t once a year in South Caro­l ina. The Grand Council voted to defer action on the matter for a year, and in the meantime the degree will be given under the special authority and upervision of the Grand Master. 

TE ESSEE : Tennessee reported a tutal member hip or 3,988, the largest in the history of that Grand Council ; M9 were greeted during the year, the largest number ever greeted in any one year. 
T EX A S : The Grand Master finds there are many irregularitie exist­ing in Texas councils. These have to do with the proper election of  candidates, the  maintaining of  separate Looks and bank accounts for the council ,  a collection of minimum dues as pre cribed by Grand Council law. This undoubtedly is caused by the so-called Texas plan. One coun­c i l  wa i ssuing Ii fe memberships and gi\·ing a candidate the degree and l i fe membership for the minimum fee of $5.00. The largest council is Dalla Council No. 18, with 2,197 members ; they greeted 235 during the  year. 

T A H : Utah has only J councils ; they arc located in Salt Lake City, Provo and Ogden. An attempt was made to establish a new council at Price, but objections being made the matter was postponed. 
ERMO T :  Grand :Master Stacey called attention to the pc imism exi t ing in his ju risdiction which seems to have permeated the organi­zation for the past thirty-three years. He calls it an inferiority complex in Council  Masonry, but doesn't believe the feeling to be justified. He said : "The firs t  rule of success in selling is to first believe in what you are sel l ing. Let's get optimistic about Council fasonry and then we will have no t rouble in getting new members. :My only recommendation is that we banish this i nferiority complex which we have had so long and start talking about the fine degrees of the Cryptic Rite, and get down to the business o f  going ahead and stop looking for the undertaker." The Grand Recorder says the trouble is that when plans are explained to the Grand O fficers they have "yes-yessed the idea, and gone home to forget." WISCONSIN : Wisconsin shows a total membership of an even 6,000, the net gain for the year being 249, a l itt le more than 4 per cent. 

ENGLAND AND WALES 

The annual meeting of the Grand Council of Royal and Select 1fasters o f  England and Wales was held in London, at the Cafe Royal, April 20, 1948. Sir  Henry McMahon continues to preside as Grand Master ; Dr. C. H. Perram is h is  Deputy. It was reported that during the past year a tutal o f  343 new members had been admitted. One new council was war-
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ranted in l\l'lv South Wales, to be known as Peel Council . 65 ; it was 
cons tituted in the presence of over 90 companions, aud there , ere reprc­
scntat iVL·s from each of the 12 councils in cw South V ales. 

FINANCIAL 

CALI FORNIA : The Grand 1fastcr found that in flat ion , a ·  catch ing 
up with the council, and that the present standard of fees and dues was 
set at a t ime when fewer people earned $2.00 a day than now a rn  $2.00 
an hour. He mentions specifically one council which when e tabl i shed 
paid $-1.00 a month rent, at a time when that was a very material i tem ; 
they now pay more than six times that amount monthly. Formerly, coun­
cils could have frequent dinners paid for from counci l  funds ; now it 
becomes necessary to charge each member for his dinn r. He uggested,  
as a remedy, increased fees and dues. 

CONNECTICUT : The Grand Cou ncil found it necessary to increase 
per capita tax 10 cents per member. 

IDAHO : The Grand Council voted to collect a greet ing fee of $ 1 .00 
for each companion greeted during the year, and 75 cents per capita for 
each companion on the roll of  constituent councils. 

PENN SYLVANIA : The Grand Council has finally completed its 
liquidation of some Masonic Temple bonds of the Allentown Associa­
tion. They received 60 cents on the dollar. 

RHODE ISLAND : Per capita tax was increased 10 cents per member 
to cover increased expense and diminishing income. 

WI SCONSIN : The Grand Master recommended an i ncrease in  an­
nual dues to a $2.00 minimum, and an increase in  fees to a min imum of 
$15.00. Both proposit ions were defeated. 

VERMONT :  One council is indebted to the Grand Council i n  the 
amount of $300.00. 

GENERAL GRAND COUNCIL 

CANADA, WESTERN : Melvin M. Downey, reporting for the com­
mittee on correspondence, said : 

"The most important subject is the question o f  the affiliation o f  this 
Grand Council with the General Grand Council .  This question has been 
tabled for a year. There still remains a number of G rand Councils in 
the United States which are not members of the General Grand Council. 
The Grand Councils of  Eastern Canada, Ontario, England, Scotland 
and the number of  referred to in  the United  States are i ndependent 
Grand Councils, as we are at present." 

Just what an independent Grand Council means is not e xplained. So 
:far as we know, all American Grand Councils are i ndependent-and very 

--, 
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independent ,  i f  you a k us. A bet ter term for the e Grand Council 
would he "non-coop ·rat ing Grand Council ." At any rate, the motion 
pro iding for affi l ia t ion with General Grand Council was laicl on the 
table to be taken up at the next annual as cmbly, and this wa, followed 
by a mot ion of l3cn Bailey, seconded by S. H. :\l itldlcton, nrging clo er 
cooperation w i th  the  Grand Council of Ea tern Canada ancl with the 
Grand uncil of O ntario. 

HISTORICAL 

A R K A A Forty pages of  the Arkansas proceedings are d rntcd 
to a hi t ory of the Cryptic Rite in Arkansas, written by Pa t Grand 
Master Francis J .  cully. He has done an excellent job and several 
photographs and engravings enliven the article. 

E SEE : Grand Recorder Dos derntcs ele\·en pages of his 
p rocc ding t o  historical material dealing with the early hi story of the 

ouncil and the centennial of the organization in Tennessee. 
Com panion Doss continues to quote from some ob olete material, e pe­
cial ly where he refers to  the fact that the degrees were at one time side 
degree o f  the A. A. S. R. There might be some question as to the de!,!rce 
of 1 ct M aster, but there is no place on record where the Supreme 
Counci l  o f  t he  Scottish Rite ever controlled the degree of Royal :\laster, 
or t hat  o f  uper-Excellent Master, and certainly not in their pre cnt 
form. 

JURISPRUDENCE 

DIST RICT OF COLUMBIA : The Grand Master decided that it 
would not be proper to grant the courtesy of exchanging representatives 
with the Grand Council of Virginia because the degrees were con ferred 
in t h e  body o f  a chapter and the Virginia Royal and Select Mastef"s have 
no a llegiance to General  Grand Council. 

O H I O : The question was presented to the Grand Master as to whether 
a Royal A rch Mason receiving his degree under the Grand Chapter of 
England, which does not require the preceding three degrees of the 
chapter, may petit ion and receive the council degrees. The committee 
on j ur isp rudence said the Grand Master's decision that the petitioner 
was i neligible was correct. 

MISCELLANEOUS 

CAN ADA, WESTERN : Grand Master Harris visited Alberta Pro­
vincial Counci l  No. 5, at Lethbridge, where he i nstalled officers. The 
Royal A rk Mariner degree was conferred by officers of this group, and 
cards were presented to several companions, among them being John 
Haglund and F. E. Van DeMark, of Cut Bank, Mont. Grand Master 
Harris probably didn't realize he was invading American jurisdiction

in conferring- this degree upon American companion . The j urisdiction 
has 387 Royal and Select Masters, of  whom 181 arc Royal Ark Mariners. 
The committee on Cryptic Masonry reported that the counci l  at Lcth­
bridge, with 54 members, has the largest membership in the ju risdiction, 
"and there is constant vi sitation between Montana and Alberta, through 
Leth bridge." 

DI STRICT OF COLUl'vlBIA : The fourth annual York Rite Reunion 
of the bodies of  the District of Columbia was held in ovember, 1947, 
and concluded with the conferral o f  the Order of Malta in full form on 
96 candidates. A banquet at the fay0ower Hotel featur d the occasion, 
the highlight of which was an address by Sir Knight Robert H. J ackson, 
Associate Justice of the U. S. Supreme Court. 

LOUISIA NA : A special assembly of  Grand ouncil wa held April 
20, 19-17, for the purpose of constitu t ing Louis B .  Fru ha Counci l  U. D. 
at DeRidder. A special card form of  certificate i s  being is  ued to com­
panions with twenty-five and fifty year member hips .  

MAI NE : The Grand Master believes that l i fe  tenur for Grand Rep­
resentatives is wrong, when Grand Representatives do not attend Grand 
Council assemblies for fifteen or twenty years, i t  not only deprives some 
jurisdiction of proper representation, but i t  also deprive ome loyal 
and faithful companion from representing that ju r i sdiction. 

l\IICHIGAN : About 250 guests sat down to a d inner in the Crystal 
Ballroom of the :Masonic Temple in  Detroit on the occasion of a recep� 
tion to Grand 1Iaster Ballantine, Past Grand H igh Priest Smith act ing 
as toastmaster. The meeting was honored by former Governor Wilbur 
Brucker, the present Senior Grand Warden of  the Grand Commandery, 
Knights Templar of Mich igan, who was the speaker of the even ing. 

NEBRASKA : The proceedings contain the minutes of the Knights o f  
the York Cross of Honor, S i r  Galahad Priory 1 o .  7 .  I t  was  reported 
that many members were dimitting in order to affiliate wi th  the newly 
formed Charles Clyde Hunt Priory in I owa. Carl R .  Greiscn, Grand 
Recorder of the Grand Council, is Prior o f  the Nebraska P riory. 

NEVADA : The smallest Grand Council is evada, w i th  137 m em-
bers. The three councils greeted 24 candidates during the  year. The 
Grand Council declined to permit the grant ing o f  honorary membership 
to one who was not in attendance at Grand Council, believing i t  would 
cheapen the honor. 

NEW HAMPSH IRE : Grand Master Henry believes that the annual 
assembly should be held in t he town and in the council hall of which 
the Grand Master i s  a member. Apparently no action was taken on the 
suggestion. 

NEW YO RK : The Grand Council was greeted by Mayor Bernard J .  
Dowd, of  the  City o f  Buffalo. You are right, he  i s  not  a Freemason. 
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I LA H OMA : On October 23, 194i, Grand :\la tcr Chri tian, o f  Texa , brought a Texas team to  Hugo, Okla., to confer the Royal and Select Ma ter degrees on a cla s of 23 candidates. 
"TAR I Q : The proceedings of the Grand Council of Ontario record the establ i shment of Pyramid Council, at �iagara Fall , which worked under di pen ation until 1fay I ,  1948, when a cl1arter wa officially p resented. The inst ructor for that district said : 

" Pyramid ouncil, although formed in iagara Falls, Ont., is com­po eel o f  member of Temple Council of Niagara Falls, �- Y., which in turn originated from Bruce Council in Lockport. ).[any members are wel l  ver  eel in the American ritual and it will require a little more time be ore all are proficient in Ontario work." P E  'N Y LVA IA : Washington Council No. 1 held an extra as­s mbly on October 31 ,  1947, for the purpose of observing its 100th anni­ver ary. As a feature o f  the entertainment the history of Alfred Creigh was read, and also the history o f  Washington Council Ko. 1 .  
0 TH DAKOTA : The attention of  the  Grand Council was called to a s tatement made by the Grand Master of Cali fornia, where refer­ence was made to the present standard of fees and dues, set long ago w hen rent and salaries were one-sixth of what they are now. Printing expen e have also increased. 

TENN ES SEE : The traveling triangle from Columbian Council in New York City is now traversing the jurisdiction of Tennessee. It is, at present, in t he hands of Clarksville Council No. 105. 
VERMONT : J. Harold Stacey, who has just retired as Grand Master o f  the Grand Council, has a unique place in Vermont Freemasonry never equaled by any other living member. He has presided over Grand Lodge, Grand Chapter, Grand Council, Grand Commandery, and the Council o f  Deliberation of the Scottish Rite. At the 1948 con ference of Grand Masters he was selected as chairman, and in October last was honored by the General Grand Council by appointment in the official line. 

MISSOURIANS 

ARKA N SAS : I ntroduced to the Grand Council of Arkansas were Companions Cornelius D. Struble, Robert E. Armstrong, Bruce H. Hunt, E. M. Campbell, all of Missouri. Grand Master Walter Hick­mon reported attendance at the Grand Council and Grand Chapter of  Missouri in  1948, where he was received with every courtesy. He said : 
"A few years ago we had a difference with the companions in Mis­souri  over j u risdiction. We thought we didn't like them, and we knew we didn't like what they had done . . . . But our differences were soon forgotten and today we think more of Missouri than we ever would have thought had something not brought us together." 
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"A LI FOR1 TA : In the list o f  representatives at the annual  assembly, 
we note the name of i\larshall A. ragg, Master of Hol lywoo<l ouncil 
No. 33. The name will be easily recogniz cl by his compani n in Kansas 
City, Mo., where he once made his home. 

IOWA : George C. Marc1uis, Elvin K. Luff and Ray V. Denslow 
were marked up as visitors at the annual assembly in  April ,  1948. 

KANSAS : Two Missourians presented themselves at the assembly 
of the Grand Council of  Kansas ; they were Robert 0. v\/hitaker and 
George C. Marquis. Both were officially presen ted. 

OKLA HOMA : William E. Crowe is the newly elected rand Master 
of Oklahoma. At one time, he was a student in M issou ri University. 

NEW COUNCILS 

CALIFORN IA : Companions at Ta ft, Cali f., have petit ioned for a 
council charter. Fernando Valley Council U. D. was institu ted i\,fay 3 1 ,  
1947. 

CO NNECTICUT : A new council, known as Adam attig Council 
No. 35, has been formed at Mil ford. 

IOWA : Rockford Council No. 43 was chartered Apri l  1 7, 1947. 

TENN ESSEE : A new council, Tipton-Greer Council, has been estab­
lished at Loudon. Another council was established at Cookevil le .  

RECOGNITION 

OHIO : A special committee reported that no progress had been made 
in the matter of recognition of Cryptic degrees conferred in  Royal A rch 
Chapters. They said : 

"We still hope that West Virginia will at some time form a Grand 
Council either as a part of the Grand Chapter or  as a separate organ­
ization, and confer the three degrees as is done in this j uri sdiction, or 
adopt such procedure as wilt enable us to do that which we most earnestly 
desire to do, but cannot under the century old law of our Grand Council, 
namely 'accord fu ll  recognition and interchange of Cryptic relations.' " 

REVIEW 

TEXAS : Reviewer Joiner discusses the Virginia and West Virginia 
situation, and we believe it is worth republishing : 

"Analysis shows that G. :M. refused 'because the Cryptic Masons of 
Virginia held no allegiance to the General Grand Council ,' whi le J P  
committee agreed because Grand Council o f  District o f  Columbia had 
not recognized the council degrees as conferred in V irginia. Both missed 
the question a mile, and we submit it for consideration in Texas. \Ne 
have recognized the council degrees as conferred in Virginia, and permit 
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inter-visitat ion and <limits from and to that juri diction. But and this 
!s th� p�i1_1t the Di t rict mi ed altogether : The equencc: of tl�c de�r cs
