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s incere and fai thful labor, whether in building material structures or  
in  bui ld in g charact er. Everywhere we  arc taught that a laborer is 
worthy of his h i re and that we may worship God by doing our 
task well .  

Laws :  Freemasonry has its written and its unwritten law. The 
unwrit ten law is just as important and binding as the written law, 
i f  not more so, because it preceded the written law. l\Iany of our 
l egal minds fail to under land the importance of trad it ion, or the un­
written law of  l· rcemasonry. True, we hav.c written laws, printed 
and dis tr ibuted ,  but  these may change from time to t ime, while 
the unw ritten law-never. 

Lecture : While many members retire at the conclusion of the 
dramatic sect ion of the degree, yet they arc missing some of the 
most i n te rest i n g  and importan t features of that degree. The resume, 
or conclu ion ,  contains the real teach ing of what has gone before, 
and the member owes i t  to the officer giving  the lecture, to remain 
unt i l  the degree  has been co�pleted, together with the lecture. 

Legends : M ost of our degrees arc evolved from certain historical 
facts, but  the c facts are interlaced with a certain amoun t of J ewish, 
and M asonic  trad i t ion ,  which constitute the legends of Freemasonry. 
A fe r  al l ,  no real Harm is done in so doing, for it is our business to 
t each great Truths,  and if these can be taught by le gend or symbol, 
why  should  anyone object. Nor should a companion argue over the 
s ize of the t wo great columns, the length of  a cubit ,  the amount of 
gold i n  the Temple,  or other matters which are of no moment i n  
conveyin g o u r  instruct ion t o  t h e  novit iate.

Manasseh : One  of  the twelve tribes .  
Manna :  The  bread

°

with which our forefathers were fed on their  
j ourney thro u gh the wilderness.  The J ews were ordered t o  preserve 
some of  the manna by placin g  i t  w i th in  the Ark of the Covenant, and 
this reference appears i n  the r i tual of  the Select Master degree. I t  
was a resinous  gum. 

Mark : On the l e gendary squares found on the subst itute ark was 
a mark which ident ified the  owner of the square. No other reference 
appears in the Cryptic Ri te  to  the M ark or its use. The Cryptic Rite is 
p la in ly not  included in the  Mark series of degrees-referred to as 
Keys tone  Masonry. 

Marshal : One of  the officers of  a Council whose duties are con­
fined  to conduct ing processions and certain ritual ist ic  duties. 

Master : The pr incipal officers of  a Council  of Royal and Select 
Masters ; h is  t i t le  is  " I l lustr ious Master," a title w hich he retains 
after he has given way to his successor. His associate officers, all 
seated in the East, are the Deputy Master, and the Principal Con-
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which this ceremony is carried out is indicative of the enthus iasm 
of  the Council. This ceremony is  ri tual istc and follows that  of sym­
bolic Freemasonry. No Council may confer degrees or t ransact 
business until it shall have been opened by those competent and 
authorized to do so.  The Master of a Council , or in his  absence ,  the 
Deputy Master, Principal Conductor of the Work, or a Past Master, 
may perform this ceremony, if he has a quorum of n ine  members.

Pashur : A legendary character referred to in the degree o f  Super­
Excellent Master; he was traditionally a H ebrew and one of the 
advisers to King Zedekiah, h is  advice being such as t o  bri ng  de-
struction upon Jerusalem. • 

Passed the Circle : Those who receive the degree  of Select  Master 
are said to have "passed the circle in Ancient Craft 1vlasonry," having 
completed their circuit of education, as wel l  as  having  learned the 
symbolism of the circle which represents perfect ion .  

Password: Most societies have a word of admiss ion,  most often 
referred to as the password. Such words are usually col lected from 
the membership, either when in sess ion, or at the door, as they enter 
the hall. The password gets its name from the fact that many de grees 
had words which were carefully concealed ; before this word could 
be communicated, an inquirer would employ a pass word, or cover­
word, removing a chance of incorrectly communicat ing the true 
word. Pass words served as a protection to the word. 

Penal Sign : No explanation of this should be n ecessary to any 
member. 

Penalty : For failure to do that which is right there is always a 
penalty. For the Freemason who fails to carry out  what h e  has 
promised voluntarily, the only penalty is that of a guilty consc ience. 

Per Capita Tax : Council members pay dues to the Recorder of 
their Council ; the Council pays per capita tax to the Grand Council .  
This for many years constituted the sole means for carry ing  on the 
activities of the Grand Council. Several years ago, the income drop­
ping below normal levels, a greeting fee of $ 1 .00 was added. The 
present per capita tax in Missouri is 70c on each member  borne on 
the rolls of a Council as of December 31st of each year. 

Perfection : The completion of the symboli c  knowledge con ferred 
in a Council. See "Circle." 

Petition: Those who receive the degrees, or who affiliate in Coun­
cils, do so by means of a petition which they are required to s ign 
in person. Other information may be cal led for, such  as a ge ,  res i­
dence, date of birth, lodge and chapter membership.  T h e  names of 
at least two members who know the petitioner and who wil l  recom­
mend him for membership are required on the pet it ion.  This  p et i t ion 
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is read before the Council ,  referred to a committee, and reported upon, whereupon ballot i s  spread, resulting in either election or reject ion.  Petit ioner : One who presents a petition, whether for degrees or affil iat ion ,  must be a member in good standing of both lodge and chapter, and must be recommended by at least two members of the Counci l  he petit ions.  Pharaoh: Referred to in the degree of Super-Excellent Master. His  E gyptian Army was a constant threat to the peace of Jerusalem. Prayer : Freemasonry does not prefer ca1111ed prayers, but i t  does prefer such a prayer to an unsatisfactory prayer, and to this end has prepared certain d ignified expressions of thanks and gratitude to the Great A rchitect for use in opening and closing in the various degrees.  Where a minister is present, it i s  the custom to call upon h i m  in open ing and closing. Those who invoke the divine blessing should understand that there may be men of many faiths in his audience,  and that nothing should be said in the prayer which might cause offense .  Preceding Degrees : Some reference i s  made in the r itual to pre­ceding  degrees.  This reference in one case refers to the symbolic degrees of the lodge ,  and the capitular degrees of the chapter. Again, i t  may refer to that of Royal Master, or  Select Master. The idea in us ing  the word is to insure the Council that the one taking the de­grees is qual ifie d  by having assumed the obl igations of all the pre­requis ite degrees. Pr inc ipal Conductor of the Work : The third officer of a Council of Royal and Select Masters ; he  presides in the absence of the Master  and Deputy Master ; he  corresponds to the Jun ior Warden o f  a Lodge, but is seated in the East with his associates. Prophesies : The conflict ing prophesies of Ezekiel and Jeremiah (at l east  they appeared conflicting at the time) are presented to the candidate in the degree of Most Excellent  Master. Ezekiel had said that  Zedekiah .should never see Babylon. Jeremiah had said that Zede­kiah shoul d  be taken bound to Babylon. This appeared conflicting, but from the B ible we learn that both prophesies were accurate. -Zede­kiah did not  see B abylon, al though he died there, the reason being that he was taken captive  to Babylon, and before he had arrived there, h i s  eyes were put  out. Thus was fulfilled the two contradictory prophesies .  

Proxy : The authority or power to act for another. I n  Freemasonry, certain officers are by r ight  ent it led to be present and vote at annual meet ings o f  their grand bodies. Where one of these officers canno� be present, there are certain methods by which they may appoint someone to represent  them. This i s  done through a proxy, which is noth ing more than an ass ignment o f  right to a designated individual. 
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A proxy is usually entitled to the same rights as the one to whom 
the right was originally given. The Grand Master very often des ig­
nates some one to act in his stead, in which case, the party named 
is said to be the pro:ry of the Grand Master. 

Prudence: One of the cardinal principles of Freemasonry,  but 
again brought to our attention in the degree o f  Super-Excel lent 
Master. 

Punishment: Freemasonry has but three methods of punishment .  
They arc, in the order of their importance : ( 1)  Expuls ion ; (2) sus­
pension ; (3)  reprimand. Only the Council may vote such punish­
ment, and even that may ho subj ect to review by the Grand Council 
which acts as a court of appeal. 

Purple : A Royal color, and very properly used as the color o f  
the Cryptic Rite. 

-Q-

Quorum: The law requires the presence of nine or more members ,  
all members of the Council, before a Council may be  opened .  The 
reason i s  that in· e lecting members, in voting out  funds, or in  chang­
ing the · 1aws, there should be ample opportunity for d iscuss ion and  
expression o f  opinion. Even the Grand Council i s  required to  h ave a 
quorum of Councils before it may open in annual assembly .  

-R-

Raps: (See "Knocks") Made with a gavel. A means o f  cal l ing  up  
or  seating a Council ; also employed in  the  ritual is t ic  work. 

Receipts, Dues : Each member of a Council who pays annual  dues 
is  entitled to a receipt for that payment ;  this  is  termed a receipt for 
dues. This form is prescribed by the Grand Council and  cons ists  of 
a small receipt card, embordered with purple ,  and at  the  top the  
year of  payment. The receipt i s  signed by the Recorder  o f  the  
Council, and on the back is a certificate showing that  your Council  
works regularly under the jurisdiction of a G rand Council universally 
recognized throughout the world. 

Received: Candidates in the degree of Royal Master are received. 
Recorder : The Recorder of a Council is the secretarial officer 

through whom all correspondence and business o f  the Council 
should pass. He receives all money due the Council and pays them 
over to the Treasurer. He keeps the minutes, or records o f  meet ings, 
hence the title of Recurder. A good Recorder is the  most valuable 
officer of a Council. 

Regulations: Laws for the government of Councils, whether writ­
ten or unwritten ;  anything having to do with regulati n g  the  pro-
cedure of a Council. 

Reprimand: The least punishment that ·may be inflicted upon a 
member of a Council is a reprimand. Such punishment i s  inflicted only 
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in rare cases ,  and usually for sl ight offenses. The punishment is spec ified in  the hope that it may have a salutary effect upon him who received the repr imand. Reprimands arc usually adminis tered by the Master of the Council, or by one deputed by him. I n  every case, the companion charged with giving the reprimand should be one generally looked up to by the membership and bear ing a reputation for just ice, mercy and equity. Such a reprimand should not be given during the heat of argument or passion,  but after the s cars of the trial have passed. Resolutions : At t imes the pol icy of a Council, or even a Grand Counci l ,  may be ex pressed in the form of a Resolut ion. This does not have the  e ffect of a law and may be repealed at any time by enact ing  a new resolut ion.  Grand Council often passes a Resolution which remains in effect unt i l  repealed. At times, Councils may pre­pare resol ut ions of sympathy at the death of a companion, or they may m e m orial ize the Grand Council .  R eturns, Annual : Each Council  is required by law to make an annual report to the Grand Council·; this report is referred to as a11mial retiirns. It is the  duty of the  Recorder of a Council to do the actual mak ing  of the returns , but it is the express duty of the Master to see  that  the  returns are made. The return gives the l ist of officers for the ensu ing  year, names of those receiving degrees, with dates, those affil iated, reins tated, suspended, expelled, dimitted and died. To this is added the  name of all members who have served as Master of the Counci l ,  and certa in stat ist ical information necessary for an examinat ion made by ·the Committee on Returns 6f the Grand Coun­c i l ,  who  go over  all the records and report to the Grand Council. The per iod covered by the return is the calendar year, ending De­cember 3 1 s t. Reuben : One  of the  twelve tribes.  Riblah : The site of the camp of Nebuchadnezzar during the siege of Jerusalem. I t  was  located some distance from Jerusalem and Babylon. Rights and Honors : An  expression used in  the degree of Royal Master. The acceptance to membership in the degree is considered to be the  r ight  of any Royal Arch Mason. That it is an honor is the generally accepted opin ion of those who receive it . Rit e :  A so lemn or formal observance, as rites of Freemasonry. We refer t o  the  Crypt i c  Rite, by wh i ch  w e  mean the ceremonies in the t hree degrees o f  the r ite .  Rolls : Our forefathers had no  pr inted books. Whatever was written was on  papyrus or  sk in  and fas tened to two st icks, so  that i t  might be rol led from one  onto  the o ther. The Torah, sacred book of the Jews,  was so wr i tten .  Royal and Select  Masters employ the rolls in their  ceremonial work. 
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Royal : Having con nect ion with royalty. Our de grees be i ng  formed 
with representatives of Kings as our principal  characters ,  we  feel 
free to refe r to the word roj,al in many ways. 

Royal Arch Degree : Every Council member i s  r qu ired to be  a 
member of a Chapter of Royal Arch M asons .  

Royal Master : The first degree of the Crypt ic  Rite .  The fi rst record 
of this degree is in the records of Columbian Coun ci l  o f  N cw York 
City, where Thomas Lownds is stated to have conferred the  d e gree, 
September 2,  18 10. It  is hardly possible that the degree sprung in to  
being on a single night, but that i t  must  h ave been  conferred  pre­
vious to that date. 
• The degree cannot be conferred on anyone who  has no t  rece ived 
the degree of Royal Arch Mason, and is regarded as  pre paratory 
to that of Select Master with which it has been in t imate ly  con n e cted 
for more than a century and a quarter. W hile the degree is  s ho rt ,  yet  
it contains some very beautiful passages  of r i tual ,  and i ts  lecture  
i s  a most in teresti�g explanation of certain art ic les  i n  the  Sanctum 
Sanctorum of  the  Temple.

Sacred Law : A reference is made in the Super-Excel l e n t  M as­
ter degree to the placing of the Sacred Law in  the cen ter  o f  t h e  
camp. The VSL there referred t o  would · be t h e  O l d  Testameut. 
However, we of today still refer to the B ible  a s  t h e  Sacred Law.  

Sanctuary : Any sort o f  a secret spot, or place o f  worsh ip .  K ing  
Solomon's Temple. had its sanctuary. Not  to be  con fused  w i th  the  
Sanctum Sanctorum. 

Sanctum Sanctorum : The Latin words mea n i n g  ho ly  of ho l i es ; 
hence the most sacred place i n  the Jewish temple,  s o  s acred  that  
even the High Priest alone was  permitted to  enter  i t ,  and  h e  but  
once a year on  the  Day of the  Atonement .  

The Sanctum Sanctorum held  but one object ,  the  A rk o f  t h e  Cov­
enant, and those things contained in it. The inner  Temple  was  i n  the  
shape of  a double cube, the sanctum sanctorum occupy ing  the  i nn e r, 
or western part of the structure, and the  sanctuary the  o u t e r  o r  
eastern part o f  the building. 

Satraps : These were governors of the Persian Prov in ces a n d  are  
referred to  in  the Super- Excel lent M aster degree. Actua l ly ,  they  
were under military officers to  the King and undoubtedly a ccom­
panied their chief on h is mil itary expeditions, as they did N ebuchad­
ttezzar at Riblah. 

Saul : Father of King David, and grandfather of K i n g  Solomon.  
He was  the  first King of Israel. 

Scripture :  All M asonic degrees contain excerpts from the  Scrip­
tures. Freemasons rarely refer to the Holy W ri t ings a s- Scr iptures, 
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but to the Holy D ible, Book of the Sacred Law, or, as our English 
friends say, the Volume of the Sacred Law (VSL) ,  which includes any of the Holy Books of any fa ith. 

Select Master : No one knows where this degree had its origin; 
it is very s im ilar  in material to the "Select of 27" conferred by 
Moses ohen in J amaica as early as November 9, 1790. Abraham 
J acobs probably brought the degree to New York where, about 
1 804, he conferred it upon Thomas Lownds, a well known New York 
brother.  However, there is a claim by Maryland brethren that one 
Henry W ilmans introduced the degree from Germany about 1 792, 
in which year he organized a Council of Select Masters. 

The degree is regarded as the summit of Ancient Craft Masonry, 
for w i thout the explanations given in its ritual the full understanding 
of the symbolism of the Royal Arch cannot be had. The degree ac­
counts for the preservat ion and concealment of those essentials of 
the c raft brought to l i ght at the building of the second Temple. I t  
exempl ifies  an instance of justice and mercy exercised by the great 
patron of the Craft towards one who was overzealous. While the 
d e gree of Super-Excellent Master follows, the symbolism of Ancient 
Craft Masonry is completed in  the degree of Select ·Master, and all 
b us iness  of a Council is transacted in the body of the Council of. 
Select Masters. 

Sentinel : An officer of the Counci l .  His station is outside the door 
and  corresponds to that of t i ler of a lodge. One who s erves in a 
s i m ilar  capacity in t he Gran d Council is known as a Grand Sentinel. 

Sentry : One  w ho is doing guard duty . .  A sentinel .  
Shekinah : This  v i s ibl e presence  of the  Deity between the cherubim 

disappeared following the dest ruction of the Temple. Nor did it ap­
p ear  in any of the later  Templ es·. It had depart�d forever. 

Signs : Means of i d ent ification, b ut rarely used except in the ritual­
i s t i c  c eremoni es and for purposes of examination. They are usually 
assoc iated w i t h  the r it ual i s t ic  work of the degree and have a definite 
relat ion to the degree. 

Silver Trowel, Order of:  R eferred to as Thrice Illustrio1u Master 
degree, or Order of Ano inted Kings. Missour i  uses the desig�ation 
Si lver Trowel .  I t  is  an honorary d egree conferred upon all who have 
served as Master  of a Coun ci l ,  but all those receiving it must petit ion 
the Order and be e l ect ed. I t  is conferred at the annual assembly of 
the Grand Counci l ,  m uc h  as the Order of High Priesthood is con­
ferred at Grand Chapt er.  

Simeon : O n e  of the twelve tr ibes. 
Sissinna : A Persian Satrap, or governor of a Province. 

Snuffers : Part  of the  furn i tur e  of the Temple, used for extinguish-

i n g  the  l ights : . . 
Soleemah : A Hebrew word w hose  exact  m eanmg is not cl ear. 



32c CRYPTIC MASON RY I N  1949 [ April, 

Somr wrilcrs say it is a corruption of the name of Solomon. 
South Gate : One of the gates of the Temple and one  of those 

most frequently used according to Masonic tradition. 
Square (The Figure) : This is a figure of four sides, equal in l ength 

and angles. It i s  one of  the symbols of  the Ri te ,  the expla n at ion 
in the monitor reading: 

"The square is one of the most significant of the emblems of Ma­
sonry. Its four equal sides subtended by four perfect a n gles ,  sym­
bolize the four cardinal virtues, which arc imprinted upon the 
memory and en graven upon the very soul o f  every true  Mason : 
Temperance, Fortitude, Prudence and Justice . . . .  I t  a lso represents 
the encampment of the children of Israel,  w i th three t r ibes on 
each side." 

Square (And Compasses) :  This Square is always an emblem of  
morality ; i t  i s  the badge of the Master; it is  a par t  of the Grea t  
Lights. It requires no  explanation to the  Freemason.  The · same 
Square i s  to be  found, used in  the same manner as in Symbolic Free­
masonry, in the degrees of th� Cryptic Rite. A Masonic  Square 
should be one of equal arms, and not a measuring square marked i n  
inches. I t  i s  a method of trial and not of measurement. 

Steps : As in other degrees, the Council has its symbolic s teps ,  a l l  
of which are explained as the ceremony goes on .  

Steward: An officer of  the  Council similar to  the Jun ior  Deacon 
• of  the Lodge. I n  the Grand Council a similar officer becomes a 

Grand Steward. 
Sun, Moon, and Stars of Heaven: Super-Excel lent M asters  are 

particularly warned against worshipping idols, images, or  n atural  
phenomena. 

Super-Excellent Master : The last <;legree of the Cryptic R i te ; i n  
some States conferred a s  a n  honorary degree. I t  has n o  connect ion ,  
either in history or symbolism, with the Royal and  Sel ect  Master  
degrees. I t  i s  an elaboration of a section of the Royal  Arch deal i n g  
with a historical period o f  Jewish history, t h e  pr incipal character� 
being Nebuchadnezzar, Zedekiah and Jeremiah. 

It is first referred to in the records of Columbian (N. Y.) Coun cil 
No. 1 ,  December 22, 1817, and at that date was conferred p receding 
the Royal and Select Master degrees. The .ritual o f  the degree has 
been completely revised and dramatized in recent  years,  re tai n i ng  
only the old grips, passes and history. I t  i s  regarded as one  o f  the  
most dramatic degrees i n  all Freemasonry when  properly exempl i­
fied. The degree is not conferred in some Grand Council  j ur isdict ions,  
especially in the Virginias. I n  other jurisdictions i t  i s  conferred 
once a year, during the time of the holding of the ·annual . a ssembly 
of a Grand Council. A Council which does not ,  or cannot confer 

ll 
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this degree, sh ould surrender its charter, for it is a degree which 
real ly gives l ife to Council ritual work. 

Supreme Architect of the Universe: A term used by the Mas onic 
fraternity in referring to th e Deity, carrying out the symbolism of 
the builder's art. Certainly, Freemas ons do not use the expression to 
belittle th e Deity, but to describe God as he wh o first is sued the 
fiat " Let there be Ligl�t." 

Suspension : Not so severe punishment is suspension. There arc 
two types of suspension, th e least of which is the ordinary suspen­
sion for non-paym ent of dues. This means only a loss of member­
ship while th e suspension prevails. Under ordinary circumstances 
th e m ere payment of back dues restores the lost membership. Ilut 
suspensi on by r eason of a trial on charges is a more serious offense 
and is usually for a d efinite period, a period fixed by the jury which 
tries the offending m ember or by the Grand Council which reviews 
the case. As a rule, wh en the time of suspension has expired the 

. reinstatem ent of the susp ended member is automatic. While under 
suspension a m ember is_ not permitted to hold Masonic communion 
,with another m em b er of the Council. As in the case of expulsion, 
the suspension of a m ember does not affect his standing in any 
other Masonic group. $uspension by a Lodge or Chapter does affect 
th e Council status of a m ember, because those bodies are pre­
requisite b odies. 

Symbols : The Council h as its symbols, m ost of which are fully 
expl ained in the lec tures, or in the ritualistic work. Needless to say, 
it corresponds t o  that of th e lodge and carries on lodge symbolism.

Temperance : One of the cardinal virtues of a Freemason, atten­
tion to which is again cal led in the degree of Super-Excellent Master . 
. Three Ancient Squares : The  Royal Arch M ason is acquainted with 
the use and origin of the three squares m entioned in Masonic legend. 
The l egend tel l s  us that the identification of certain sacred objects 
w as ob tained through recognition of three squares which possessed 
marks of identification. 

Three-Fold Tie: In some j urisdictions the phrase "a two-fold cord 
is strong, but a three-fol d tie is not  easily broken" is used. Those 
who use the phrase seld"om understand its origin and its direct 
application. Unfortunately, b eing an esoteric matter, it cannot be 
discussed at length in this artic le, but this little hint ·may give our 
readers a clue to its origin. The phrase  is first m entioned in the 
,vritings of R. J ud ah as quoted in the Jewish Encyclopedia; here it 
is given as the "three-fold cord that is not easily broken," and the 
allusion is to the j oint effort of Bath-Sheba, David and Nathan, to 
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save the throne for Solomon when Adonijah made plans for se iz ing 
the throne. 

Those who have received the O rder of  the Silver Trowel will 
understand the · background of history which preceded the enthron­
ing of Solomon. 

Thrice Illustrious : This term is almost obsolete in Missouri ,  with 
the exception of a portion of the ri tual of Royal  and Select Master,  
where reference is made to historical characters. W hen our r i tual i s  
remodeled this appellation may disappear along w i th  some other  

. illogical material. 
Token : A token is ordinarily, in Masonic language,  a grip .  I denti­

fication is  often required as one progresses in Freemasonry, and a 
token very often supplies this requirement. 

Torah : The sacred volume of the Jewish people .  I n  i ts  ancient  
form i t  consisted of a long strip of papyrus, fastened to two wooden 
rolls, enabling one to roll it off one onto another ;  books no t  having 
been known at  that t ime,  th is  method constituted a convenient  
method of "turning the pages." 

Treasurer : The financial officer of a Council ; in  Grand Council he 
becomes a Grand Treasurer. 

Triad: A Triad is a combination of three e lements or groups,  or  
even individuals. In recent years an  interpolation has  been added 
in some Coun cils, making reference to the Sacred Triad. That triad 
is now represented in all Masonic lodges by three burn ing tapers.  

Trial : The Grand Council has provided methods for the tr ial  of 
those who violate its laws, or those of its subordinate bodies . · No 
companion of the Council may be  deprived of his  Masonic  r ights 
without a right to be heard ; if convicted in h is  Council ,  he has the 
right of appeal to the Grand Council. In most i nstances ,  where the  
case i s  a flagrant one, the trial in Lodge or  Chapter  supersedes that 
of the Council, and loss of membership i n  e i ther of  those bodies 
deprives the convicted party of membersh ip  in the  Counci l .  

Triangle :  One of the s ignificant emblems of Freemasonry, par­
ticularly so in a Chapter of Royal A rch Masons. The  tr iangle i s  ·again 
brought to our view in the degree of Super-Excel lent  Master as rep­
resenting the Deity in his three principal attributes-O m n isc ience ,  
Omnipresence, and Omnipotence. 

Triangle, Broken : See "Broken Triangle." 
Tribes : In explaining the Camp of the J ews in the Super-Excellent 

degree, the lecturer tells o f  the twelve tribes of I s rael,  how they were 
arranged, and who constituted each group. J udah and I s rael were 
the most representative and powerful of the twelve.  

Triennial : The ·term is usually appl ied to the  tr ienn ial assembly 
of General Grand Council. Literally, it  m eans "three years" and i s  
sometimes applied to  the  three year period between triennial gath-

-
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erings, al though when so used, the word should be " triennium." The 
G eneral Grand Council was formed in 1881 and has held triennial 
meetings since that date, with the exception of the year 1945 when 
n one was held ;  this was adj usted by holding the meeting in 1946 
and again in 1948. 

Trienni al Assembly : The sessions of Gen eral Grand Coun cil arc 
usually referred to as Triennial Assemblies, . since they occur every 
three years, bringing together companions from all over the United 
States in to one great gathering. 

Truth : Thi virtue is c oupled with that of Honor and Integrity, 
which virtues should dist inguish the Super-Excellent Mas ter. 

Twelfth H our : The number was a sacred one in mythology; it was 
the triangl e  ( 3  s ides ) mul tipl ied by the square (four sides) .  Many 
think the Council referen ce to be to the hour when we shall cease 
our earthly la bors and become at on e with Him ,vho is the Supreme 
Archi tect. 

T wenty-Seven : Bein g 3 x 3 x 3, the number has been most sacredly 
regarded in a ges past. The degree of Sel ect Mas ter was once called 
"Sel ect of 27." And today, i n  openirrg a Council, symbolically, at 

l east, twenty-seven are s upposed to have a part in the ceremony. 
Tzodaz :  A name appl ied to  a H i gh Priest in one of the degrees. 

There is n o  his torical authority for the name, but in this instance 
most  any name, j us t  so it was Hebrew, would have served the pur­
p os e. 

-V-

V ault : Cryp tic Mas on ry is  kn own as  Freemasonry of the Vault, 
s ince i ts princ ipal degrees are s upposed to be laid in underground 
rooms or vaul ts. The l egend of the vaul t  is one of the most interest­
ing of Crypti c  traditions .  

Vessels : The Scriptures used in  the degree o f  Royal Master, con­
tain many referen ces to the various ves sels and paraphernalia used 
in the Templ e c eremon i es. The Scriptures are very explicit in de­
s cribin g these various articles, especially the basins, bowls, snuffers. 
The word appears to be a general term for all those articles having 
to d o  with thes e c eremonies. Al l  were under the supervision of the 
pries thood and occupied c erta in  d efinite p os i tions. 

V olume of the Sacred Law: This is s ometimes a bbreviated to VSL, 
and is an expres s ion current in English Masonic circles. Consul t  
the artic le o n  t h e  H oly  Bibl e  f o r  further in formation. When used i n  
Cryptic ceremonies ,  t h e  s crol l, o r  Torah, form s hould be employed, 
s ince B ibl es were n ot being prin ted i n  the days of Joshua, Zerubbabel 
and H a ggai .

Watch : Cryptic Mas onry refers quite  frequen tly to the first watcli, 
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or sim ilar expressions denoting time ;  this fol lows an anc ient  custom 
of dividing the day into watches and numbering them according  to  
the  division. 

Work : (Sec "Labor") The term is used synonomous wi th  Labor. 
In the language of today, we often hear that a Masonic group has 
work, meaning that candidates arc to be rccetvcd. 

-Z-

Zabud: Friend of the King. The character Zabud appears i n  sev­
eral Masonic degrees. To most of our membersh ip, Zabud is but  
another character out of  past history. Ye t  a read ing  of the  Holy 
Writ reveals that he was truly the  friend and companion  of K i n g  
Solomon, for Zabud was one o f  the sons o f  Nathan,  the  Prophet. 
Nathan was the chief adviser of King David, and i t  was through the 
strategy of David, Nathan and Bath-Sheba, that  Solomon came to 
the throne of  Israel, for the natural he ir  to the throne should  have 
been Adonijah. Nathan, being the friend of David ,  Zabud must  have 
been about the same age as Solomon, and probably freq ucn ted the 
Royal Court, where he acquired the fr iendship and favorable n o tice 
of Solomon, later developing into a friendship which caused K i n g  
Solomon t o  refer t o  Zabucl a s  "my particular friend  a n d  favorite ." 

Zaher Laher Bon : A word used _by the H ebrews to  rem i n d  them of 
the destruction of the Temple. 

Zebulun: One of the twelve tribes. 
Zedekiah : One of the principal characters in the  degree of Super­

Excellent Master. Zedekiah was a weakl ing, placed at t he  age o f  
twenty-one on  the  throne o f  Israel. Instead o f  prov ing fa ithful to  
h im who appointed h im to  the  place, he  uni ted wi th  the  army of  
another nation. The resul t was h i s  loss o f  the  throne,  the destruction 
of Jerusalem, including the Temple and Palace. Zedekiah h imself  
was made sightless and taken to Babylon by order of King  N ebuch ad­
nezzar, where he probably died. He is typical of weakl i n g  k i n gs and 
is a terrible lesson of what happens to those who  prove disloyal, 
and who fail to recognize the demands o f  God. He was the last  
King of Judah. 

Zephaniah : One of the princes of the Court of Z edekiah, who 
proved to be a false councilor. 

Zion: This was a mountain in the City of Jerusalem and very 
often that City is referred to as Z ion. I t  became the  City Desolate 
after its destruction by Nebuchadnezzar. 
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SAMUEL ARCH GILLILAND 

In the death of "Sam" Gilliland, Free­
masonry lost one of its noblest exemplars. 
H e  was a friendly soul and loved by all 
who knew him. He lived a life of helpful­
ness, and thus of usefulnes . H is death, 
while not unexpected, was sudden. We 
visited him in his room at the Kansas City 
Club, where he had made his home since 
the death of hi wi f e  in 1943 ; he was com­
plaining but did not feel that he should 
consult a doctor. A few days later he was 
taken to Research Hospital in Kansas SAM A. GILLILAND 
City, where he died February 14, 1950. 

He  was born at LaHarpe, Illinois, April 19, 1874, son of 
Benj amin F. and Sarah (Johnston ) Gilliland ; his great grand­
father, a Pre byterian minister, was a native of North Carolina, 
born in 1 769. He freed his slaves and removed to Ohio where he 
became a Methodist. 

Companion Gilliland was married April 16, 1910, to Mrs. 
Mary Louise Brown, who encouraged him in his music and Ma­
sonic  work. We once asked Sam what his hobbies were. 

"Music, M asonry, and Manila cigars," was his answer. 
He was an accomplished musician and could play almost any 

band instrument ; his choice was the piano, and he retained his 
piano i n  his room at the Kansas City Club. He never turned 
down an invitation to play at a Masonic gathering and his music 
enlivened many an otherwise drab meeting. 

He spent almost his entire life in  the railway sen•ice ; he had 
but two employers in . his lifetime. Ten years ( 1893- 1903) h� 
spent in the employ of a bank, loan, and trust company, having 
had a business course. In  1903 he accepted a position with the 
Rock Island Railway Co. , retiring in  1939. On his retirement 
he was given a dinner by his associates of the Passenger De­
partment Association, evidence of the esteem in  which he was 
held by those with whom and for whom he worked. 

Funeral services were held in Kansas City, Mo., February 17, 
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1950, at Newcomer's Chapel ; he was buried in Mt. Moriah Ceme­
tery beside his wi fc. 

His Masonic record appears in the 4rand Council proceedings 
for I 940 and we give here only a condensed record. He  was raised 
in Beatrice (Nebr. ) Lodge No. 26, October 20, 1 897 ; for a time, 
( 1900-1923) he held membership in East Gate Lodge o .  630 of 
Kansas City ; then he affiliated with Westport Lodge No. 340 
because of his home being located near that lodge. 

He received the (::apitular degrees in Livingston Chapter No. 
10, Beatrice, (Nebr. ) in 1899 ; was High Priest i n  1 902 and 
dimitted 1920 to Westport Chapter No. 1 34 R. A. M. o f  Kansas 
City, Mo. He was anointed to the Order of High Priesthood in  
Nebraska in  1902, but affiliated in Missouri i n  1 926 and  gradu­
ally advanced to its highest positions. He was greeted in Rabboni 
Council No. 9, R. & S. M. at Beatrice ( Nebr. ) in 1 902, and dimit­
ted to Westport Counci l  No. 38 R. & S. M. in 1 92 1 ,  becoming 
Master in 1933. He was Grand Master 1 939-40. He was knighted 
in Mt. Hermon Commandery No. 7, I<. . T. at Beatrice ( Nebr. ) 
in 1902. He affiliated in 1 920 with Westport Commandery No. 
68, K. T. ,  and in 1 949 received the Grand Commandery of  M is­
souri award for Distinguished Service. He had been honored bY, 
membership in Mary Conclave No. 5, Red Cross of Constantine 
( 1934) and became its Sovereign. 

He was a member of the Scottish Rite in Kansas City, Mo. ,  
and served as Wise Master of the Rose Croix Chapter in 1 935 .  
Other memberships included the Kansas City Rotary Club, High 
Twelve, Traffic Club, Ararat Shrine, the Royal Order o f  Jesters 
and the Chamber of Commerce. 

Freemasonry has truly lost an outstanding member. 
As for the writer, it is a great personal loss-this friend of  

more than a third of a century. 
CONDITION OF THE RITE 

ARKANSAS : The report of Grand Recorder Smith shows that 496 
candidates were greeted during the year, which is a gain o f  20 per ce�t. 
Certainly a fine record for a small jurisdiction. 

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA : A York Rite festival held in Washing­
ton reported the Capitular degrees conferred on 5 1  candidates ; the 
Super-Excellent degree on 137 candidates from the District of Columbia 
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and 24 from Maryland ; the commandery received 36 candidates out o f  the class. The meeting closed ,vith a banquet at the Mayflower Hotel. 
KENTUCKY : Grand Record�r McGaughey reports dormant councils, and adds : 
"What other ph raseology can you use to describe a council that con­tinues t? flaunt the law by not holding the constitutional number o f  assembl ies ? What other description can you give t o  a council who year a fter  year elects the same and only Thrice Il lustrious Master? One such council this year paid the supreme penalty for such service to the craft." NEBR A KA : Nebraska has 3,1 18 members, a net gain of 122, as shown by the reports o f  twenty-one chartered councils. 
N EW H A M P  SHIRE : Grand Master Barnard di scovered that at the annual a semblies of Grand Council, the two most northerly councils had not been represented by an active officer in a number of years and that the proxies do not reside in the town in which the council is located. 
N EW YORK : The membership of the Grand Council is disappointing. There arc 6,608 members ; net gain for the year 1948 was 92. 
O H I O : Greetings during the year numbered 2,100, as against 2,140 the preceding year. Only fou r Ohio councils have membership of less than 100. 
P ENN SYLVA N I A : The great j urisdiction of Pennsylvania has only 8,724 Royal and Select Masters, the net gain £qr the year being 249. 
SOUTH CAROLINA : The Grand Master made an elaborate chart showing m eeting dates of the various councils in that jurisdiction, ·but, to h i s  sorrow, he learned that dates of meetings did not necessarily repre­sent actual meetings or that work would be done at the meetings. 

CO OPERATION 

CALIFO RNIA : A com m ittee on York Rite Festival reported : "During the year we have been unable_ to create i�terest in t·he Y?rk Rite Festival. There are one or two locations where 1t would be feasible to put this on in connection with the chapter, but we have had no co­operat ion from the Grand Commandery. I OWA : Grand Master Eide wants to see a petition taken for the Cryptic degrees at the same time a petition is taken for the Chapter. 
N EW YORK : There is a committee on York Rite Participation, but it was reported "there i s  still m uch to be done in cooperating with the chapter and commander-y." 
VERMONT : A resolution introduced in the Grand Council provided that a committee should be appointed to collaborate with a like com-
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millee of the Grand Chapter relative to a closer cooperat ion between 
these two bodies. 

FINANCIAL 

ARKANSAS : The minimum fee for the degrees in Arkansas has been 
raised to $10.00. 

DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA : The Grand Maste r  recommended a 
reduction in the cost of the jewel given each Grand Master. They for­
merly cost $210.00 ; now they are being purchased for $135.00, but "even 
this smaller sum seems to be out of proportion to the  income of  the 
Grand Council." 

IOWA : Twenty-three Iowa councils charge $ 10.00 for the  degrees ; 
two charge $15.00 ; one charges $18.00. 

NEW JERSEY : Grand Master Long expressed h is  belie f that the 
Grand Council could not operate success fully on the fees and per capita 
tax received from subordinate councils. He wanted the fee for degrees 
to be not less than $15.00, of which $5.00 was to be paid to the Grand 
Council. The Grand Council did not agree with him, but compromised on 
a fee of $12.00, $3.00 of which should be paid upon each companion 
greeted. 

NEW YORK : The finance committee called attention of the Grand 
Council to its dwindling finances. The general fund amounts to less than 
$2,700.00. In a twenty year period, with the exception o f  four years, ex­
penses have exceeded operating income in amounts ranging from $1 66.00 
to $1,763.00 a year ; the year 1949 showed a deficit of $861.00. 

GENERAL GRAN.D COUNCIL 

CANADA-WESTERN : The latest addit ion to the ranks o f  General 
Grand Council is the Grand Council R. & S. M. of Western Canada. While 
it is not a large jurisdiction numerically, 426 members, it makes up  for 
this geographically, extending from Manitoba on the east to British 
Columbia on the west. The affiliation with General Grand Council dates 
from the annual assembly at Edmonton on May 1 0, 1 949. The official 
record reports : 

"It was resolved on motion o f  M. I. Comp. J .  France-Hughes, sec­
onded by M. I .  Comp. J .  Edgar Rannard, that this Grand Council affil­
iate with the General Grand Council of the United States." 

The present Grand Master is J olm T. Boyd, well known Manitoba Free­
mason, and the names of many other officers are famil iar on this side 
of the border. 

NEW YORK : From the New York proceedings we learn that from 
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a n  appropriation o f  $700.00 made by the Grand Council for the triennial, 
a refund of $267.07 was received. 

MISCELLANEOUS 

A R IZONA : The Grand Council of Arizona has changed the t ime ol 
its meeting from April to the fourth Monday in October. Grand Re­
corder Harry A. Drachman, who has served as Grand Recorder since 
1 934, was made Grand R ecorder Emeritus. He is re ferred to as "a com­
bination of Whirlaway, Seabiscuit and Man-of-War, all in one." His 
successor is J oseph A. E. Ivey. 

CALI FORNIA : It was necessary to call the Grand Council from labor 
to re freshment in order to receive Grand Master Siems of the Grand 
Lodge, who was not a Cryptic Mason. We do not read in t'he proceedings 
where the Grand Council was later called from re freshment to labor. 
Ca li fornia is another ju risdiction spelling Grand Marshal with two 
"l's." 

CAN A DA-O T A R I O : To the Grand Council of Ontario is attached 
Royal Ark Mariner Lodges, which seem to have about outnumbered 
the councils o f  Royal and Select Masters. For example, there arc 366 
members o f  the Council in Ontario and 835 Royal Ark Mariners. This is 
explained by the u nusual m embership of the Royal Ark Marinc'r Council 
at Windsor, Ont. ,  with 648 members. 

CONNECTICUT : In a tabulation of Grand Councils shown in the 
proceedings o f  the Grand Council a star appears in front of the jurisdic­
tions o f  Connecticut, I l l inois, Massa·chusetts, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, 
Texas and Utah, with a· statement that these Grand Councils are Sov­
ereign and Ir;idependent. We have yet to learn just how much more 
sovereign and independent they are than the rest of us. I f  he means 
couricils not a part o f  General Grand Council, he wil l  have to chan.ge 
his list. 

ENGLAND AND WALES : Recent news dispatches announce the 
death o f  S ir  A. H enry McMahon, who was Grand Master of the Grand 
Counci l  o f  England and Wales. H e  was present at the installation cere­
mony on April 19, 1949, and was installed for the thirtieth time ; he had 
served as Grand Master twenty-nine years. He was one of the most dis­
tinguished members o f  the fraternity in England, and his death is a loss · 
in that j urisdiction. 

FLORIDA : Our friend, the Grand Recorder, lists Tom Doss, of Ten­
nessee, who was present at their annual assembly, as the personal repre­
sentative o f  the "Most Pttsant General Grand Master." The Grand Council 
of Florida submitted a resolu tion to the General Grand Council re­
questing their cooperation i n  offering a resolution to be presented to the 
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Granrl Encampment "asking that the councils o f  the Cryptic Rite be 
made a prerequisite." 

ILLINOIS : Reviewer Knutz finds : 

"The Cryptic Rite is far better 'known now than it was a few years 
ago. It is now nearly always mentioned in naming the recognized bodies 
of Masonry, where formerly it was o ften omitted." 

MAINE : During the year 1948-49 all candidates in Maine were mem­
bers of the John M. Littlefield class, named in honor of the General 
Grand Master who is from that jurisdiction, and all received certificates 
stating that fact. A short history of the Cryptic degrees appears in the 
appendix of the proceedings. It is stated the first record o f  the con £erring 
of the Royal Master degree is the establishment of Columbian Grand 
Council No. 1 ,  New York, September 2, 1810. The Super-Excellent Master 
degree was conferred in that same council on December 22, 1817. 

MISSI SSIPPI : Grand Master Human, o f  Mississippi, was born in 
Latvia, February 15, 1874. 

MONTANA : Among the visitors at the Grand Council o f  Montana 
was Lorne Johnson, of Saskatchewan, an officer of General Grand 
Chapter. 

NEVADA : The Grand Council of Nevada is one o f  those jurisdic­
tions spelling Grand Marshal with two "l's." 

NEW YORK : Huntington Council No. 76 has changed its name to 
Suffolk Council. 

NORTH DAKOTA : One of the features of the Grand Council is the 
qmferring of the degree of Ish Sodi ; the degree is pecul iar to the State 
of North Dakota. Ill. Comp. Charl�s M. Pollock, Deputy o f  the Supreme 
Council A.A.S.R., speaking before the Grand Council, expressed the 
wish for the success of the Cryptic Rite and added : 

"Without the degrees o f  the Council the Masonic idea was not com­
plete. Surely every real Mason wants to know the symbolism o f  the 
preservation of the Word." 

OHIO : Roscoe Walcutt, reviewing proceedings, has a section termed 
"The Wailing Wall," in which opportunity is had to express the com7 
plaints and criticisms appearing during the year reviewed. 

OKLAHOMA : It was necessary that two visitors from Texas be 
healed before being admitted to the Grand Council of Oklahoma ; they 
had received their degrees in a Texas Chapter. Grand Master Crowe called 
attention to the great need of all Masonic bodies-that of leadership. 
He said :

"I would be remiss in my duty i f  I did not call to the attention of 
the Grand Council the most obvious fact gained from my travels. That 
there is an absolute dearth of leadership in our Masonic organizations. 
It is apparent everywhere. It extends all the way from top to bottom. 
We can never rise to our high responsibilities as long as we must rely 
upon l it t le men to fill big men's shoes." 

RHO DE I SLAND : Rhode Island has an officer known as Grand 
Mu sical Di rector. Something new in the Cryptic line-up. 

TEXAS : Among notable events at the annual assembly of Texas was 
a prayer by Comp. John J .  Ray, Past Grand Master, now one hundred 
and four years o f  age. 

WASHINGTON : The Grand Council, having purchased new aprons, 
donated their old ones to Seattle Council No. 6. 

WI SCON SIN : By unanimous vote the Grand Council provided for 
dual and plural membership. 

MISSOURIANS 

ARKANSAS : Among the vi sitors introduced at the opening of the 
Grand Council were Bruce H. Hunt, Harold M.  Jayne, Artemus H. 
Harwell, George C. Marquis and Cornelius D. Struble of Missouri. All 
were made honorary members. 

I NDIAN A :  Among distingu ished visitors at the Grand Council of 
Indiana was Cornelius D .  Struble "who was presented and extended the 
greetings o f  his  Grand Council." The Grand Recorder adds : 

"This is the fi rst time we have had the pleasure of greeting in our own 
Grand Council the Grand Master o f  Missouri." 

IOWA : Attending the Grand Council, representing Missouri, were 
Corn el ius D. Struble, Harold M. Jayne, Bruce H. Hunt, Ray V. Denslow 
and Wil l iam R. Denslow. 

KAN SA S : Deputy Grand Master Cornelius D. Struble, of Missouri, 
was present at the Kansas annual assembly in 1949. 

KENTUCKY : Grand Master Cornelius D. Struble, of Missouri, was 
l isted as an out o f  State visitor at the Grand Council of Kentucky. 

LOUISIANA : Among visitors noted at the Grand Council was William 

R. Denslow, who was there representing the Royal Arch Mason magazine. 
N EW YORK : A visitor at the Grand Council of New York was Grand 

Master Cornelius D.  Struble, o f  Missouri. 
OKLA HO MA : The Grand Master of Oklahoma for the year 1948-49 

was William E. Crowe, who was born at Braymer, Mo., May 6, 1893, the 
oldest o f  a family of eight children,  all o f  whom graduated at the Uni-
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vcrsity of Missouri an<l the sons, five in number, being practicing at­
torneys in Oklahoma. Companion Crowe graduated from Central College 
and from the law school of Missouri University. 

NEW COUNCILS 

MICHIGAN : Jeremiah Council No. 88, at Ferndale, and Re<lfor<l 
Council No. 89, at Detroit, were constituted. 

MI SSISSIPPI : Friendship Council No. 56 was established at Her­
nando. This was the first new council formed in Mississippi in a number 
of years. 

NEW YORK : A new council, to be known as Northern Star Council, 
has been established at Carthage. 

OKLAHOMA : New councils were established as follows :  Okmulgee 
No. 17, Sayre No. 23, Clinton No. 49, Stillwater No. SO. Wagoner Council 
No. 6 was consolidated with Muskogee Council No. 2. 

TENNESSEE : Tipton-Greer Council No. 1 1 1 ,  at London, and Cooke­
ville Council No. 1 12, at Cookeville, were instituted. Morristown Coun­
cil No. 113, at Morristown, and Adoniram Council No. 1 14, at Oak Ridge, 
were duly chartered. 

WASHINGTON : A charter was granted to Zadok Council  N o. 23, 
located at Richland, Wash. 

WISCONSIN : New councils have been established as follows : George 
W. Watson No. 41 at Fond .du Lac, Wauwatosa No. 42, at Wauwatosa, 
and Boscobel No. 43, at Boscobel. 

RITUAL 

CALIFORNIA : A resolution introduced before the Grand Council 
stated : 

"There are certain deficiencies and omissions i n  the ritual used by 
subordinate councils which are causing con fusion and irregularities i n  
the work o f  the various councils." 

A committee of five members will study the ritual situation and re­
port at the next annual assembly. 

CONNECTICUT : Somewhere in the Connecticut ritual is found the 
word "inferior'' as applied to the degrees. Since there are no in ferior 
degrees in Masonry, the phraseology is to be changed. 

OHIO : The Grand Master of Ohio witnessed the con ferring o f  the 
Super-Excellent degree on forty-two occasions and while-

"Various conditions existed regarding availability o f  accommodations 
and paraphernalia, characterization, and in some instances a lack of dra­
matic ability, the impressiveness of the lessons contained in the degree 
was seldom affected." 
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An Ohio council wanted to use Knights Templar in uni form in con­

ferring the degree of Super-Excellent Master. A committee stated that 
while they ,vantcd to cooperate, they were of . the opinion that use of a 
Templar uni form would be inappropriate for the era depicted. 

SOUTH CAROLINA : The Grand Master discovered that there was 
a difference in the methods of giving the grip of a Select �faster, and he 
has taken the matter up with the General Grand Master of the General 
Grand Council .  

STATISTICAL 

. AR IZONA : Twenty-eighth Annual, Prescott, April 25, 1949 ; 7 Coun­
cils ; 62 greeted ; 777 members ; 27 net gain ; Missouri was not repre­
sented ; Chester A .  Westerdahl, Grand Master presiding ; Marion R. 
McDaniel, Tucson, Grand Master elect ; next assembly, Winslow, Oc­
tober 23, 1950. 

ARKAN SA S : Eighty-eighth Annual, Little Rock, November 18, 1949 ; 
20 Councils ; 496 greeted ; 2,754 members ; 449 net gain ; Missouri was not 
repre�ented ; J. Miles Roberts, Grand Master presiding ; Weldon Ras­
berry, Hot Springs, Grand Master elect ; next assembly, Little Rock, 
N ovember 1 7, 1950 .
